No Covetousness, Greed, Envy Or Jealousy
Introduction
The dictionary definition of  
Covet is long to possess, Envy another the possession of, Jealous of, Grasping for, Resentful of another’s advantages.
Greed is a strong wish to continuously get more of something. Greed comes from the Old English graedig, or ‘voracious,’ which means always hungry for more.
Envy is to be resentful of a more fortunate person. A feeling of discontented or resentful longing aroused by someone else's possessions, qualities, or luck.
Jealousy is to be envious of someone or suspicious that another will gain some advantage.

Scriptures on Covetousness

D&C 19:25-26: “And again I command thee ‘Thou shalt not Covet’ (examples) …. thy neighbour’s wife; nor seek thy neighbour’s life; and again I command thee thou shalt not covet thine own property but impart it freely to …..”
D&C 88:123: “See that ye love one another; cease to be covetous; learn to impart one to another as the gospel requires” 
D&C 101:6: “Behold, I say unto you, there were jarring’s, and contentions, and envyings, and strifes, and lustful and covetous desires among them; therefore by these things they polluted their inheritances.”
D&C 136:20: “Seek ye; and keep all your pledges one with another; and covet not that which is thy brother’s.”
Exodus 20:17: “Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour’s” 
Luke 12:13-21: “And one of the company said unto him, Master, speak to my brother, that he divide the inheritance with me. And he said unto him, Man, who made me a judge or a divider over you? And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware of covetousness: for a man's life consisteth not in the abundance of the things which he possesseth. 
And he spake a parable unto them, saying, ‘The ground of a certain rich man brought forth plentifully: And he thought within himself, saying, What shall I do, because I have no room where to bestow my fruits? And he said, This will I do: I will pull down my barns, and build greater; and there will I bestow all my fruits and my goods. And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry.’ But God said unto him, ‘Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee: then whose shall those things be, which thou hast provided? So is he that layeth up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward God’” 
Matt. 6:19–20: “Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and where thieves break through and steal: But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven” 
Covetousness was one of the main reasons why the United Order failed in the early days of the church.

Covetousness is the Opposite of the Spirit of Equality

Being covetous is the opposite to the spirit of equality and could result in a resistance to enter the United Order. The Lord has spoken out against covetousness even to the point of not withholding property if it is required in His work. 
William Marks and Newel K. Whitney were told to repent of their covetous desires and sell their properties in Kirtland and move to the land of Zion:  
D&C 117:4-9: “Let them repent of all their sins, and of all their covetous desires, before me, saith the Lord; for what is property unto me? Saith the Lord…..for have I not the fowls of heaven, and also the fish of the sea, and the beasts of the mountains? Have I not made the earth? Do I not hold the destinies of all the armies of the nations of the earth?....is there not room enough on…the land where Adam dwelt, that you should covet that which is but the drop, and neglect the more weighty matters? Therefore, come up hither unto the land of my people, even Zion.” 
Through covetousness and false pretensions the early members of the Church failed to keep the covenant of the United Order:

D&C 104:4: “Therefore inasmuch as some of my servants have not kept the commandment, but have broken the covenant through covetousness, and with feigned words, I have cursed them….” 
D&C 104:52-53: “The covenants being broken through transgression, by covetousness and feigned words, therefore you are dissolved as a United Order with your brethren…..” 
Are the same transgressions that caused the establishment of Zion to fail in the early days of the Church also preventing attempts by the church to redeem Zion in this day?
D&C 105:2-5: “Behold, I say unto you, were it not for the transgressions of my people, speaking concerning the church and not individuals, they might have been redeemed even now. But behold, they have not learned to be obedient to the things which I require at their hands, but are full of all manner of evil, and do impart of their substance as becometh saints, to the poor and afflicted among them; and are not united according to the union required by the law of the Celestial Kingdom.” 
When members of the Church get settled in wealthy circumstances it is hard for them to envisage the need for equality in the Church. Because of their abundance they do not desire to disturb their prosperity in the world and therefore do not pray for the Redemption of Zion and the introduction of the United Order. They become unwilling to follow this commandment of God concerning Zion even though there is sufficient means available to accomplish the commandments connected to it:
D&C 101:75: “There is even now already in store sufficient, yea, even an abundance, to redeem Zion, and establish her waste places, no more to be thrown down, were the churches, who call themselves after my name, willing to hearken to my voice.” 

The acquisition and the coveting of wealth of that which is more than sufficient for one’s needs can lead individuals to pride which in turn can inhibit the desire to be equal. Wealth produces a distinct advantage in a capitalist society and individuals can become proud of their monetary success in life. 
In the Book of Acts is recorded the disastrous effect of covetousness when the United Order is in operation: 

Acts 5:1-11: “But a certain man named Ananias, with Sapphira his wife, sold a possession and kept back a part of the price, his wife also being privy to it, and brought a certain part, and laid it at the apostles’ feet. But Peter said, Ananias, why hath Satan filled thine heart to lie to the Holy Ghost, and to keep back part of the price of the land? Whiles it remained, was it not thine own? and after it was sold, was it not in thine own power? 
Why hast thou conceived this thing in thine heart? thou hast not lied unto men, but unto God. And Ananias hearing these words fell down and gave up the ghost: and great fear came on all them that heard these things. And the young men arose, wound him up, and carried him out, and buried him. 
And it was about the space of three hours after, when his wife, not knowing what was done, came in. And Peter answered unto her, ‘Tell me whether ye sold the land for so much? And she said, ‘Yea, for so much.’ Then Peter said unto her, ‘How is it that ye have agreed together to tempt the Spirit of the Lord? behold, the feet of them which have buried thy husband are at the door and shall carry thee out. Then fell she down straightway at his feet and yielded up the ghost: and the young men came in, and found her dead, and, carrying her forth, buried her by her husband. And great fear came upon all the church, and upon as many as heard these things.”

Commenting on the above scripture “Was it not thine own” Dummelow states “The church of Jerusalem recognized the principle of private property. A disciple’s property really was his own, but he did not say it was his own; he treated it as if it were common property.” 
The saints need to be careful that they do not adopt the false philosophies of the world:

Alma 30:17: “.... But every man fared in this life according to the management of the creature; therefore, every man prospered according to his genius, and that every man conquered according to his strength”
Scriptures on Greediness
The Heading to Section Fifty-Four in the Doctrine and Covenants reads: “Members of the Church in the branch at Thompson, Ohio, were divided on questions having to do with the consecration of properties. Selfishness and greed were manifest, and ….had broken his covenant to consecrate his large farm as a place of inheritance for the saints…...”

D&C 56:17: “Wo unto you poor men, whose hearts are not broken, whose spirits are not contrite, and whose bellies are not satisfied, and whose hands are not stayed from laying hold upon other men’s goods, whose eyes are full of greediness, and who will not labor with your own hands!” (not humble, repentant, not grateful, covetous, greedy, and idle)

D&C 68:31: “Now I the Lord am not well pleased with the inhabitants of Zion, for there are idlers among them……they also seek not earnestly the riches of Eternity, but their eyes are full of greediness.”
Proverbs 21:25-26: “The desire of the slothful killeth him; for his hands refuse to labour.

He coveteth greedily all the day long: but the righteous giveth and spareth not.”
Isaiah 56:10-11: “His watchmen are blind: they are all ignorant, they are all dumb dogs, they cannot bark; sleeping, lying down, loving to slumber. Yea, they are greedy dogs which can never have enough, and they are shepherds that cannot understand. They all look to their own way, everyone for his gain, from his quarter.”

Scriptures on Envying

1 Corinthians 13:4: Charity suffereth long, and is kind; charity envieth not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up….”
Galatians 5: 19, 21-22: “Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these…….. envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like….. and such like; of the which I tell you before, as I have told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the Kingdom of God.”
Romans 13:13: “Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying.”
James 3:16: For where envying and strife is, there is confusion and every evil work.”
2 Ne. 26:32: “And again, the Lord God hath commanded that men should not murder; that they should not lie; that they should not steal; that they should not take the name of the Lord their God in vain; that they should not envy; that they should not have malice; that they should not contend one with another; that they should not commit whoredoms; and that they should do none of these things; for whoso doeth them shall perish”

Alma 5:28-29: “Behold, are ye stripped of pride? I say unto you, if ye are not ye are not prepared to meet God. Behold ye must prepare quickly; for the kingdom of heaven is soon at hand, and such an one hath not eternal life. Behold, I say, is there one among you who is not stripped of envy? I say unto you that such an one is not prepared; and I would that he should prepare quickly, for the hour is close at hand, and he knoweth not when the time shall come; for such an one is not found guiltless.

Helaman 13: 22-23: “Ye do not remember the Lord your God in the things with which he hath blessed you, but ye do always remember your riches, not to thank the Lord your God for them; yea, your hearts are not drawn out unto the Lord, but they do swell with great pride, unto boasting, and unto great swelling, envyings, strifes, malice, persecutions, and murders, and all manner of iniquities. For this cause hath the Lord God caused that a curse should come upon the land, and also upon your riches, and this because of your iniquities.”
4 Nephi 1:15-16: “And it came to pass that there was no contention in the land, because of the love of God which did dwell in the hearts of the people. And there were no envyings, nor strifes, nor tumults, nor whoredoms, nor lyings, nor murders, nor any manner of lasciviousness; and surely there could not be a happier people among all the people who had been created by the hand of God.”

President David O. McKay stated: “The gospel of Jesus Christ is the crucible in which hate, envy, and greed are consumed, and good will, kindness, and love remain.” (Treasures of Life)

Jealousy

D&C 67:10: “And again, verily I say unto you that it is your privilege, and a promise I give unto you that have been ordained unto this ministry, that inasmuch as you strip yourselves from jealousies and fears, and humble yourselves before me, for ye are not sufficiently humble, the veil shall be rent….”

Pride and Riches
See the study No Pride, Boasting, Vanity, Seeking Praise
The acquisition and the coveting of wealth that is more than sufficient for our needs can lead to pride which the Book of Mormon clearly teaches:
Jacob 2:12-13: “And now my beloved brethren, this is the word which I declare unto you, that many of you have begun to search for gold, and for silver, and for all manner of precious ores….and the hand of providence hath smiled upon you most pleasingly, that you have obtained many riches; and because some of you have obtained more abundantly than that of your brethren ye are lifted up in the pride of your hearts, and wear stiff necks and high heads because of the costliness of your apparel….” 

Jacob taught his people how they could overcome the problem of pride:

Jacob 2:17: “Think of your brethren like unto yourselves, and be familiar with all and free with your substance, that they may be rich like unto you.”

Alma 4:6-8: “And it came to pass in the eighth year of the reign of the judges, that the people of the church began to wax proud, because of their exceeding riches, and their fine silks, and their fine-twined linen, and because of their many flocks and herds, and their gold and their silver, and all manner of precious things, which they had obtained by their industry; and in all these things were they lifted up in the pride of their eyes, for they began to wear very costly apparel. Now this was the cause of much affliction to Alma, yea, and to many of the people whom Alma had consecrated to be teachers, and priests, and elders over the church; yea, many of them were sorely grieved for the wickedness which they saw had begun to be among their people. For they saw and beheld with great sorrow that the people of the church began to be lifted up in the pride of their eyes, and to set their hearts upon riches and upon the vain things of the world, that they began to be scornful, one towards another, and they began to persecute those that did not believe according to their own will and pleasure.”
4 Nephi 23-26 extracts: “…they had become exceedingly rich, because of their prosperity in Christ…and there began to be among them those who were lifted up in pride, such as the wearing of costly apparel, and all manner of fine pearls, and of the fine things of the world. And from that time forth they did have their goods and their substance no more common among them, and they began to be divided into classes.”  
President George Q Cannon of the First presidency spoke of the effect that wealth can have upon the saints and the need for the United Order. 
“The time must come when we must obey that which has been revealed to us as the Order of Enoch, when there shall be no rich and no poor among the Latter-Day Saints; when wealth will not be a temptation; when every man will love his neighbour as he does himself, when every man and woman will labour for the good of all as much as for self. That day must come, and we may as well prepare our hearts for it, brethren, for as wealth increases I see more and more a necessity for the institution of such an order. As wealth increases, luxury and extravagance have more power over us. The necessity for such an order is very great, and God, undoubtedly, in his own time and way, will inspire his servant to introduce it among the people.” Journal of Discourses 15:207

The same warning is given to people of this dispensation:

D&C 38:39: “And it must needs be that the riches of the earth are mine to give, but beware of pride, lest ye become as the Nephites of old.” 
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
