Active-Less Active or Faithful-Unfaithful
Are the words inactive or less active adequate to describe the millions of members of the church who no longer attend. (And who have not attended for several years). Are these terms used in the scriptures? How do the scriptures describe this group of members?

Faith can be defined as belief plus action. It is doing those things that are believed. Lack of Faith is defined as unbelief plus inaction. Therefore members could be described as faithful or unfaithful, believing or unbelieving. 
The Lord has given a pattern by which those who are Faithful can be identified.
D&C 52:14-19: “And again, I will give unto you a pattern in all things, that ye may not be deceived; for Satan is abroad in the land, and he goeth forth deceiving the nations-wherefore he that prayeth, whose spirit is contrite, the same is accepted of me if he obey mine ordinances. He that speaketh whose spirit is contrite (repentant), whose language is meek and edifieth, the same is of God if he obey mine ordinances……. and shall bring forth fruits of praise and wisdom, according to the revelations and truths which I have given you. And again, he that is overcome and bringeth not forth fruits, even according to this pattern, is not of me. Wherefore by this pattern ye shall know the spirits in all cases under Heaven” 

In the above scripture prayer, repentance (contrite spirit), meekness, and obeying the ordinances are essential to be accepted of God. Such individuals will “bring forth fruits” or works to show their faith. 
This is the same doctrine that is taught in the book of James. 
James 2:1: “What doth it profit, my brethren, though a man say he hath Faith, and have not works? Can faith save him?” 

James 2:26: “For as the body without the Spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also.” 
The Continued Exercise of Faith
Those who are not following the above pattern in (D&C 52:14-19) could correctly be described as unfaithful. Prayer, continuous repentance, and partaking of the sacrament regularly are part of those fruits or works. To have a continuation of the Holy Ghost it is essential to partake of the sacrament for that is part of the covenant of this sacred ordinance. 

It also states in the above scripture the necessity of believing “the revelations and truths which I have given you” to be accepted of God. This implies the acceptance of at least the basic doctrines and commandments in the scriptures. 
The continued exercise of faith is essential to qualify as a member of the church:

Moroni 7:39: “But behold, my beloved brethren, I judge better things of you, for I judge that ye have Faith in Christ because of your meekness; for if ye have not faith in Him then ye are not fit to be numbered among the people of His church.” 
D&C 52:6: “And inasmuch as they are not faithful, they shall be cut off, even as I will, as seemeth me good.”
The Need for Repentance

With the above pattern in mind the following words of the Lord can be much easily understood.

D&C 10:67-68: “Behold, this is my doctrine- whosoever repenteth and cometh unto me, the same is my church whosoever declareth more or less than this, the same is not of me, but is against me; therefore he is not of my church.”
The above scripture teaches that being repentant and coming unto the Saviour through the ordinances of the gospel such as the sacrament is essential to be regarded by the Lord as a faithful member of His Church. 
D&C 63: 63: “Wherefore, let the church repent of their sins, and I, the Lord, will own them; otherwise they shall be cut off.” 
D&C 75:29: “Let every man be diligent in all things. And the idler shall not have place in the church, except he repent and mend his ways.”
Partake of the Sacrament to be a Faithful member of the Church

The Saviour taught that those who are repentant and have been baptised should partake of the sacrament. This is required by all members to continue to be build on a firm foundation:

3 Nephi 18:11-14: “And this shall ye always do to those who repent and are baptised in my name; and ye shall do it in remembrance of my blood, which I have shed for you, that ye may witness unto the Father that ye do always remember me. And if ye do always remember me ye shall have My Spirit to be with you. And I give unto you a commandment that ye shall do these things. 
And if ye shall always do these things blessed are ye, for ye are built upon my rock. But whoso among you shall do more or less than these are not built upon my rock, but are built upon a sandy foundation; and when the rain descends and the floods come, and the winds blow, and beat upon them, they shall fall, and the gates of hell are ready open to receive them. Therefore, blessed are ye if ye shall keep my commandments which the Father hath commanded me that I should give unto you.”  (See John 6:53-56; I Corinthians 11:26)
D&C 59:9: “And that thou mayest more fully keep thyself unspotted from the world, thou shalt go to the House of Prayer and offer up thy sacraments upon my Holy Day”
The Need for Meekness to be Accepted of God

The above quoted scripture (D&C 52:14-19) also states the need for meekness (A willingness to listen and learn) to be accepted of God. Other scriptures also emphasise this: 

Moroni 7:43-44: “And again behold I say unto you that he cannot have faith and hope, save he shall be meek and lowly of heart. If so his faith and hope is in vain, for none is acceptable before God save the meek and lowly in heart.”
A faithful member is one who exercises faith agreeable to the scriptures: 

D&C 20:69: “And the members shall manifest before the church, and also before the elders, by a godly walk and conversation, that they are worthy of it, that there may be works and faith agreeable to the holy scriptures-walking in holiness before me.” 
The Unfaithful lose the Light they have Received

Those who harden their hearts through unbelief and lack of participation lose the light which they have previously received: 

D&C 1:32-33: Nevertheless, he that repents and does the commandments of the Lord shall be forgiven; And he that repents not, from him shall be taken even the light which he has received; for my Spirit shall not always strive with man, saith the Lord of Hosts.”
D&C 60:3 “And it shall come to pass if they are not more faithful unto me it shall be taken away even that which they have.”
The Unrepentant may eventually fall from Membership in the Church:

D&C 1:14-16: “And the arm of the Lord shall be revealed; and the day cometh that they who will not hear the voice of the Lord, neither the voice of His servants, neither give heed to the words of the prophets and apostles, shall be cut off from among the people. For they have strayed from mine ordinances (the sacrament) and have broken mine everlasting covenant. They seek not the Lord to establish His righteousness, but every man walketh in his own way, and after the image of his own God, whose image is in the likeness of the world….” 
D&C 41:5: “He that receiveth my law and doeth it, the same is my disciple; and he that saith he receiveth it and doeth it not, the same is not my disciple, and shall be cast out from among you.”  
D&C 58:15: “But if he repent not of his sins, which are unbelief and blindness of heart, let him take heed lest he fall.”
D&C 64:36: “the rebellious are not of the blood of Ephraim, wherefore they shall be plucked out.”
Conclusion

The Lord has given a pattern (D&C 52:14-19) quoted above by which those who are accepted by him can be identified. Those who come unto God through the exercise of faith, repentance, meekness, obeying the ordinances, and bring forth fruits are acceptable to Him. Those who do not come unto God according to the above pattern are under the bondage of sin: 
D&C 84:49-53: “And the whole world lieth in sin, and groaneth under darkness and under the bondage of sin. And by this ye may know they are under the bondage of sin, because they come not unto me. For whoso cometh not unto me is under the bondage of sin. And whoso receiveth not my voice is not acquainted with my voice, and is not of me. And by this you may know the righteous from the wicked, and that the whole world groaneth under sin and darkness even now.” 
Members of the church are either faithful or unfaithful as shown by their works.
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
