Composite Terms in Scripture
Composite meaning of: Dictionary definition: Made up of component parts. 

A composite term in scripture is made up of vital component parts each of which is essential to obtain the full meaning thereof.  
Examples of Composite Terms

Salvation

An example of a composite term is salvation which is comprised of vital parts like faith, repentance, baptism, Gift of the Holy Ghost, endurance to the end. Each part is essential to obtain the full blessing of salvation. However sometimes in scripture one part of this composite term is used as if referring to the whole such as: “And he that believeth and is baptized shall be saved, and he that believeth not shall be damned” D&C 68:9. 
If this scripture is taken in isolation a misunderstanding could be obtained that all that is required for salvation is belief and baptism. It is apparent however, from additional verses of scripture, that repentance, the Gift of the Holy Ghost, and other principles and ordinances of the gospel, are essential components of salvation. 

Honesty
It is necessary to understand all those things which are dishonest to comprehend honesty. 
No Lying, stealing, cheating, deceiving, fraud, bearing false witness, bribery, embezzlement are all dishonest acts. 
It is not to give a false impression though dressing up and misleading statistics.

If a person offends in one aspect of dishonesty he is not honest.  

An honest person is truthful and sincere (free from pretence or deceit)
It is to be up front with the truth.

Zion
Taken form the study A Scriptural Study of Zion-A Bit of Heaven on Earth
The essential parts of Zion are:

Zion is the Pure in Heart:
D&C 97:21: “Therefore, verily, thus saith the Lord, let Zion rejoice, for this is Zion – The Pure in Heart; therefore, let Zion rejoice, while all the wicked shall mourn.” 
Zion is a Distinct Place:
D&C 97:19-20: “And the nations of the Earth shall honour her, and shall say: Surely Zion is the City of our God, and surely Zion cannot fall, neither be moved out of her place, for God is there, and the hand of the Lord is there; and he hath sworn by the power of his might to be her salvation and her high tower.”  

Zion requires the Celestial Law:
D&C 105:5: “And Zion cannot be built up unless it is by the principles of the Law of the Celestial Kingdom; otherwise I cannot receive her unto myself.”  (This refers to The Law of Consecration, See also D&C 105:4, 29, 32, 34 and D&C 58:19, 82:15, 97:25, 119:1, 3, 5, and 6, D&C 78:4-8)
All of the above are required to call a society or stake Zion.

Identifying Zion -The following characteristics will also form part of Zion 
Zion will be a Place of Equality, 
Zion will be a Place of Unity, 
Zion will be a Place of Righteousness, 
Zion will be a Place of Peace, Safety and Refuge
Zion will experience the Glory of the Lord, 
Zion will be a Place of Power, 
Zion will be a Place of Beauty and Joy

Zion is therefore a composite term comprised of several vital integral parts each of which is essential. A Zion can be identified by its characteristics.
Additional meanings of Zion 
Zion is a word that denotes something that is Heavenly, Celestial or of God. It is ‘A bit of Heaven on Earth’, or in other words the bringing of Heavenly ideals to Earth. The name Zion is literally taken from the City where God himself dwells: “These are they who are come unto Mount Zion, and unto the City of the living God, the Heavenly place, the Holiest of all.” D&C 76:66 

Zion used in a general sense in the scriptures means ‘the cause of righteousness’ or ‘the work of God’ as in the following: “For thou shalt devote all thy service in Zion; and in this thou shalt have strength” D&C 24:7 “Now, as you have asked, behold I say unto you, keep my commandments, and seek to bring forth and establish the cause of Zion.” D&C 6:6; 11:6, 12:6, 14:6, 21:7-8, 24:7, 30:11.

Zion is also an ancient Hebrew word meaning a place of refuge or sanctuary and is used in scripture to describe both the Old and the New Jerusalem. It is the name given to the Holy City built by Enoch which was taken into Heaven: “Enoch built a city that was called The City of Holiness, even Zion” Moses 7:19

In this generation, the Doctrine and Covenants teaches that Zion is the Pure in Heart, in the Divinely Appointed Place, living by the Law of the Celestial Kingdom. The Key to understand the concept of Zion is to know that it is a composite term made up of vital component parts each of which is essential to obtain the full meaning thereof. 
Example of a Zion Society

4 Nephi 1:15-18 “And it came to pass that there was no contention in the land, because of the love of God which did dwell in the hearts of the people. And there were no envyings, nor strifes, nor tumults, nor whoredoms, nor lyings, nor murders, nor any manner of lasciviousness; and surely there could not be a happier people among all the people who had been created by the hand of God. There were no robbers, nor murderers, neither were there Lamanites, nor any manner of -ites; but they were in one, the children of Christ, and heirs to the kingdom of God. And how blessed were they! For the Lord did bless them in all their doings; yea, even they were blessed and prospered until an hundred and ten years had passed away; and the first generation from Christ had passed away, and there was no contention in all the land.”

How this Zion society was broken up

4 Nephi 1:24-25: “And now, in this two hundred and first year there began to be among them those who were lifted up in pride, such as the wearing of costly apparel, and all manner of fine pearls, and of the fine things of the world. And from that time forth they did have their goods and their substance no more common among them.”
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
