80 Commandments for Covenant Israel
1: Love of God by Keeping the Commandments: (part of having charity) “If thou lovest me thou shalt serve me and keep all my commandments.” D&C 42:29: “Be faithful and diligent in keeping the commandments of God, and I will encircle thee in the arms of my love.” D&C 6:20 “Wherefore I give unto them a commandment saying thus: Thou shalt Love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy might, mind and strength, and in the name of Jesus Christ thou shalt serve Him.” D&C 59:5. “If thou lovest me thou shalt serve me and keep all my commandments.” D&C 42:29 “And gave unto them commandments that they should Love and Serve Him, the only living and true God, and that He should be the only being whom they should worship.” D&C 20:19 “And we know also that sanctification….is just and true to all those who love and serve God with all their might mind and strength.” D&C 20:31 “To judge the whole House of Israel even as many as have loved me and kept my commandments and none else.” D&C 29:12 
2: Love thy Neighbour as Thyself: “Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. D&C 59:6 (part of having Charity) “Thou shalt live together in love, insomuch that thou shalt weep for the loss of them that die….” D&C 42:45 “See that ye love one another” D&C 88:124 “And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. On these two commandments hang all the law and the prophets. Matthew 22:39-40“And no one can assist in this work except he shall be humble and full of love.” D&C 12:8 “But let thy love be for them as thyself; and let thy love abound unto all men, and unto all who love my name” D&C 112:11 “No power or influence can or ought to be maintained by virtue of the Priesthood only by Love unfeigned” D&C 121:41 “And let every man esteem his brother as himself, and practice virtue and holiness before me. And again I say unto you, let every man esteem as himself. For what man among you having twelve sons, and is no respecter of them, and they serve him obediently, and he saith unto the one: Be thou clothed in robes and sit thou here; and to the other: Be thou clothed in rags and sit thou there—and looketh upon his sons and saith I am just?” D&C38: 24-27 
3: Observe Covenants by Sacrifice: “Verily I say unto you, all among them who know their hearts are honest, and are broken, and their spirits contrite and are willing to observe their covenants by sacrifice-yea every sacrifice which I the Lord shall command-they are accepted of me” 97:8 “And now it is called today until the coming of the Son of Man, and verily it is a day of sacrifice and a day for the tithing of my people; for he that is tithed shall not be burned at His Coming.” D&C 64:23  And there were gathered together in one place an innumerable company of the spirits of the just, who had been faithful in the testimony of Jesus while they lived in mortality; And who had offered sacrifice in the similitude of the great sacrifice of the Son of God, and had suffered tribulation in their Redeemer’s name.” D&C 138: 12-13 “Let no man be afraid to lay down his life for my sake; for whoso layeth down his life for my sake shall find it again. And whoso is not willing to lay down his life for my sake is not my disciple.” D&C 103:27-28
4: Thou shalt Thank the Lord thy God in All Things: D&C 59:7 “….He shall receive this blessing if he receive it from the hand of the Lord with a thankful heart in all things.” D&C 62:7 “And ye must give thanks unto God in the Spirit for whatsoever blessing ye are blessed with.” D&C 46:32: “And he who receiveth all things with thankfulness shall be made glorious; and the things of this earth shall be added unto him, even an hundred fold, yea, more.” D&C 78:19 “Verily I say unto you my friends, fear not, let your hearts be comforted; yea, rejoice evermore, and in everything give thanks” D&C 98:1 “Do these things with thanksgiving, with cheerful hearts…..” D&C 59:15 “…considering the end of your salvation, doing all things with prayer and thanksgiving…” D&C 46:7 
5: Repentance: “Whosoever repenteth and cometh unto me, the same is my church,” D&C 10:67 “Nevertheless, he that repents and does the commandments of the Lord shall be forgiven.” D&C 1:32 “And now I speak unto you……and also unto …. by the way of commandment, for, behold, I command all men everywhere to repent.” D&C 18:9: “And surely every man must repent or suffer, for I, God, am endless.” D&C 19:4 “And, again, I say unto you, that whoso having knowledge, have I not commanded to repent.” D&C 29:49 “Hearken and hear, O ye inhabitants of the earth. Listen, ye elders of my church together, and hear the voice of the Lord; for he calleth upon all men, and he commandeth all men everywhere to repent.” D&C133:16: “And if your brethren desire to escape their enemies, let them repent of all their sins, and become truly humble before me and contrite.” D&C 54:3 
6: Confess Sins as Part of Repentance: “Wherefore I command again you to repent, lest I humble you by my Almighty power, and that you confess your sins, lest you suffer these punishments of which I have spoken.” D&C 19:20 “Nevertheless, he has sinned; but verily I say unto you, I, the Lord, forgive sins unto those who confess their sins before me and ask forgiveness, who have not sinned unto death.” D&C 64:7 (see 64 v12) “Behold, verily thus saith the Lord unto you, O ye elders of my church, who are assembled upon this spot, whose sins are now forgiven you, for I, the Lord, forgive sins, and am merciful unto those who confess their sins with humble hearts.” D&C 61:2 By this ye may know if a man repenteth of his sins—behold, he will confess them and forsake them. D&C 58:43
7: Keep the Sabbath Day Holy: “And that thou mayest more fully keep thyself unspotted from the world, thou shalt go to the House of Prayer and offer up thy sacraments upon my Holy Day; For verily this is a day appointed unto you to rest from your labours, and to pay thy devotions unto the Most High.”  59:9-10; “And the inhabitants of Zion shall also observe the Sabbath day to keep it Holy.”.” D&C 68:29 “And see that the church meet together often, and also see that all members do their duty.” D&C 20:55 “Ye shall keep my Sabbaths, and reverence my Sanctuary” Lev 19:30: “Remember the Sabbath Day to keep it Holy. Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: But the Seventh day is the Sabbath of the Lord thy God: Exodus 20:8-9:
8: The Manner of Baptism and the Need for Worthiness:  (the way Baptism it is to be done) “And again by way of commandment unto the church concerning the manner of Baptism-All those who humble themselves before God and  desire to be baptised and come forth with broken hearts and contrite spirits , and witness before the church that they have truly repented of all their sins, and are willing to take upon them the name of Jesus Christ, having a determination to serve him to the end…..shall be received by Baptism into His Church.” D&C 20:37 “Yea, come and go forth, and show unto your God that ye are willing to repent of your sins and enter into a covenant with him to keep his commandments, and witness it unto him this day by going into the waters of baptism…” Alma 7:15 Mormon 9:29: “See that ye are not baptized unworthily; see that ye partake not of the sacrament of Christ unworthily; but see that ye do all things in worthiness, and do it in the name of Jesus 
9: Be Humble-Have Humility-Lowliness of Heart: (Willing to listen-teachable) “Be thou humble and the Lord thy God shall lead thee by the hand D&C 112:10. “Or canst thou be humble and meek, and conduct thyself wisely before me? Yea, come unto me thy Saviour. D&C 19:41:  “…And if they will do this in all lowliness of heart, in meekness, and humility, and longsuffering, I the Lord give unto them a promise….” D&C 118:3 “And inasmuch as ye are humble and faithful and call upon my name, behold, I will give you the victory” D&C 104:82 “And inasmuch as you have humbled yourselves before me, the blessings of the Kingdom are yours.” D&C 61:37 “And inasmuch as they were humble they might be made strong, and blessed from on high, and receive knowledge from time to time.” D&C 1:28 “And no one can assist in this work except he shall be humble and full of love….”. D&C 12:8
10: Prayer: “And a commandment I give unto them; that he that observeth not his prayers before the Lord in the season thereof, let him be had in remembrance before the judge of my people” D&C 68:33: “I give unto you a commandment that ye shall continue in prayer and fasting from this time forth.” D&C 88:76 “And I command thee that thou shalt pray vocally as well as in thy heart….” 19:28 Therefore let the church take heed and pray always lest they fall into temptation.”  20:33 “Ask and it shall be given unto you, seek and ye shall fine, knock and it shall be opened unto you. For every one that asketh receiveth…….” See 3 Nephi 14: 7-11 “Pray always that ye may not faint until I come…” D&C 88:126  “But ye are commanded in all things to ask of God, who giveth liberally; and that which the Spirit testifies unto you even so I would that ye should do in all holiness of heart, walking uprightly before me, considering the end of your salvation, doing all things with prayer and thanksgiving, that ye may not be seduced by evil spirits, or doctrines of devils, or the commandments of men; for some are of men, and others of devils.” Thy vows (sacred commitment-dedication-sacred feelings) shall be offered up in righteousness on all days and at all times D&C 59:11 
11 Thou shalt Not Kill: “Behold, I speak unto the church. Thou shalt not kill; and he that kills shall not have forgiveness in this world, nor in the world to come, And again I say thou shalt not kill; but he that killeth shall die D&C 42:18-19 “Thou shalt not Kill nor do anything like unto it” D&C 59:6 “And it shall come to pass that if any persons among you shall kill they shall be delivered up and dealt with according to the laws of the land; for remember that he hath no forgiveness; and it shall be proved according to the laws of the land.”  D&C 42:79
12: Thou shalt not Steal and he that stealeth and will not repent shall be cast out. D&C 42:20 “Thou shalt not take thy brother’s garment; thou shalt pay for that which thou shalt receive of thy brother.” D&C 42:54 “And if a man or woman shall rob, he or she shall be delivered up unto the law of the land. And if he or she shall steal, he or she shall be delivered up unto the law of the land.” D&C 42: 84-85 “Thou shalt not steal” D&C 59:6
13: Thou shalt not Lie to Deceive: “he that lieth and will not repent shall be cast out” D&C 42:21 “And if he or she shall lie, he or she shall be delivered up unto the law of the land. D&C 42:86 “These are they who are liars, and sorcerers, and adulterers, and whoremongers, and whosoever loves and makes a lie. These are they who suffer the wrath of God on earth. These are they who suffer the vengeance of eternal fire.” D&C 76: 103-105 “Verily, verily, I say unto you, wo be unto him that lieth to deceive because he supposeth that another lieth to deceive, for such are not exempt from the justice of God.” D&C 10:28 “And see that there is no iniquity in the church, neither hardness with each other, neither lying, backbiting, nor evil speaking” D&C 20:54 
14 Thou shalt not commit Adultery: “Neither commit adultery” D&C 59:6 “Thou shalt not commit adultery; and he that committeth adultery, and repenteth not, shall be cast out. But he that has committed adultery and repents with all his heart, and forsaketh it, and doeth it no more, thou shalt forgive; But if he doeth it again, he shall not be forgiven, but shall be cast out.” D&C 42:24-26 “And again, I command thee that thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s wife…” D&C 19:25 “There were among you adulterers and adulteresses; some of whom have turned away from you, and others remain with you that hereafter shall be revealed. Let such beware and repent speedily, lest judgment shall come upon them as a snare, and their folly shall be made manifest, and their works shall follow them in the eyes of the people.” D&C 63: 14-15 “But I say unto you that whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery already in his heart. But I give unto you a commandment that ye suffer none of these things to enter into your heart.” 3 Nephi 12: 28-29
15: Eternal Marriage is a New and Everlasting Covenant: “For marriage is ordained of God unto man. Wherefore it is lawful that he should have one wife, and they twain shall be one flesh, and all this that the earth might answer the end of its creation…..” D&C 49:15-16 “For behold, I reveal unto you a new and an everlasting covenant; and if ye abide not that covenant, then are ye damned; for no one can reject this covenant and be permitted to enter into my glory.” D&C 132:4 “All covenants, contracts, bonds, obligations, oaths, vows, performances, connections, associations, or expectations, that are not made and entered into and sealed by the Holy Spirit of promise, of him who is anointed, both as well for time and for all eternity…..” D&C 132:7 “Therefore, if a man marry him a wife in the world, and he marry her not by me nor by my word, and he covenant with her so long as he is in the world and she with him, their covenant and marriage are not of force when they are dead, and when they are out of the world…….. Therefore, when they are out of the world they neither marry nor are given in marriage……” D&C 132:15-16  “And again, verily I say unto you, if a man marry a wife by my word, which is my law, and by the new and everlasting covenant, and it is sealed unto them by the Holy Spirit of promise, by him who is anointed, unto whom I have appointed this power and the keys of this priesthood; and it shall be said unto them—Ye shall come forth in the first resurrection; and if it be after the first resurrection, in the next resurrection; and shall inherit thrones, kingdoms, principalities, and powers, dominions, all heights and depths…… which glory shall be a fullness and a continuation of the seeds for ever and ever. Then shall they be gods, because they have no end; therefore shall they be from everlasting to everlasting, because they continue; then shall they be above all, because all things are subject unto them…… Verily, verily, I say unto you, except ye abide my law ye cannot attain to this glory. D&C 132:19-21 
16: Thou shalt not be Idle: for he that is idle shall not eat the bread nor wear the garments of the laborer D&C 42:42”Cease to be idle.” D&C 88:124 “And the idler shall not have place in the church, except he repent and mend his ways.” D&C 75:29 “Now, I, the Lord, am not well pleased with the inhabitants of Zion, for there are idlers among them…..” D&C 68:31 “Keep slothfulness and uncleanness far from you.” D&C 90:18 “Wo unto you poor men, whose hearts are not broken, whose spirits are not contrite, and whose bellies are not satisfied, and whose hands are not stayed from laying hold upon other men’s goods, whose eyes are full of greediness, and who will not labour with your own hands!” D&C 56:17 
17: Care for Poor, Needy, Sick and Afflicted: “And remember in all things the poor and the needy, the sick and the afflicted for he that doeth not these things, the same is not my disciple.” D&C 52:40 “And they shall look to the poor and the needy, and administer to their relief that they shall not suffer….” D&C 38:35 “Wo unto you rich men that will not give your substance to the poor, for your riches will canker your souls…..” D&C 56:16 “Behold I say unto you, that ye must visit the poor and the needy and administer to their relief that they may be kept until all things may be done according to my law which ye have received.” D&C 44:6: “And the storehouse shall be kept by the consecrations of the church; and widows and orphans shall be provided for, as also the poor.” D&C 83:6 
18: Cease to be Covetous D&C 88:123: “And again I command thee ‘Thou shalt not covet …. Thy neighbour’s wife; nor seek thy neighbour’s life; and again I command thee thou shalt not covet thine own property but impart it freely to …..” D&C 19:25-26 “Seek ye; and keep all your pledges one with another; and covet not that which is thy brother’s.” D&C 136:20 “Therefore inasmuch as some of my servants have not kept the commandment, but have broken the covenant through covetousness, and with feigned words, I have cursed them….” D&C 104:4: 
19: Cleanliness “Let all things be done in cleanliness before me” D&C 42:41: “Cease to be unclean” D&C 88:124 “And go ye out from among the wicked. Save yourselves. Be ye clean that bear the vessels of the Lord” D&C 38:42 “Go ye out of Babylon. Be ye clean that bear the vessels of the Lord.” D&C 133:5 “become clean from the blood and sins of this generation.” See the study on “Cleanliness of Body Mind and Spirit.”
 20: “Let no man Break the Laws of the Land, for he that keepeth the Laws of God hath no need to break the laws of the land. Wherefore be subject to the powers that be, until He reigns whose right it is to reign….” D&C 58:21-22 The Church to be organized according to the Laws of Man: “…That ye shall obtain power to organize your yourselves according to the Laws of man; that your enemies may not have power over you; that you may be preserved in all things; that you may be enabled to keep my laws…..” D&C 44:4-5 “And thus all things shall be made sure, according to the laws of the land.” D&C 51:6 
21: Forgiveness: “Wherefore, I say unto you, that ye ought to forgive one another; for he that forgiveth not his brother his trespasses standeth condemned before the Lord; for their remaineth in him the greater sin….But of you it is required to forgive all men. D&C 64:9-10 “Verily, verily, I say unto you, my servants that inasmuch as you have forgiven one another your trespasses, even so I, the Lord, forgive you.” D&C 82:1 “And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors……. But, if ye forgive men their trespasses your Heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if ye forgive not men their trespasses neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.” 3 Nephi 13:11, 14-15 “Then came Peter to him, and said, Lord, how oft shall my brother sin against me, and I forgive him? Till seven times?  Jesus saith unto him, I say not unto thee, until seven times; but, until seventy times seven.” Matthew 18:21-22
22: Try to Reconcile Offences: “And if thy brother or sister offend thee, thou shalt take him or her between him or her and thee alone; and if he or she confess thou shalt be reconciled. And if he or she confess not thou shalt deliver him or her up unto the church, not to the members, but to the elders. And it shall be done in a meeting and that not before the world. And if thy brother or sister offend many, he or she shall be chastened before many. And if thy brother or sister offend many, he or she shall be chastened before many. And if any one offend openly, he or she shall be rebuked openly, that he or she may be ashamed. And if he or she confess not, he or she shall be delivered up unto the law of God. If any shall offend in secret, he or she shall be rebuked in secret, that he or she may have opportunity to confess in secret to him or her whom he or she has offended, and to God, that the church may not speak reproachfully of him or her. And thus shall ye conduct in all things.” D&C 42: 88-93  “But I say unto you, that whosoever is angry with his brother shall be in danger of his judgment. …Therefore if ye shall come unto me, or shall desire to come unto me (through the sacrament), and rememberest that thy brother hath aught against thee-Go thy way unto thy brother and first be reconciled to thy brother, and then come unto me with full purpose of heart and I will receive you.” 3 Nephi 12:22-24
23: Do not take the Lord’s Name in Vain: “Wherefore, let all men beware how they take my name in their lips—For behold, verily I say, that many there be who are under this condemnation, who use the name of the Lord, and use it in vain, having not authority…… remember that that which cometh from above is sacred and must be spoken with care, and by constraint of the Spirit; and in this there is no condemnation, and ye receive the Spirit through prayer…..” D&C 63: 60-62, 64 “Keep yourselves from evil to take the name of the Lord in vain, for I am the Lord your God.” D&C 136: “Hearken and hear, O ye my people, saith the Lord and your God, ye whom I delight to bless with the greatest of all blessings, ye that hear me; and ye that hear me not will I curse, that have professed my name, with the heaviest of all cursings.” ” D&C 41:1 “Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain.” Exodus 20:7 See 3 Nephi 12: 34-37 
24: Be Diligent in all things-Not Slothful: “And again, verily I say unto you, that every man who is obliged to provide for his own family, let him provide, and he shall in nowise lose his crown; and let him labor in the church. Let every man be diligent in all things. And the idler shall not have place in the church, except he repent and mend his ways.” D&C 75:28-29 “Wherefore, now let every man learn his duty, and to act in the office into which he is appointed in all diligence. He that is slothful shall not be counted worthy to stand and he that learns not his duty and shows himself not approved shall not be counted worthy to stand. D&C 107:99-100: “Do not run faster or labour more than you have strength and means provided to enable you to….but be diligent unto the end.” D&C 10:4 “And they shall also be crowned with blessings from above, yea, and with commandments not a few, and with revelations in their time—they that are faithful and diligent before me.” D&C 59:4 “All victory and glory is brought to pass unto you through your diligence, faithfulness, and prayers of faith.” D&C 103:36 “And while they were at variance one with another they became very slothful, and they hearkened not unto the commandments of their lord.” D&C 101:50:

26: Hearken, Listen to the Words of Jesus Christ: “Learn of Me and listen to my Words: D&C 19:23; “Hearken and listen to the voice of Him who is from eternity to all eternity, the Great I Am, even Jesus Christ-The Light and Life of the world…” D&C 39:1-2 “And I now give unto you a commandment to beware concerning yourselves, to give diligent heed (learn and obey) to the words of Eternal Life.  D&C 84:43 “Hearken ye to these words, Behold, I am Jesus Christ, the Saviour of the world. Treasure these things up in your hearts, and let the solemnities of eternity rest upon your minds.” D&C 43:34 “Verily verily, I say unto you who now hear my words, which are my voice, blessed are ye inasmuch as you receive these things.”  D&C 84:60 “Hearken, O ye people of my Church, to whom the Kingdom has been given; hearken ye and give ear to Him who laid the foundations of the earth, who made the Heavens and all the hosts thereof, and by whom all things were made which live, and move, and have a being. And again I say, hearken unto my voice, lest death shall overtake you; in an hour when ye think not, the summer shall be past, and the harvest ended, and your souls not saved. 27: Obey the Ordinances: Baptism-Sacrament-Priesthood-Temple
“And again, I will give unto you a pattern in all things, that ye may not be deceived; for Satan is abroad in the land, and he goeth forth deceiving the nations-wherefore he that prayeth, whose spirit is contrite (repentant), the same is accepted of me if he obey mine ordinances. He that speaketh whose spirit is contrite; whose language is meek and edifieth, the same is of God if he obey mine ordinances.” D&C 52:14-16 “We believe that through the Atonement of Christ, all mankind may be saved, by obedience to the laws and ordinances of the Gospel.” Articles of Faith 3:  “For they have strayed from mine ordinances, and broken mine everlasting covenant.” D&C 1:15 “Therefore in the ordinances thereof, the power of Godliness is manifest.” D&C 84:20 “And this shall be our covenant-that we will walk in all the ordinances of the Lord.” D&C 136:4
28: Be Temperate in all things: (moderation) “No one can assist in this work except ….being temperate in all things” D&C 12:8  “Remember….Patience…Temperance:” D&C 4:6 “Be patient, be sober, be temperate” D&C 6:19: “……and I would that ye would be diligent and temperate in all things.” D&C 38:10 “And beside this…..add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge; And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness….” 2 Peter 1:5-6 
29: Be Patient and Longsuffering: “Be patient, be sober, be temperate” D&C 6:19; “Remember….Patience…Temperance” D&C 4:6 “The decisions of these quorums, or either of them, are to be made in all righteousness, in holiness, and lowliness of heart, meekness and long-suffering, and in faith, and virtue, and knowledge, temperance, patience, godliness, brotherly kindness and charity.” D&C 107:30 “Be patient until you shall accomplish it...” D&C 11:19 “Be Patient in afflictions” D&C 24:8 “Be patient in tribulation until I come” D&C 54:10 “Ye are not able to abide the presence of God now, neither the ministering of angels; wherefore, continue in patience until ye are perfected.” D&C 67:13 “No power or influence can or ought to be maintained by virtue of the priesthood, only by persuasion, by long-suffering, by gentleness and meekness, and by love unfeigned….” D&C 121:41 
30: Obtain Knowledge through Study: “It is impossible to be saved in ignorance.” D&C 131:6 “Search these commandments, for they are true and faithful, and the prophecies and promises which are in them shall all be fulfilled. D&C 1:37 “Seek not to declare my word, but first seek to obtain my word, and then shall your tongue be loosed; then, if you desire, you shall have my Spirit and my word, yea, the power of God unto the convincing of men. 70: The Sick to be Nourished and Administered To: “And whosoever among you are sick, and have not faith to be healed, but believe, shall be nourished with all tenderness, with herbs and mild food, and that not by the hand of an enemy. And the elders of the church, two or more, shall be called, and shall pray for and lay their hands upon them in my name; and if they die they shall die unto me, and if they live they shall live unto me.” D&C 42: 43-44: “And again, it shall come to pass that he that hath faith in me to be healed and is not appointed unto death, shall be healed. He who hath faith to see shall see. He who hath faith to hear shall hear. The lame who hath faith to leap shall leap. And they who have not faith to do these things, but believe in me, have power to become my sons; and inasmuch as they break not my laws thou shalt bear their infirmities.” D&C 42: 48-52 “Require not miracles except I shall command you except casting out devils, healing the sick……And these things ye shall not do except it be required of you by them who desire it” D&C 24:13-14

72: The Saints are to Gather on a Temporary Basis before the Final Gathering: “Talk not of judgments, neither boast of faith nor of mighty works, but carefully gather together, as much in one region as can be, consistently with the feelings of the people and behold, I will give unto you favour and grace in their eyes, that you may rest in peace and safety.” D&C 105:24-26 “Listen to the voice of Jesus Christ, your Redeemer, the Great I am, whose arm of mercy hath atoned for your sins; who will gather His people even as a hen gathereth her under her wings, even as many as will hearken to my voice and humble themselves before me, and call upon me in mighty prayer.” D&C 29:1-2: “And ye are called to bring to pass the gathering of mine elect; for mine elect hear my voice and harden not their hearts” D&C 29:7.
73: The Church to be Strengthened and Prepared for the Final Gathering: “And I will establish a church by your hand; and you shall strengthen them and prepare them against the time when they shall be gathered” D&C 31:7-8 “Wherefore the decree hath gone forth from the father that they shall be gathered in unto one place upon the face of the land, to prepare their hearts and be prepared in all things against the day when tribulation and desolation are sent forth upon the wicked.” D&C 29:8 “Verily, thus saith the Lord, I say unto you, if those who call themselves by my name and are essaying to be my saints, if they will do my will and keep my commandments concerning them, let them gather themselves together unto the places which I shall appoint unto them by my servant Joseph, and build up cities unto my name, that they may be prepared for that which is in store for a time to come.” D&C 125:2.
74: Purchase of the Land of Zion: “For behold, verily I say unto you the Lord willeth that the disciples and the children of men should open their hearts even to purchase this whole region of country, as soon as time will permit. Behold here is wisdom. Let them do this lest they receive none inheritance save it be by the shedding of blood.” D&C 58:52-53 “….But let all things be prepared before you. 75: The Law of Consecration is to be lived after Purchase of the Land:       see the study “The United Order of Zion” “For it is my will that these lands should be purchased; and after they are purchased that my saints should possess them according to the Laws of Consecration which I have given.” D&C 105:29. “And let those commandments which I have given concerning Zion and Her law, be executed and fulfilled, after her Redemption.” D&C 105:34 “And Zion cannot be built up unless it is by the principles of the Law of the Celestial Kingdom; otherwise I cannot receive her unto myself. D&C 105:5 see the study “The United Order of Zion” “It is contrary to the will and commandment of God that those who receive not their inheritance by consecration, agreeable to his Law, which He has given, that He may Tithe His people, to prepare them against the day of vengeance and burning, should have their names enrolled with the people of God.” D&C 85:3.
76: The Land of Missouri is the Appointed Place for the Final Gathering of the Saints: “Hearken, O ye elders of my church, saith the Lord your God, who have assembled yourselves together, according to my commandments, in this land, which is the land of Missouri, which is the land which I have appointed and consecrated for the gathering of the saints. Wherefore, this is the Land of Promise, and the place for the City of Zion. And thus saith the Lord your God, if you will receive wisdom here is wisdom. Behold, the place which is now called Independence is the centre place.” D&C 57:1-3 “And thus, even as I have said, if ye are faithful ye shall assemble yourselves together to rejoice upon the land of Missouri, which is the land of your inheritance, which is now the land of your enemies.” D&C 52:42 “And behold there is none other place appointed than that which I have appointed; neither shall there be any other place appointed than that which I have appointed, for the work of the gathering of my Saints.” D&C 101:20 

77: Go out of Babylon-Prepare to meet the Saviour: “And go ye out from among the wicked, Save yourselves….” D&C 38:42 “Wherefore, prepare ye, prepare ye, O my people; sanctify yourselves; gather ye together, O ye people of my church, upon the land of Zion, all you that have not been commanded to tarry. Go ye out from Babylon.
