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Introduction

The commandments are given so God’s children know how to behave before their Father in Heaven. They are given as step by step process towards obtaining Eternal Life. 
This scriptural study comprises a list of the basic commandments of God given in the Holy Scriptures. It can serve as a useful review of the commandments and as a quick reminder of  what needs to be observed to gain the approbation of the Heavens. 

Each commandment is part of the New and Everlasting Covenant or the fulness of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. The observance of each commandment is required to be justified before God.

When commandments are given to individuals the Lord often makes them applicable to all:
D&C 61:36: “And now, verily I say unto you, and what I say unto one I say unto all, be of good cheer, little children; for I am in your midst, and I have not forsaken you” 

Obedience to the Commandments of God shows the depth of a person’s Faith.

God sent His Son Jesus Christ to Redeem His children through the merciful Atonement that they might have Immortality and Eternal Life. There they may enjoy Eternal Glory in the Celestial Kingdom and be added upon with unlimited opportunities and blessings. The commandments are part of the enabling power to achieve these goals.

God has given a Law to all things: 

D&C 88:42 “And again, verily I say unto you, he hath given a Law unto all things, by which they move in their times and their seasons”
In the words of the primary song:
Keep the commandments; keep the commandments! 
In this there is safety; in this there is peace.

He will send blessings,
He will send blessings.

Words of a prophet:

Keep the commandments. In this there is safety and peace.
Keep the Commandments

D&C 98:11: “And I give unto you a commandment that ye shall forsake all evil and cleave unto all good, that ye shall live by every word which proceedeth forth out of the mouth of God.”
Matthew 7:21, 24 (See 3 Nephi 14:21, 24) “Not everyone that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the Kingdom of Heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in Heaven…. Therefore whosoever heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise man, which built his house upon a rock:”
John 14:21, 23-24: “He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me; and He that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love Him and will manifest myself to Him……If a man love me, he will keep my words: and My Father will love Him, and we will come unto Him, and make our abode with Him. He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the word which ye hear is not mine, but the Father’s which sent me.”
I John 2:3-5: “And hereby we do know that we know Him, if we keep His commandments. He that saith, I know Him, and keepeth not His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in Him. But whoso keepeth His word in him verily is the Love of God perfected: herby know we that we are of Him” 
James 2:10-11; 17-20: “For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all. For he that said, do not commit adultery, said also, Do not kill. Now if thou commit no adultery, yet if thou kill, thou art become a transgressor of the law. Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone. Yea, a man may say, thou hast faith, and I have works: shew me thy faith without thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works. Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble. But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead?”

3 Nephi 15:1: “And now it came to pass that when Jesus had ended these sayings He cast His eyes round about on the multitude, and said unto them: Behold, ye have heard the things which I taught before I ascended to my Father; therefore, whoso remembereth these sayings of mine and doeth them, him will I raise up at the last day. 
3 Nephi 15:9-10: “Behold, I am the Law, and the Light. Look unto me, and endure to the end, and ye shall live; for unto him that endureth to the end will I give Eternal Life. Behold, I have given unto you the commandments; therefore keep my commandments. And this is the Law and the prophets, for they truly testified of me. 
D&C 14:7: “If you keep my commandments and endure to the end you shall have eternal life, which gift is the greatest of all the gifts of God”

D&C 20:77: “……and witness unto thee, O God, the Eternal Father, that they are willing to take upon them the name of thy Son, and always remember him and keep His commandments which he has given them; that they may always have his Spirit to be with them. Amen.
D&C 42:5: “He that receiveth my Law and doeth it, the same is my disciple; and he that saith he receiveth it and doeth it not, the same is not my disciple, and shall be cast out from among you.”

D&C 42:29 “If thou lovest me thou shalt serve me and keep all my commandments.”
D&C 84:43-45: ““And I now give unto you a commandment to beware concerning yourselves, to give diligent heed to the words of eternal life. For you shall live by every word that proceedeth forth from the mouth of God; for the Word of the Lord is Truth, and whatsoever is Truth is Light…” 
D&C 98:11: “And I give unto you a commandment that ye shall forsake all evil and cleave unto all good, that ye shall live by every word which proceedeth forth out of the mouth of God.”
D&C 103:5-8: “But verily I say unto you I have decreed a decree which my people shall realize, inasmuch as they hearken from this very hour unto the counsel which I, the Lord their God, shall give unto them. Behold they shall, for I have decreed it, begin to prevail against mine enemies from this very hour. And by hearkening to observe all the words which I the Lord their God, shall speak unto them, they shall never cease to prevail until the kingdoms of the world are subdued under my feet….But inasmuch as they keep not my commandments, and hearken not to observe all my words, the kingdoms of the world shall prevail against them.” 
The First and Second Great Commandments
Matthew 22:36-40: “Master which is the great commandment in the law? Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the First and great commandment. And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. On these commandments hang all the law and the prophets” 

Luke 10: 27: “And he answering said, ‘Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy strength, and with all thy mind; and thy neighbour as thyself.”

Ephesians 3:17-19: “That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love, May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height; And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God.”
Deuteronomy 6:4-5: “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God [is] one Lord: And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.” 
D&C 59:5-6: “Wherefore, I give unto them a commandment, saying thus: ‘Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, with all thy might, mind, and strength; and in the name of Jesus Christ thou shalt serve him. Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.” 

D&C 20;19: “And gave unto them commandments that they should Love and Serve Him, the only living and true God, and that He should be the only being whom they should worship.”
D&C 20:31: “And we know also that sanctification through the grace of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ is just and true to all those who love and serve God with all their might mind and strength.”
Matthew 7:12: “Therefore all things whatsoever ye would that men should do to you, do ye even so to them: for this is the law and the prophets” 

D&C 121:45: “Let thy bowels also be full of charity toward all men, and to the household of faith”

Matthew 25:33-40: “And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left. Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world: For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in: Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me. Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, and fed [thee]? or thirsty, and gave [thee] drink? When saw we thee a stranger, and took [thee] in? or naked, and clothed [thee]? Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee? And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you,’ Inasmuch as ye have done [it] unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done [it] unto me.” 
The Love of God and Fellowman is Charity-Pure Love of Christ

Moroni 7:46-48: “Wherefore, my beloved brethren, if ye have not charity, ye are nothing, for charity never faileth. Wherefore, cleave unto charity, which is the greatest of all, for all things must fail-- But charity is the pure love of Christ, and it endureth forever; and whoso is found possessed of it at the last day, it shall be well with him. Wherefore, my beloved brethren, pray unto the Father with all the energy of heart that ye may be filled with this love, which he hath bestowed upon all who are true followers of his Son, Jesus Christ.” 
1 Corinthians 13:1-3: “Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, and have not charity, I am become [as] sounding brass, or a tinkling cymbal. And though I have [the gift of] prophecy, and understand all mysteries, and all knowledge; and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, and have not charity, I am nothing. And though I bestow all my goods to feed [the poor], and though I give my body to be burned, and have not charity, it profiteth me nothing.” 

1 Corinthians 13:13: “And now abideth faith, hope, charity, these three; but the greatest of these is charity.”

1 Timothy 1:5: “Now the end of the commandment is charity out of a pure heart, and of a good conscience, and of faith unfeigned.”
2 Nephi 26:30: “….Wherefore, the Lord God hath given a commandment that all men should have charity, which charity is love. And except they should have charity they were nothing. Wherefore, if they should have charity they would not suffer the laborer in Zion to perish.”
Charity Brings Peace
D&C 88:125: “And above all things clothe yourselves with the bond of charity, as with a mantle, which is the bond of perfectness and peace.” 
Colossians 3:14-15: “And above all these things [put on] charity, which is the bond of perfectness. And let the peace of God rule in your hearts…….
The Attributes of Charity

I Corinthians 13:4-7 (see the whole chapter): “Charity suffereth long, [and] is kind; charity envieth not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, Doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not easily provoked, thinketh no evil; Rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth; Beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth all things.” 

Moroni 7:43-45: “And again, behold I say unto you that he cannot have faith and hope, save he shall be meek, and lowly of heart. If so, his faith and hope is vain, for none is acceptable before God, save the meek and lowly in heart; and if a man be meek and lowly in heart, and confesses by the power of the Holy Ghost that Jesus is the Christ, he must needs have charity; for if he have not charity he is nothing; wherefore he must needs have charity. 
And charity suffereth long, and is kind, and envieth not, and is not puffed up, seeketh not her own, is not easily provoked, thinketh no evil, and rejoiceth not in iniquity but rejoiceth in the truth, beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth all things. 
The Prophet Joseph Smith always exemplified the pure love of Christ. Many asked why he gained so many followers and retained them. His answer: “It is because I possess the principle of love.”     DHC History of the Church, 5:498.

2 Nephi 26:1: “And after Christ shall have risen from the dead he shall show Himself unto you, my children, and my beloved brethren; and the words which He shall speak unto you shall be the law which ye shall do.”

“Ye have heard that it hath been said, ‘Thou shalt love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy. But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you; That ye may be the children of your Father which is in Heaven: for He maketh His sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust. For if ye love them which love you, what reward have ye? do not even the publicans the same? And if ye salute your brethren only, what do ye more [than others]? do not even the publicans so?”

“Verily, verily, I say that I would that ye should do alms unto the poor; but take heed that ye do not your alms before men to be seen of them; otherwise ye have no reward of your Father who is in heaven Therefore when thou doest [thine] alms, do not sound a trumpet before thee, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that they may have glory of men. Verily I say unto you, they have their reward. But when thou doest alms, let not thy left hand know what thy right hand doeth: That thine alms may be in secret: and thy Father which seeth in secret Himself shall reward thee openly. (First part is 3 Nephi v1)
Matthew 6:5-8, 3 Nephi 13:5-8

“And when thou prayest, thou shalt not be as the hypocrites [are]: for they love to pray standing in the synagogues and in the corners of the streets, that they may be seen of men. Verily I say unto you, they have their reward. But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly. But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen [do]: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking. Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask Him.” see v 9-15 for example of prayer 
Matthew 6:11
 “And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors” see 3 Nephi 13:11
Matthew 6:12
 “And lead (suffer) us not to led into temptation, but deliver us from evil”

“For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your Heavenly Father will also forgive you: But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.”

“Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and where thieves break through and steal: But lay up for yourselves treasures in Heaven, where neither moth nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through nor steal: For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.” 
Matthew 7:33: “But seek ye first the Kingdom of God, and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added unto you.”

“Judge not, (unrighteously) that ye be not judged (but judge righteous judgment). Or how wilt thou say to thy brother, Let me pull out the mote out of thine eye; and behold, a beam [is] in thine own eye?  Thou hypocrite, first cast out the beam out of thine own eye; and then shalt thou see clearly to cast out the mote out of thy brother's eye.

Basic Commandments in the Doctrine and Covenants

See the Individual Studies connected to the following commandments (not complete)
D&C 4:6-7: “Remember faith, virtue, knowledge, temperance, patience, brotherly kindness, godliness, charity, humility, diligence. Ask, and ye shall receive; knock, and it shall be opened unto you. Amen.”

D&C 42:27: “Thou shalt not speak evil of thy neighbor nor do him any harm”

D&C 42:41: “Let all things be done in cleanliness before me” (Note Clean of Mind, body and speech” 

D&C 42:42:“Thou shalt not be idle; for he that is idle shall not eat the bread nor wear the garments of the laborer” 

D&C 42: 88-90 “And if thy brother or sister offend thee, thou shalt take him or her between him or her and thee alone; and if he or she confess thou shalt be reconciled. And if he or she confess not thou shalt deliver him or her up unto the church, not to the members, but to the elders. And it shall be done in a meeting and that not before the world. And if thy brother or sister offend many, he or she shall be chastened before many. (Additional see v 91-93)

D&C 42:28-29: Thou knowest my laws concerning these things are given in my scriptures; he that sinneth and repenteth not shall be cast out. If thou lovest me thou shalt serve me and keep all my commandments.”

D&C 52:15-16: “Wherefore he that prayeth whose spirit is contrite, the same is accepted of me if he obey mine ordinances. He that speaketh, whose spirit is contrite, whose language is meek and edifieth the same is of God if he obey mine ordinances.”
D&C 58:21-22: “Let no man break the laws of the land, for he that keepeth the Laws of God hath no need to break the laws of the land. Wherefore be subject to the powers that be until He reigns whose right it is to reign…”

D&C 58:27-28: “Verily I say, men should be anxiously engaged in a good cause, and do many things of their own free will, and bring to pass much righteousness; for the power is in them, wherefore they are agents unto themselves…”

Wherefore, I give unto them a commandment, saying thus:
D&C 59:5: “Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, with all thy might, mind, and strength; and in the name of Jesus Christ thou shalt serve him” 

D&C 59:6: “Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself” 

D&C 59:6: Thou shalt not steal. 
D&C 59:6: Neither commit adultery.
D&C 59:6: Nor kill, nor do anything like unto it.

D&C 59:7: “Thou shalt thank the Lord thy God in all things.”

D&C 59:8: “Thou shalt offer a sacrifice unto the Lord thy God in righteousness, even that of a broken heart and a contrite spirit.”

D&C 59:9: “Thou shalt go to the house of prayer and offer up thy sacraments upon my holy day.” See D&C 59: 9-13

D&C 59:11: “Thy vows shall be offered up in righteousness on all days and at all times.”

D&C 59:15: “And inasmuch as ye do these things with thanksgiving, with cheerful hearts and countenances, not with much laughter.”

D&C 59:21-23: “And in nothing doth man offend God, or against none is His wrath kindled, save those who confess not his hand in all things, and obey not his commandments.
Behold, this is according to the law and the prophets; wherefore, trouble me no more concerning this matter. But learn that he who doeth the works of righteousness shall receive his reward, even peace in this world, and eternal life in the world to come.”

D&C 64:8-11: “My disciples, in days of old, sought occasion against one another and forgave not one another in their hearts; and for this evil they were afflicted and sorely chastened. Wherefore, I say unto you, that ye ought to forgive one another; for he that forgiveth not his brother his trespasses standeth condemned before the Lord; for their remaineth in him the greater sin. I, the Lord, will forgive whom I will forgive, but of you it is required to forgive all men. And ye ought to say in your hearts—let God judge between me and thee, and reward thee according to thy deeds.”

D&C 64:27: “Behold, it is said in my laws, or forbidden, to get in debt to thine enemies.”       
(See D&C 19:35: “Pay the debt thou hast contracted…. Release thyself from bondage.”)  

D&C 68:33: “And a commandment I give unto them; that he that observeth not his prayers before the Lord in the season thereof, let him be had in remembrance before the judge of my people” 
D&C 63: 60-63: “Behold, I am Alpha and Omega, even Jesus Christ. Wherefore, let all men beware how they take my name in their lips—For behold, verily I say, that many there be who are under this condemnation, who use the name of the Lord, and use it in vain, having  not authority. Wherefore, let the church repent of their sins, and I, the Lord, will own them; otherwise they shall be cut off.”

D&C 75:29: “Let every man be diligent in all things. And the idler shall not have place in the church, except he repent and mend his ways.”

D&C 78:22: “And he that is a faithful and wise steward shall inherit all things.” 

D&C 84:43: “And I now give unto you a commandment to beware concerning yourselves, to give diligent heed to the words of eternal life” (Hearken, Listen, Search, Obtain and increase knowledge of God and His ways) 

D&C 105:41: “Therefore, be faithful; and behold, and lo, I am with you even unto the end.” 
The Ten Commandments

The Ten Commandments given to ancient Israel also form part of the Covenant of modern Israel. They are a vital foundation to other higher commandments. Obedience to the Ten Commandments will bring blessings.

The Ten Commandments are eternal gospel principles that are necessary for our exaltation. The Lord revealed them to Moses in ancient times (see Exodus 20:1–17), (Deuteronomy 5;6-21) and they are also referenced in whole or in part in other books of scripture (see Matthew 19:18–19; Romans 13:9; Mosiah 12:33–36; 13:13–24; D&C 42:18–29; 59:5–13; 63:61–62). 
The Ten Commandments are a vital part of the gospel. Obedience to these commandments paves the way for obedience to other gospel principles.”

The following review of the Ten Commandments includes brief explanations of how they continue to apply in our lives today:

 1. “Thou shalt have no other gods before me” (Exodus 20:3). We should do “all things with an eye single to the glory of God” (D&C 82:19). We should love and serve the Lord with all our heart, might, mind, and strength (see Deuteronomy 6:5; D&C 59:5).

 2. “Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image” (Exodus 20:4). 
In this commandment, the Lord condemns the worship of idols. Idolatry may take many forms. Some people do not bow before graven images or statues but instead replace the living God with other idols, such as money, material possessions, ideas, or prestige. In their lives, “their treasure is their god”—a god that “shall perish with them” (2 Nephi 9:30).
3. “Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain” Exodus 20:7 D&C 63:60-64                

4. “Remember the Sabbath Day, to keep it holy” (Exodus 20:8).
5. “Honour thy father and thy mother” (Exodus 20:12). 

6. “Thou shalt not kill” (Exodus 20:13). 

7. “Thou shalt not commit adultery” (Exodus 20:14).
 

8. “Thou shalt not steal” (Exodus 20:15). 
9. “Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbour” (Exodus 20:16). 
10. “Thou shalt not covet” (Exodus 20:17). 
Jesus Christ endorsed the Ten Commandments as the basic law for His disciples to keep.  

Matthew 19:16-19: “And, behold, one came and said unto him, Good Master, what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal life? And he said unto him…if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments. He saith unto him, which? Jesus said, Thou shalt do no murder, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Honour thy father and thy mother: and Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.”
The Ten Commandments were reiterated by Paul to his Roman converts 
Romans 13:8-10: “Owe no man anything, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law. For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if [there be] any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love [is] the fulfilling of the law.”

See D&C sections 42 and 59 for a reiteration of the Ten Commandments in this dispensation. They are listed in ‘Basic Commandments in the Doctrine and Covenants’
The Book of Mormon gives emphasis to the Ten Commandments

2 Nephi 26:32: “And again, the Lord God hath commanded that men should not murder; that they should not lie; that they should not steal; that they should not take the name of the Lord their God in vain; that they should not envy; that they should not have malice; that they should not contend one with another; that they should not commit whoredoms; and that they should do none of these things; for whoso doeth them shall perish.”

Abinadi in the Book of Mormon taught clearly that the Ten Commandments were essential for  salvation: see Mosiah 12: 33-36; 13:13-25
“And it came to pass that after Abinadi had made an end of these sayings that he said unto them: Have ye taught this people that they should observe to do all these things for to keep these commandments?”
Teachings of Paul the Apostle
The Teachings of Paul- Church News 3 Nov 2007 Viewpoint- Quotes from Elder Delbert L. Stapley Ensign Nov 1976) Adapted

“The Apostle Paul taught of patterning lives after Jesus Christ to gain the greatest happiness in this life and exaltation in the life to come. He delivered messages of faith, repentance and baptism, bore witness to the divine mission of the Savior, strengthened testimonies defined doctrine and reinforced the teachings of the Christian church.


He instructed the saints in everyday living. Many of his teachings are as applicable today as they were nearly 2,000 years ago when he sent epistles to the Romans, Hebrews, Galatians, Ephesians, Corinthians, Colossians, Philippians and Thessalonians, and to Timothy, Titus and Philemon.” 
Elder Stapley continues: “Other important teachings included: 
“Prove all things; hold fast that which is good. Abstain from all appearance of evil.” (1 Thess. 5:21–22.) 
 “Remember the poor.” (Gal. 2:10) 

“Give; not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.” (2 Cor. 9:7.) 

“Bear ye one another’s burdens.” (Gal. 6:2.) 

“Let us do good unto all men.” (Gal. 6:10.) 

“Let brotherly love continue.” (Heb. 13:1) 

“And be ye kind one to another, tender-hearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ’s sake hath forgiven you.” (Eph. 4:32.) 

“Let your conversation be without covetousness; and be content with such things as ye have.” (Heb. 13:5.) 

“Quench not the Spirit. “Despise not prophesying.” (1 Thess. 5:19–20.) 

“Let us not therefore judge one another any more: but judge this rather, that no man put a stumblingblock or an occasion to fall in his brother’s way.” (Rom. 14:13.) 

“Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you.” (Eph. 4:31.) 

“Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might.” (Eph. 6:10.) 

“And … put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.” (Eph. 4:24.) 

“Be perfect, be of good comfort, be of one mind, live in peace; and the God of love and peace shall be with you.” (2 Cor. 13:11.) 

The dangers of riches were pointed out, and Paul stressed the necessity of their being put to proper usage. Wisely he reminded: 

“For we brought nothing into this world, and it is certain we can carry nothing out. For the love of money is the root of all evil: which while some coveted after, they have erred from the faith, and pierced themselves through with many sorrows.” (1 Tim. 6:7, 10) 

“Charge them that are rich in this world, that they be not high-minded, nor trust in uncertain riches, but in the living God, who giveth us richly all things to enjoy; That they do good, that they be rich in good works.” (1 Tim. 6:17–18) 

Paul also pronounced these significant warnings: 

“Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?” 
(2 Cor. 6:14) 

 “This know also that in the last days perilous times shall come. For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good, Traitors, heady, high-minded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God; Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: …  Ever learning and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.” (2 Tim. 3:1–5, 7) 

The ungodliness of which Paul warned is present in our world today, and becoming increasingly prevalent. But just as he gave us warning, he also gave us guidance, and counseled: 

“Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, …  having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness; And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God: Praying always.” (Eph. 6:13–18.) 

 “Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things.” (Philip. 4:8.) 

Paul impressively taught the importance of patterning our lives after the Lord Jesus Christ, striving constantly toward perfection. The writings of the apostle Paul can give answers, direction, and strength, just as they aided the saints in the early church. If we prayerfully ponder not only the words of Paul, but all the scriptures now available to us, our lives can be strengthened and enriched. END of Article

Romans 2:7: “To them who by patient continuance in well doing seek for glory and honour and immortality, eternal life.”
Romans 12:9-18: Let love be without dissimulation.(sincere-without pretence) Abhor that which is evil; cleave to that which is good. Be kindly affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in honour preferring one another; Not slothful in business; fervent in spirit; serving the Lord; Rejoicing in hope; patient in tribulation; continuing instant in prayer; Distributing to the necessity of saints; given to hospitality. Bless them which persecute you: bless, and curse not. Rejoice with them that do rejoice, and weep with them that weep. Be of the same mind one toward another. Mind not high things, but condescend to men of low estate. Be not wise in your own conceit. Recompense to no man evil for evil. Provide things honest in the sight of all men. If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live peaceably with all men.”
Romans 15:1: “We then that are strong ought to bear the infirmities of the weak, and not to please ourselves.”
I Corinthians 1:10: “Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment.”
1 Corinthians 15:58: “Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye steadfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in the Lord.”
2 Corinthians 9: 6-7: “But this I say, He which soweth sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and he which soweth bountifully shall reap also bountifully. Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.”
Galatians 5:14: “For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this; Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.”
Galatians 5:22-23: “But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, temperance: against such there is no law.”

Galatians 6:9-10: “And let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not. As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good unto all men, especially unto them who are of the household of faith.”

Colossians 1:10-12: “That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the knowledge of God; strengthened with all might, according to his glorious power, unto all patience and longsuffering with joyfulness; Giving

Colossians 3:12-16: “Put on therefore, as the elect of God….mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering;  one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye. And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfectness. And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to the which also ye are called in one body; and be ye thankful. Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom….”

1 Thessalonians 4:9: “But as touching brotherly love ye need not that I write unto you: for ye yourselves are taught of God to love one another.”

1 Thessalonians 5:21-22: 21 “Prove all things; hold fast that which is good. Abstain from all appearance of evil.”

2 Thessalonians 3:5-6: 5 And the Lord direct your hearts into the love of God, and into the patient waiting for Christ. Now we command you, brethren, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye withdraw yourselves from every brother that walketh disorderly, and not after the tradition which he received of us.”

1 Timothy 6:6: “But godliness with contentment is great gain.”
1 Timothy 6:10-12: “For the love of money is the root of all evil: which while some coveted after, they have erred from the faith, and pierced themselves through with many sorrows. But thou, O man of God, flee these things; and follow after righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, meekness. Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life.”

2 Timothy 1:7-8: “For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind. Be not thou therefore ashamed of the testimony of our Lord.”
Hebrews 13:5: “Let your conversation be without covetousness; and be content with such things as ye have.”

And now, O man, remember, and perish not.”
Mosiah 5:5: “And we are willing to enter into a covenant with our God to do his will, and to be obedient to his commandments in all things that he shall command us, all the remainder of our days, that we may not bring upon ourselves a never-ending torment, as has been spoken by the angel, that we may not drink out of the cup of the wrath of God.”
Mosiah 5:15: “Therefore, I would that ye should be steadfast and immovable, always abounding in good works, that Christ, the Lord God Omnipotent, may seal you his, that you may be brought to heaven, that ye may have everlasting salvation and eternal life, through the wisdom, and power, and justice, and mercy of him who created all things, in heaven and in earth, who is God above all. Amen.”

2 Nephi 24:5: “And I will come near to you to judgment; and I will be a swift witness against the sorcerers, and against the adulterers, and against false swearers, and against those that oppress the hireling in his wages, the widow and the fatherless, and that turn aside the stranger, and fear not me, saith the Lord of hosts.” 
3 Nephi 21:19-22: “And it shall come to pass that all lyings, and deceivings, and envyings, and strifes, and priestcrafts, and whoredoms, shall be done away. For it shall come to pass, saith the Father, that at that day whosoever will not repent and come unto my Beloved Son, them will I cut off from among my people, O house of Israel; And I will execute vengeance and fury upon them, even as upon the heathen, such as they have not heard.
