The Righteous Indignation of God
Introduction

This study is about the righteous indignation of a just and loving God who chastens his children who are wayward. It is controlled anger towards the rebellious and wicked.

It is the putting right of an injustice. It is correcting a wrong. 
Society punishes and corrects its wayward citizens who transgress the just law of the land which is established to protect the rights of its citizens. 
Likewise the creator of this earth has established a divine law which provides stability and progress for His children. The divine law also provides protection and peace when observed. The Law of God or plan of salvation is full of light and truth. When God’s children disobey and obscure His Law they dwell in darkness and wickedness. When the wicked threaten to destroy that which is right  God will in His righteous indignation step in and punish them. 
When God’s children threaten each other through violence, gangs, secret combinations, theft, perversions and all other aspects of wickedness contrary to law and commandments of God there becomes no choice but to apply judgement and appropriate punishment. Not to do so would be unjust to His righteous children. A father has the right to protect His innocent children from those who would offend them.  
The Lord will first send his faithful servants to preach repentance to His wayward children. He is longsuffering and patient. However when the fulness of iniquity is reached and repentance is not forthcoming, then the wrath of God is sent forth.

Note on the Lord’s Anger 
The Lord’s anger or righteous indignation should not be confused with a loss of temper. This anger is an expression of His Divine disapproval, His displeasure at actions which jeopardize an individual’s eternal progression. His wrath or anger is only brought forth after much longsuffering, forbearance, provocation, and warning. Indeed the Lord is slow to anger. In contrast temper is a sudden outburst of anger that is often uncontrollable.

Jesus Cleansing the Temple

Matthew 21:12-13: “And Jesus went into the Temple of God, and cast out all them that sold and bought in the temple, and overthrew the tables of the moneychangers, and the seats of them that sold doves, And said unto them, ‘It is written, My house shall be called the house of prayer; but ye have made it a den of thieves.’ 
Jesus Condemns the Jewish Leaders for Hypocrisy

Jesus condemned the Jewish leaders who treated the Law of Moses lightly and looked beyond the mark (Jacob 4:14). 

Matthew 15:6-9: “ …..Thus have ye made the commandment of God of none effect by your tradition. Ye hypocrites, well did Esaias prophesy of you, saying, This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with their lips; but their heart is far from me. But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.”

Jesus condemned the hypocrisy of the scribes and pharisees. They should have been proclaiming the law of Moses instead of replacing it with their own ideas. Their authority and power had gone to their head. They were no longer humble servants of God
Matthew 23:11-12: “But he that is greatest among you shall be your servant. And whosoever shall exalt himself shall be abased; and he that shall humble himself shall be exalted.”

In righteous indignation the Saviour of mankind condemned their wickedness in no uncertain terms. See Matthew 23:13-39 (extracts only) 

Matthew 23: (13-15) “But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye shut up the kingdom of heaven against men: for ye neither go in yourselves, neither suffer ye them that are entering to go in. Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For ye devour widows’ houses, and for a pretence make long prayer: therefore ye shall receive the greater damnation. Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye compass sea and land to make one proselyte, and when he is made, ye make him twofold more the child of hell than yourselves.”

(23-25): “Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone. Ye blind guides, which strain at a gnat, and swallow a camel. Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and excess.

(26-28) “Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that the outside of them may be clean also. Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men’s bones, and of all uncleanness. Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity.”
(33, 38) “Ye serpents, ye generation of vipers, how can ye escape the damnation of hell?... Behold, your house is left unto you desolate.”
Jesus Looked upon the pharisees with anger (Righteous indignation) because of their hardness of heart

Mark 3:3-6: “And he saith unto the man which had the withered hand, ‘Stand forth.’ And he saith unto them, ‘Is it lawful to do good on the sabbath days, or to do evil? to save life, or to kill? But they held their peace.’ And when he had looked round about on them with anger being grieved for the hardness of their hearts, he saith unto the man, ‘Stretch forth thine hand.’ And he stretched it out: and his hand was restored whole as the other. And the Pharisees went forth, and straightway took counsel with the Herodians against him, how they might destroy him.”
The Warning of Repentance sent before the Indignation of God
The Lord first warns his children that they are ripening in wickedness before He sends forth His righteous indignation or judgements upon them 
D&C 1:13-14: “And the anger of the Lord is kindled, and his sword is bathed in heaven, and it shall fall upon the inhabitants of the earth. And the Arm of the Lord shall be revealed; and the day cometh that they who will not hear the voice of the Lord, neither the voice of his servants, neither give heed to the words of the prophets and apostles, shall be cut off from among the people.”

D&C 5:19-20: “For a desolating scourge shall go forth among the inhabitants of the earth, and shall continue to be poured out from time to time, if they repent not, until the earth is empty and the inhabitants thereof are consumed away and utterly destroyed by the brightness of My coming. Behold, I tell you these things, even as I also told the people of the destruction of Jerusalem; and my words shall be verified at this time as it hath hitherto been verified.”

D&C 18:6: “Behold the world is ripening in iniquity; and it must needs be that the children of men are stirred up unto repentance, both the Gentiles and also the House of Israel.”
D&C 43:20-22: “Lift up your voices and spare not. Call upon the nations to repent, both old and young, both bond and free, saying: ‘Prepare yourselves for the Great Day of the Lord. For if I, who am a man, do lift up my voice and call upon you to repent, and ye hate me, what will ye say when the day cometh when the thunders shall utter their voices from the ends of the earth, speaking to the ears of all that live, saying--Repent, and prepare for the Great Day of the Lord?’ Yea, and again, when the lightnings shall streak forth from the east unto the west, and shall utter forth their voices unto all that live, and make the ears of all tingle that hear, saying these words—Repent ye, for the great day of the Lord is come?”
D&C 43:25-26: “How oft have I called upon you by the mouth of my servants, and by the ministering of angels, and by mine own voice, and by the voice of thunderings, and by the voice of lightnings, and by the voice of tempests, and by the voice of earthquakes, and great hailstorms, and by the voice of famines and pestilences of every kind, and by the great sound of a trump, and by the voice of judgment, and by the voice of mercy all the day long, and by the voice of glory and honor and the riches of eternal life, and would have saved you with an everlasting salvation, but ye would not! Behold, the day has come, when the cup of the wrath of mine indignation is full.”
D&C 61:31: “And in that place they shall lift up their voices unto God against that people, yea, unto him whose anger is kindled against their wickedness, a people who are            well-nigh ripened for destruction.”

D&C 88:88: “Go forth among the Gentiles for the last time, as many as the mouth of the Lord shall name, to bind up the law and seal up the testimony, and to prepare the saints for the hour of judgment which is to come; that their souls may escape the wrath of God, the desolation of abomination which awaits the wicked….for not many days the earth shall tremble and reel to and fro as a drunken man…..and after your testimony cometh the wrath and indignation upon the people. For after your testimony cometh the testimony of earthquakes…...etc” 
Mosiah 11:20-22: “Go forth, and say unto this people, thus saith the Lord--Wo be unto this people, for I have seen their abominations, and their wickedness, and their whoredoms; and except they repent I will visit them in mine anger. And except they repent and turn to the Lord their God, behold, I will deliver them into the hands of their enemies; yea, and they shall be brought into bondage; and they shall be afflicted by the hand of their enemies. And it shall come to pass that they shall know that I am the Lord their God, and am a jealous God, visiting the iniquities of my people.”
3 Nephi 20:20: “And it shall come to pass, saith the father that the sword of my justice shall hang over them at that day; and except they repent it shall fall upon them, saith the Father, yea, even upon all the nations of the Gentiles”

3 Nephi 21:14-21: “Yea, wo be unto the Gentiles except they repent; for it shall come to pass in that day, saith the Father, that I will cut off thy horses out of the midst of thee, and I will destroy thy chariots. And I will cut off the cities of thy land and throw down all thy strongholds. And I will cut off witchcrafts out of thy land, and thou shalt have no more soothsayers; Thy graven images I will also cut off, and thy standing images out of the midst of thee, and thou shalt no more worship the works of thy hand. And I will pluck up thy groves out of the midst of thee; so will I destroy thy cities. 
And it shall come to pass that all lyings, and deceivings, and envyings, and strife’s, and priestcrafts, and whoredoms, shall be done away. For it shall come to pass, saith the Father, that at that day whosoever will not repent and come unto my Beloved Son, them will I cut off from among my people, O house of Israel; And I will execute vengeance and fury upon them, even as upon the heathen, such as they have not heard.” (See also Micah 5: 8-15) 
The Indignation of God comes because of Wickedness
2 Nephi 27:1-2: “But, behold, in the last days, or in the days of the Gentiles-yea, behold all the nations of the Gentiles and also the Jews, both those who shall come upon this land and those who shall be upon other lands, yea, even upon all the lands of the earth, behold, they will be drunken with iniquity and all manner of abominations. And when that day shall come they shall be visited of the Lord of Hosts, with thunder and with earthquake, and with a great noise, and with storm, and with tempest, and with the flame of devouring fire.” 
Alma 45:16: “And he said: ‘Thus saith the Lord God--cursed shall be the land, yea, this land, unto every nation, kindred, tongue, and people, unto destruction, which do wickedly, when they are fully ripe; and as I have said so shall it be; for this is the cursing and the blessing of God upon the land, for the Lord cannot look upon sin with the least degree of allowance.”

D&C 29:9: “For the hour is nigh and the day soon at hand when the earth is ripe; and all the proud and they that do wickedly shall be as stubble; and I will burn them up, saith the Lord of Hosts, that wickedness shall not be upon the earth” 

D&C 84:96-97: “For I, the Almighty, have laid my hands upon the nations, to scourge them for their wickedness. And plagues shall go forth, and they shall not be taken from the earth until I have completed my work, which shall be cut short in righteousness.”
D&C 112:23-24: “Verily, verily, I say unto you, darkness covereth the earth, and gross darkness the minds of the people, and all flesh has become corrupt before my face. Behold, vengeance cometh speedily upon the inhabitants of the earth, a day of wrath, a day of burning, a day of desolation, of weeping of mourning, and of lamentation; and as a whirlwind it shall come upon all the face of the earth, saith the Lord.”

3 Nephi 9:2: “Wo, Wo, Wo, unto this people; Wo unto the inhabitants of the whole earth except they shall repent; for the devil laugheth, and his angels rejoice, because of the slain of the fair sons and daughters of my people; and it is because of their iniquity and abominations that they are fallen.” 
3 Nephi 16:10: “And thus commanded the Father that I should say unto you: ‘At that day when the Gentiles shall sin against my gospel, and shall reject the fullness of my gospel, and shall be lifted up in the pride of their hearts above all nations, and above all the people of the whole earth, and shall be filled with all manner of lyings, and of deceits, and of mischief’s, and all manner of hypocrisy, and murders, and priestcrafts, and whoredoms, and of secret abominations; and if they shall do all those things, and shall reject the fullness of my gospel, behold, saith the Father, I will bring the fullness of my gospel from among them.” 
3 Nephi 21:17-21: Thy graven images I will also cut off, and thy standing images out of the midst of thee, and thou shalt no more worship the works of thy hand. And I will pluck up thy groves out of the midst of thee; so will I destroy thy cities. And it shall come to pass that all lyings, and deceivings, and envyings, and strife’s, and priestcrafts, and whoredoms, shall be done away. For it shall come to pass, saith the Father, that at that day whosoever will not repent and come unto my Beloved Son, them will I cut off from among my people, O house of Israel; And I will execute vengeance and fury upon them, even as upon the heathen, such as they have not heard.” See v 14-17; and Micah 5: 8-15,
Isaiah 13:9-13: Behold, the Day of the Lord cometh, cruel both with wrath and fierce anger, to lay the land desolate: and he shall destroy the sinners thereof out of it. For the stars of heaven and the constellations thereof shall not give their light: the sun shall be darkened in his going forth, and the moon shall not cause her light to shine. 

And I will punish the world for their evil, and the wicked for their iniquity; and I will cause the arrogancy of the proud to cease, and will lay low the haughtiness of the terrible. I will make a man more precious than fine gold, even a man than the golden wedge of Ophir. Therefore, I will shake the heavens, and the earth shall remove out of her place, in the wrath of the Lord of Hosts, and in the day of His fierce anger.” 
Isaiah 24:5-6: “The earth also is defiled under the inhabitants thereof; because they have transgressed the laws, changed the ordinance, broken the everlasting covenant. Therefore, hath the curse devoured the earth, and they that dwell therein are desolate: therefore the inhabitants of the earth are burned, and few men left.” 
The Fullness of Iniquity brings forth the Indignation of God
There comes a time when the wickedness of man becomes so great that the ‘fullness of iniquity’ spoken of in the scriptures is reached. The fulness of iniquity brings forth the judgements and wrath of God. This is justified because God’s children will not repent and their abominations cannot be overlooked. The world becomes an unfit place for Heavenly Father to send His Spirit children, because of the all-encompassing wickedness. His children do not have a reasonable chance to be reared in a beneficial environment. 
D&C 29:17: “And it shall come to pass, because of the wickedness of the world, that I will take vengeance upon the wicked, for they will not repent; for the cup of mine indignation is full; for behold, my blood shall not cleanse them if they hear me not.”  

D&C 43:26: “Behold, the day has come, when the cup of the wrath of mine indignation is full.” 
D&C 101:10-11: “I have sworn, and the decree hath gone forth by a former commandment which I have given unto you, that I would let fall the sword of mine indignation in behalf of my people; and even as I have said, it shall come to pass. Mine indignation is soon to be poured out without measure upon all nations; and this will I do when the cup of their iniquity is full.”

D&C 103:3: “For I have suffered them thus far, that they might fill up the measure of their iniquities, that their cup might be full.”
2 Nephi 28:16: “For the day shall come that the Lord God will speedily visit the inhabitants of the earth; and in that day that they are fully ripe in iniquity they shall perish.” 
Alma 37:28: “For behold, there is a curse upon all this land, that destruction shall come upon all those workers of darkness, according to the power of God, when they are fully ripe; therefore I desire that this people might not be destroyed.”

Ether 2:8-9: “And he had sworn in his wrath unto the brother of Jared, that whoso should possess this land of promise, from that time henceforth and forever, should serve him, the true and only God, or they should be swept off when the fulness of his wrath should come upon them. And now, we can behold the decrees of God concerning this land, that it is a land of promise; and whatsoever nation shall possess it shall serve God, or they shall be swept off when the fulness of his wrath shall come upon them………. And the fulness of his wrath cometh upon them when they are ripened in iniquity.”
Why the Indignation of God brought forth the Flood
Consider the conditions that existed prior to the flood that brought forth the Indignation of God
Moses 6:27-28: “And my fierce anger is kindled against them; for their hearts have waxed hard, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes cannot see afar off…… have they gone astray, and have denied me, and have sought their own counsels in the dark; and in their own abominations have they devised murder, and have not kept the commandments, which I gave unto their father, Adam.” 
Moses 7:24-26: “And behold, the power of Satan was upon all the face of the earth, and he (Enoch) saw angels descending out of heaven; and he heard a loud voice saying: wo wo be unto the inhabitants of the earth. And he beheld Satan; and he had a great chain in his hand; and it veiled the whole face of the earth with darkness; and he looked up and laughed, and his angels rejoiced.” 
Moses 7:33-34: “And unto thy brethren have I said, and also given commandment, that they should love one another, and that they should choose me, their Father; but behold, they are without affection, and they hate their own blood; And the fire of mine indignation is kindled against them; and in my hot displeasure will I send in the floods upon them, for my fierce anger is kindled against them.”

Moses 8:22: “And God saw that the wickedness of men had become great in the earth; and every man was lifted up in the imagination of the thoughts of his heart, being only evil continually” 
Moses 8:28, 30: “The earth was corrupt before God, and it was filled with violence…. and God said unto Noah; the end of all flesh is come before me, for the earth is filled with violence, and behold I will destroy all flesh from off the earth” (see Genesis 6:5, 11-13)
Why the Indignation of God brought forth Destruction on the American Continent prior to the Appearance of Jesus Christ
3 Nephi 6:14-16: “And thus there became a great inequality in all the land, insomuch that the church began to be broken up; yea, insomuch that in the thirtieth year the church was broken up in all the land save it were among a few of the Lamanites who were converted unto the true faith; and they would not depart from it, for they were firm, and steadfast, and immovable, willing with all diligence to keep the commandments of the Lord.

Now the cause of this iniquity of the people was this—Satan had great power, unto the stirring up of the people to do all manner of iniquity, and to the puffing them up with pride, tempting them to seek for power, and authority, and riches, and the vain things of the world. And thus Satan did lead away the hearts of the people to do all manner of iniquity; therefore they had enjoyed peace but a few years.”
The call to repentance

3 Nephi 6:20: “And there began to be men inspired from heaven and sent forth, standing among the people in all the land, preaching and testifying boldly of the sins and iniquities of the people, and testifying unto them concerning the redemption which the Lord would make for his people, or in other words, the resurrection of Christ; and they did testify boldly of his death and sufferings.”
3 Nephi 6:23: “Now there were many of those who testified of the things pertaining to Christ who testified boldly, who were taken and put to death secretly by the judges, that the knowledge of their death came not unto the governor of the land until after their death.”
The destructions by the indignation of God follow wickedness and a lack of repentance
3 Nephi 8:5-14: “And it came to pass in the thirty and fourth year, in the first month, on the fourth day of the month, there arose a great storm, such an one as never had been known in all the land. And there was also a great and terrible tempest; and there was terrible thunder, insomuch that it did shake the whole earth as if it was about to divide asunder. And there were exceedingly sharp lightnings, such as never had been known in all the land.
And the city of Zarahemla did take fire. And the city of Moroni did sink into the depths of the sea, and the inhabitants thereof were drowned. And the earth was carried up upon the city of Moronihah, that in the place of the city there became a great mountain. And there was a great and terrible destruction in the land southward. But behold, there was a more great and terrible destruction in the land northward; for behold, the whole face of the land was changed, because of the tempest and the whirlwinds, and the thunderings and the lightnings, and the exceedingly great quaking of the whole earth.
And the highways were broken up, and the level roads were spoiled, and many smooth places became rough. And many great and notable cities were sunk, and many were burned, and many were shaken till the buildings thereof had fallen to the earth, and the inhabitants thereof were slain, and the places were left desolate.”
3 Nephi 8:24: “And in one place they were heard to cry, saying: O that we had repented before this great and terrible day, and then would our brethren have been spared, and they would not have been burned in that great city Zarahemla.”
The voice of God explains why these destructions occurred

3 Nephi 9:1-4: “And it came to pass that there was a voice heard among all the inhabitants of the earth, upon all the face of this land, crying: Wo, wo, wo unto this people; wo unto the inhabitants of the whole earth except they shall repent; for the devil laugheth, and his angels rejoice, because of the slain of the fair sons and daughters of my people; and it is because of their iniquity and abominations that they are fallen! Behold, that great city Zarahemla have I burned with fire, and the inhabitants thereof. And behold, that great city Moroni have I caused to be sunk in the depths of the sea, and the inhabitants thereof to be drowned.( Continues to v 11)
The more righteous were spared the destruction

3 Nephi 9:12-13: “And many great destructions have I caused to come upon this land, and upon this people, because of their wickedness and their abominations. O all ye that are spared because ye were more righteous than they, will ye not now return unto me, and repent of your sins, and be converted, that I may heal you?”
3 Nephi 10:12-13: “And it was the more righteous part of the people who were saved, and it was they who received the prophets and stoned them not; and it was they who had not shed the blood of the saints, who were spared—And they were spared and were not sunk and buried up in the earth; and they were not drowned in the depths of the sea; and they were not burned by fire, neither were they fallen upon and crushed to death; and they were not carried away in the whirlwind; neither were they overpowered by the vapor of smoke and of darkness.”
The Indignation and Wrath of God in the Last Days

See the study Prophetic Warnings of the Destructions in the Last Days
D&C 97:22-25: “For behold, and lo, vengeance cometh speedily upon the ungodly as the whirlwind; and who shall escape it? The Lord’s scourge shall pass over by night and by day, and the report thereof shall vex all people; yea, it shall not be stayed until the Lord come; for the indignation of the Lord is kindled against their abominations and all their wicked works. Nevertheless, Zion shall escape if she observe to do all things whatsoever I have commanded her.” 

D&C 87:6: “And thus, with the sword and by bloodshed the inhabitants of the earth shall mourn and with famine, and plague, and earthquake, and the thunder of heaven, and the fierce and vivid lightning also, shall the inhabitants of the earth be made to feel the wrath, and indignation, and chastening hand of an Almighty God, until the consumption decreed hath made a full end of all nations.” 
D&C 64:23: “For after today cometh the burning…. for verily I say tomorrow all the proud and they that do wickedly shall be as stubble; and I will burn them up. For I am the Lord of Hosts; and I will not spare any that remain in Babylon.” 
D&C 63:2, 6: “Yea, verily, I say, hear the word of Him whose anger is kindled against the wicked and rebellious…. Wherefore, verily I say, let the wicked take heed, and let the rebellious fear and tremble; and let the unbelieving hold their lips, for the day of wrath shall come upon them as a whirlwind, and all flesh shall know that I am God.” 

D&C 56:1: “Hearken, O ye people who profess my name, saith the Lord your God; for behold, mine anger is kindled against the rebellious, and they shall know mine Arm and mine indignation, in the day of visitation and of wrath upon the nations.”
D&C 43:29: “For in mine own due time will I come upon the earth in judgment, and my people shall be redeemed and shall reign with me on earth.”
There are also many prophecies in the Old Testament that testify of the indignation and wrath of God in the last days:
Isaiah 30:27-28, 30: “Behold, the name of the Lord cometh from far, burning with His anger and the burden thereof is heavy: His lips are full of indignation, and His tongue as a devouring fire: And His breath, as an overflowing stream, shall reach to the midst of the neck to sift the nations with the sieve of vanity: and there shall be a bridle in the jaws of the people, causing them to err. And the Lord shall cause His glorious voice to be heard, and shall shew the lighting down of His arm, with the indignation of His anger, and with the flame of a devouring fire, with scattering, and tempest and hailstones.”
Isaiah 34:1-2: “Come near, ye nations, to hear; and hearken, ye people: let the earth hear, and all that is therein; the world, and all things that come forth of it. For the indignation of the Lord is upon all nations, and his fury upon all their armies: He hath utterly destroyed them; He hath delivered them to the slaughter
Zephaniah 1:14-15: “The Great Day of the Lord is near, it is near, and hasteth greatly, even the voice of the day of the Lord; the mighty man shall cry there bitterly. That day is a day of wrath, a day of trouble and distress, a day of wasteness and desolation, a day of darkness and gloominess, a day of clouds and thick darkness.” 
Zephaniah 2:1-3: “Gather yourselves together, yea gather together; O nation not desired. Before the decree bring forth, before the day passes as the chaff, before the fierce anger of the Lord come upon you, before the Day of the Lord’s anger come upon you. Seek ye the Lord, all the meek of the earth, which have wrought His judgment; seek righteousness, seek meekness: it may be ye shall be hid in the day of the Lord’s anger.”
Zephaniah 3:8-9: “Therefore wait ye upon me, saith the Lord, until the day that I rise up to the prey: for my determination is to gather the nations, that I may assemble the kingdoms, to pour upon them mine indignation, even all my fierce anger: for all the earth shall be devoured with the fire of my jealousy. For then will I turn to the people a pure language, that they may all call upon the name of the Lord, to serve him with one consent.”

Nahum 1:5-6: “The mountains quake at him, and the hills melt, and the earth is burned at his presence, yea, the world, and all that dwell therein. Who can stand before his indignation? And who can abide in the fierceness of his anger? His fury is poured out like fire, and the rocks are thrown down by him

1 Nephi 14:14-15: “And it came to pass that I, Nephi, beheld the power of the Lamb of God, that it descended upon the saints of the church of the Lamb, and upon the covenant people of the Lord, who were scattered upon all the face of the earth; and they were armed with righteousness and with the power of God in great glory. And it came to pass that I beheld that the wrath of God was poured out upon that great and abominable church, insomuch that there were wars and rumours of wars among all the nations and kindreds of the earth.” (See v 12-13)

Additional Scriptures on the Indignation, Wrath, and Judgement of God
D&C 1:9: “Yea, verily, to seal them up unto the day when the wrath of God shall be poured out upon the wicked without measure.”

D&C 1:36: “And also the Lord shall have power over His saints, and shall reign in their midst, and shall come down in Judgment upon Idumea, or the world.” 
D&C 5:8: “Oh, this unbelieving and stiff-necked generation—mine anger is kindled against them.”

D&C 35:14: “And I will let fall the sword in their behalf, and by the fire of mine indignation will I preserve them.”

D&C 133:2-3: “The Lord who shall suddenly come to his temple; the Lord who shall come down upon the world with a curse to judgment; yea, upon all the nations that forget God, and upon all the ungodly among you. For he shall make bare his holy arm in the eyes of all the nations, and all the ends of the earth shall see the salvation of their God.”

1 Nephi 22:16: “For the time soon cometh that the fullness of the wrath of God shall be poured out upon all the children of men; for he will not suffer that the wicked shall destroy the righteous.” 

Deuteronomy: 29:24-28: “Even all nations shall say, ‘Wherefore hath the Lord done thus unto this land? what meaneth the heat of this great anger?’ Then men shall say, ‘Because they have forsaken the covenant of the Lord God of their fathers, which he made with them when he brought them forth out of the land of Egypt: For they went and served other gods, and worshipped them, gods whom they knew not, and whom he had not given unto them:

And the anger of the Lord was kindled against this land, to bring upon it all the curses that are written in this book: And the Lord rooted them out of their land in anger, and in wrath, and in great indignation, and cast them into another land, as it is this day.”
Ezekiel 22:31: “Therefore have I poured out mine indignation upon them; I have consumed them with the fire of my wrath: their own way have I are recompensed upon their heads, saith the Lord God.”
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
