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Introduction

At the Baptism of Jesus “there came a voice from heaven, saying, ‘Thou art my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.’” Mark 1:11 (See Matthew 3:17)
Again on the mount of transfiguration it is thus recorded: “While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and behold a voice out of the cloud, which said, ‘This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased; hear ye him.’” Matthew 17:5
When Jesus was troubled His Father spoke: “Now is my soul troubled; and what shall I say? Father, save me from this hour: but for this cause came I unto this hour. Father, glorify thy name. Then came there a voice from heaven, saying, ‘I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again.” John 12:27-28
The relationship of the Father to His dearly loved Son relates to their profound closeness in the Pre-Mortal World. Their the Son proved ever faithful to His Father in all things and was therefore chosen by His Father to be the Redeemer of mankind. 
During His earthly ministry Jesus spoke intimately of His relationship to His Father. It was always very personal and real. When Jesus spoke to His disciples He constantly referred to his Father whom He revered and loved. 
The following scripture is an example of this close relationship. 

D&C 93:3-5, 11, 16-17, 21: “And that I am in the Father, and the Father in me, and the Father and I are one—The Father because he gave me of his fulness, and the Son because I was in the world and made flesh my tabernacle, and dwelt among the sons of men. I was in the world and received of my Father, and the works of him were plainly manifest.
And I, John, bear record that I beheld His glory, as the glory of the Only Begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth, even the Spirit of truth, which came and dwelt in the flesh, and dwelt among us. 
And I, John, bear record that he received a fulness of the glory of the Father; and he received all power, both in heaven and on earth, and the glory of the Father was with him, for he dwelt in him….. And now, verily I say unto you, I was in the beginning with the Father, and am the Firstborn.” 
Jesus was in the bosom (heart) of His Father in the Pre-Mortal World:

D&C 76:25: “And this we saw also, and bear record, that an angel of God who was in authority in the presence of God, who rebelled against the Only Begotten Son whom the Father loved and who was in the bosom of the Father, was thrust down from the presence of God and the Son.”
The Saviour submitted to the will of His Father in all things. 

Jesus is the Only Begotten Son of the Father
Jesus is the Firstborn of Heavenly Father’s spirit children. 

Jesus has complete unity with His Father in all things. 

Even at the age of twelve Jesus said to his mother: “How is it that ye sought me “Wist ye not that I must be about My Father’s business.” Luke 2:49
He finished His mortal existence by stating: "Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit." Luke 23:46:
Jesus Came to do the Will of the Father Who Sent Him
John 4:34: “Jesus saith unto them, ‘my meat is to do the will of Him that sent me, and to finish His work.’” 

John 5:17-20: “But Jesus answered them, ‘My Father worketh hitherto, and I work. Therefore the Jews sought the more to kill Him, because he not only had broken the Sabbath, but said also that God was His Father, making himself equal with God. Then answered Jesus and said unto them, ‘Verily, verily, I say unto you, ‘The Son can do nothing of Himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever He doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.” 

John 5:30: “I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge and my judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father which hath sent me.” 
John 5:36: “But I have greater witness than [that] of John: for the works which the Father hath given me to finish, the same works that I do, bear witness of me, that the Father hath sent me.”
John 6:38-40: “For I came down from Heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of Him that sent me. And this is the Father's will which hath sent me, that of all which he hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the last day. And this is the will of Him that sent me, that everyone which seeth the Son, and believeth on Him, may have Everlasting Life: and I will raise him up at the last day. 
John 7:27-29: “Howbeit we know this man whence he is, but when Christ cometh, no man knoweth whence He is. Then cried Jesus in the temple as He taught, saying, ‘Ye both know me, and ye know whence I am, and I am not come of myself, but He that sent me is true, whom ye know not. But I know Him: for I am from Him, and He hath sent me.” 

John 8:42: “Jesus said unto them, ‘If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of myself, but He sent me.’” 
John 14:31: “But that the world may know that I love the Father; and as the Father gave me commandment, even so I do. Arise, let us go hence.”

John 15:10: “If ye keep my commandments, ye shall abide in my love; even as I have kept my Father's commandments, and abide in his love”
John 17:3: “And this is Life Eternal that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.” 
John 17:18: “As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent them into the world.” 
John 20:21: “Then said Jesus to them again, ‘Peace [be] unto you: as [my] Father hath sent me, even so send I you.”
Matthew 26:39, 42: “And He went a little further, and fell on His face, and prayed, saying, O My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou [wilt]….. He went away again the second time, and prayed, saying, O My Father, if this cup may not pass away from me, except I drink it, thy will be done.” 
Luke 22:42-43: “Saying, Father, if thou be willing, remove this cup from me: nevertheless not my will, but thine, be done. And there appeared an angel unto Him from heaven, strengthening Him.” 
D&C 19:1-2: “I am Alpha and Omega, Christ the Lord; yea, even I am He, the Beginning and the End, the Redeemer of the world. I, having accomplished and finished the will of Him whose I am, even the Father, concerning me--having done this that I might subdue all things unto myself”

D&C 19:24: “I am Jesus Christ; I came by the will of the Father, and I do His will.” 

D&C 31:13: “Be faithful unto the end, and lo, I am with you. These words are not of man nor of men, but of me, even Jesus Christ, your Redeemer, by the will of the Father. Amen.”
President John Taylor said:
“The Son…. came not to earth to do His own will, but the will of His Father. The will of the Father appears to have been that the Son should suffer, for He himself prayed “O my Father if it be possible let this cup pass from me: nevertheless, not as I will, but as thou wilt.” Matt 26:39 Mediation and Atonement page 10
Jesus Speaks the Words of His Father

John 8:25-29: “Then said they unto Him, ‘Who art thou?’ And Jesus saith unto them, ‘Even [the same] that I said unto you from the beginning. I have many things to say and to judge of you: but He that sent me is true; and I speak to the world those things which I have heard of Him.
They understood not that He spake to them of the Father. Then said Jesus unto them, ‘When ye have lifted up the Son of Man, then shall ye know that I am [He], and [that] I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things. And He that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please Him.’”
John 12:49-50: “For I have not spoken of myself; but the Father which sent me, He gave me a commandment, what I should say, and what I should speak. And I know that His commandment is Life Everlasting: whatsoever I speak therefore, even as the Father said unto me, so I speak. 

John 14:10-11: “Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? The words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, He doeth the works. Believe me that I [am] in the Father, and the Father in me: or else believe me for the very works' sake.” 
John 15:15: “Henceforth I call you not servants; for the servant knoweth not what his Lord doeth: but I have called you friends; for all things that I have heard of my Father I have made known unto you”
John 17:7-8: “I have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gavest me out of the world: thine they were, and thou gavest them me; and they have kept thy word. Now they have known that all things whatsoever thou hast given me are of thee. For I have given unto them the words which thou gavest me; and they have received [them], and have known surely that I came out from thee, and they have believed that thou didst send me.” 
John 17:14: “I have given them thy word; and the world hath hated them, because they are not of the world, even as I am not of the world.” 
Luke 10:21: “All things are delivered to me of my Father: and no man knoweth who the Son is, but the Father; and who the Father is, but the Son, and [he] to whom the Son will reveal [him].” 

Jesus and His Father are United in Purpose
John 5:20-23: “For the Father loveth the Son, and sheweth Him all things that Himself doeth: and He will shew him greater works than these that ye may marvel. For as the Father raiseth up the dead, and quickeneth [them]; even so the Son quickeneth whom He will. For the Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment unto the Son. That all men should honour the Son even as they honour the Father. He that honoureth not the Son honoureth not the Father which hath sent Him.” 

John 5:26: “For as the Father hath life in himself; so hath He given to the Son to have life in Himself” 
John 10:17-18: “Therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay down my life, that I might take it again. No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of my Father.” 
John 14:21, 23: “He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him…..Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him.”
John 14:26: “But the Comforter, [which is] the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.”
John 15:23-24: “He that hateth me hateth my Father also. If I had not done among them the works which none other man did, they had not had sin: but now have they both seen and hated both me and my Father.” 
John 16:32: “Behold, the hour cometh, yea, is now come, that ye shall be scattered, every man to his own, and shall leave me alone: and yet I am not alone, because the Father is with me.”
John 17:21-23: “That they all may be one; as thou, Father, [art] in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me. And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one: I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me.” 
Jesus Came from the Father-He Returns to Live with Him 
John 16:15-16: “All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that He shall take of mine, and shall shew [it] unto you. A little while, and ye shall not see me: and again, a little while, and ye shall see me, because I go to the Father.”
John 16:27-28: “For the Father himself loveth you, because ye have loved me, and have believed that I came out from God. I came forth from the Father, and am come into the world: again, I leave the world, and go to the Father.”
John 17:24-26: “Father, I will that they also, whom thou hast given me, be with me where I am; that they may behold my glory, which thou hast given me: for thou lovedst me before the foundation of the world. O righteous Father, the world hath not known thee: but I have known thee, and these have known that thou hast sent me.” 
D&C 132:11-12, 28: “And will I appoint unto you, saith the Lord, except it be by law, even as I and my Father ordained unto you, before the world was? I am the Lord thy God; and I give unto you this commandment--that no man shall come unto the Father but by me or by my word, which is my law, saith the Lord…… (28)  I am the Lord thy God, and will give unto thee the law of my Holy Priesthood, as was ordained by me and my Father before the world was.” 
The Father puts His Authority upon His Son
Matthew 7:28-29: “And it came to pass, when Jesus had ended these sayings the people were astonished at His doctrine: For he taught them as [one] having authority and not as the scribes.” See Luke 4:32
John 3:34-35: “For he whom God hath sent speaketh the words of God: for God giveth not the Spirit by measure [unto him]. The Father loveth the Son, and hath given all things into His hand.”
John 5:43: “I am come in my Father's name, and ye receive me not: if another shall come in his own name, him ye will receive.” 
John 7:16-17: “Jesus answered them, and said, “My doctrine is not mine, but His that sent me. If any man will do His will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or [whether] I speak of myself.”
John 14:24: “He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the word which ye hear is not mine, but the Father's which sent me” 

Jesus came to Honour and Glorify His Father

Matthew 6:9-10, 13 Note the beginning and end of the prayer

“After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, as [it is] in heaven…For thine is the Kingdom and the Power, and the Glory forever. Amen”
John 7:18: “He that speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory: but he that seeketh His glory that sent him, the same is true, and no unrighteousness is in Him.”
John 8:49-50: “Jesus answered, I have not a devil; but I honour my Father and ye do dishonour me. And I seek not mine own glory” 
John 12:27-28: “Now is my soul troubled; and what shall I say? Father save me from this hour: but for this cause came I unto this hour. ‘Father glorify thy name. Then came there a voice from Heaven, [saying], ‘I have both glorified [it], and will glorify [it] again.’” 
John 17:1, 4-5: “These words spake Jesus, and lifted up His eyes to Heaven, and said, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that thy Son also may glorify thee: ….. I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work which thou gavest me to do. And now, O Father, glorify thou me with thine own self with the glory which I had with thee before the world was.” 
D&C 19:18-19: “Which suffering caused myself even God, the greatest of all, to tremble because of pain, and to bleed at every pore, and to suffer both body and spirit--and would that I might not drink the bitter cup, and shrink-- Nevertheless, Glory be to the Father, and I partook and finished my preparations unto the children of men.” 
D&C 45:4: “Saying: ‘Father, behold the sufferings and death of him who did no sin, in whom thou wast well pleased; behold the blood of thy Son which was shed, the blood of Him whom thou gavest that thyself might be glorified”
D&C 76:43: “Who glorifies the Father, and saves all the works of his hands, except those sons of perdition who deny the Son after the Father has revealed him.”

In the pre-mortal life Jesus was willing to give His Father the Honour

Moses 4:1-2: “And I, the Lord God, spake unto Moses, saying: ‘That Satan, whom thou hast commanded in the name of mine Only Begotten, is the same which was from the beginning, and he came before me, saying—Behold, here am I, send me, I will be thy son, and I will redeem all mankind, that one soul shall not be lost, and surely I will do it; wherefore give me thine honor.’ But behold, my Beloved Son, which was my Beloved and Chosen from the beginning, said unto me—'Father, thy will be done, and the Glory be thine forever.’”
Jesus Teaches His disciples to do the Will of the Father 
John 15:8: “Herein is my Father glorified, that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be my disciples.”
Matthew 6:9-10: “After this manner therefore pray ye: ‘Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as [it is] in Heaven.’” 

Matthew 7:21: “Not everyone that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the Kingdom of Heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in Heaven.”
Matthew 12:50: “For whosoever shall do the will of my Father which is in Heaven, the same is my brother, and sister, and mother.”

Luke 6:36: “Be ye therefore merciful, as your Father also is merciful.”
Jesus Acknowledges the Greatness of His Father

John 14:28: “Ye have heard how I said unto you, I go away, and come [again] unto you. If ye loved me, ye would rejoice, because I said, I go unto the Father: for my Father is greater than I.” 
He always showed subordination to His Father:
Matthew 19:16-17
“And behold, one came and said unto Him, ‘Good Master, what good thing shall I do, that I may have Eternal Life? And He said unto him, Why callest thou me good? [there is] none good but one, [that is], God: but if thou wilt enter into Life, keep the commandments.” 
The Father also recognizes the worth of His Son

2 Peter 2:17: “For he received from God the Father honour and glory, when there came such a voice to Him from the excellent glory, ‘This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased’.”
Jesus Now Sits on the Right Hand of His Father to Reign with Power

D&C 20:24: “And ascended into Heaven, to sit down on the right hand of the Father, to reign with Almighty Power according to the will of the Father”
D&C 49:5-6: “Thus saith the Lord; for I am God, and have sent mine Only Begotten Son into the world for the Redemption of the world, and have decreed that he that receiveth Him shall be saved, and he that receiveth Him not shall be damned-- And they have done unto the Son of Man even as they listed; and He has taken his power on the right hand of His glory, and now reigneth in the Heavens, and will reign till he descends on the earth to put all enemies under his feet, which time is nigh at hand.”
D&C 76:107-108: “When he shall deliver up the Kingdom, and present it unto the Father, spotless, saying: ‘I have overcome and have trodden the wine-press alone, even the wine-press of the fierceness of the wrath of Almighty God.’ Then shall He be crowned with the Crown of His Glory, to sit on the throne of His power to reign forever and ever.”
D&C 93:17: “And he received all power, both in heaven and on earth, and the glory of the Father was with Him, for he dwelt in Him.” 
Matthew 28:18: “And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, “All power is given unto me in Heaven and in earth.”
Acts 7:55: “But he, being full of the Holy Ghost, looked up steadfastly into heaven, and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing on the right hand of God.”
1 Peter 3:22: “Who is gone into Heaven, and is on the right hand of God; angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto Him.”
Revelations 3:21: “To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in His throne.”
Book of Mormon Scriptures on the Relationship of the Father and the Son
3 Nephi 9:15: “Behold, I am Jesus Christ the Son of God. I created the heavens and the earth, and all things that in them are. I was with the Father from the beginning. I am in the Father, and the Father in me; and in me hath the Father Glorified His name.” 
3 Nephi 11:7: “Behold my Beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased, in whom I have glorified my name--hear ye Him.” 
3 Nephi 11:10-11: “Behold, I am Jesus Christ, whom the prophets testified shall come into the world. And behold, I am the Light and the Life of the world; and I have drunk out of that bitter cup which the Father hath given me, and have glorified the Father in taking upon me the sins of the world, in the which I have suffered the will of the Father in all things from the beginning.” 
3 Nephi 11:27: “And after this manner shall ye baptize in my name; for behold, verily I say unto you, that the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost are one; and I am in the Father, and the Father in me, and the Father and I are one.”
3 Nephi 12:48 “Therefore I would that ye should be perfect even as I or your Father who is in Heaven is perfect.”

3 Nephi 15:14-16, 18-19, 24: “And not at any time hath the Father given me commandment that I should tell it unto your brethren at Jerusalem. Neither at any time hath the Father given me commandment that I should tell unto them concerning the other tribes of the house of Israel, whom the Father hath led away out of the land. This much did the Father command me that I should tell unto them…..therefore I was commanded to say no more of the Father concerning this thing unto them. But, verily, I say unto you that the Father hath commanded me, and I tell it unto you, that ye were separated from among them because of their iniquity. But behold, ye have both heard my voice, and seen me; and ye are my sheep, and ye are numbered among those whom the Father hath given me.
3 Nephi 19:20, 23: “Father, I thank thee that thou hast given the Holy Ghost unto these whom I have chosen; and it is because of their belief in me that I have chosen them out of the world. ….. And now Father, I pray unto thee for them, and also for all those who shall believe on their words, that they may believe in me, that I may be in them as thou, Father, art in me, that we may be one.” 
3 Nephi 19:29: “Father, I pray not for the world, but for those whom thou hast given me out of the world, because of their faith, that they may be purified in me, that I may be in them as thou, Father, art in me, that we may be one, that I may be glorified in them.” 
3 Nephi 20:10, 14: “Behold now I finish the commandment which the Father hath commanded me concerning this people, who are a remnant of the House of Israel……..And the Father hath commanded me that I should give unto you this land, for your inheritance.”
3 Nephi 20:20-21 Jesus speaks on behalf of His Father: “And it shall come to pass, saith the Father, that the sword of my justice shall hang over them at that day; and except they repent it shall fall upon them, saith the Father, yea, even upon all the nations of the Gentiles. And it shall come to pass that I will establish my people, O House of Israel.” 
3 Nephi 20:26: “The Father having raised me up unto you first, and sent me to bless you in turning away every one of you from his iniquities; and this because ye are the children of the covenant”
See the whole of the chapter of 3 Nephi 20 as an example of how Jesus speaks on behalf of His father. Also 3 Nephi 28:7-8, 10-11; 3 Nephi 27:9-10, 13-15; 17-19, 26, 28, 30

Mosiah 15:1-2, 7: “And now Abinadi said unto them: I would that ye should understand that God Himself shall come down among the children of men, and shall redeem His people. And because He dwelleth in flesh He shall be called the Son of God, and having subjected the flesh to the will of the Father, being the Father and the Son-- Yea, even so He shall be led, crucified, and slain, the flesh becoming subject even unto death, the will of the Son being swallowed up in the will of the Father.” 
Personal Note

“What was the Father doing when Jesus was at Gethsemane, when He was being brutally tortured at the trial, and was put on the cross at Golgotha? Could He bear to watch His Beloved Son in pain and anguish? Where was the Father? What was He doing? Was He doing His normal activity? Was He pacing up and down? Was He anxious, fearful, was there any doubt that His Son would accomplish the task ahead. 
Was the Father listening when His Son pleaded “If it be possible let this cup pass from me”

What did He feel when His Son said “O God why hast thou forsaken me “

Did He feel His Pain, His suffering, His mental torment and spiritual anguish?

Would not The Mighty God Eloheim feel all of these things? Was it not He who sent the Angel to strengthen Jesus at the critical moment. Would not Our Father’s heart be broken and heavy in sorrow as His Son’s heart was broken?
I ask again ‘Where was the father? What was He doing? What were His feelings?’
O God I thank Thee that thou so loved the world that thou gavest thine Only Begotten Son that I might believe and not perish (John 3:16) I thank Thee with all my heart.
John 3:16: “For God so loved the world, that he gave his Only Begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have Everlasting Life.” 
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
