Which Mormon Myths Do You Believe in Today

Myths: a widely held but false belief or idea.
President H B Lee stated concerning Idle Gossip: 

"I should like now to make reference to some of these. The first is the spread of rumor and gossip which, when once started, gains momentum as each telling becomes more fanciful, until unwittingly those who wish to dwell on the sensational repeat them in firesides, in classes, in Relief Society gatherings and priesthood quorum classes without first verifying the source before becoming a party to causing speculation and discussions that steal time away from the things that would be profitable and beneficial and enlightening to their souls.... "I would earnestly urge that no such idle gossip be spread abroad without making certain as to whether or not it is true....”

Personal Examples of Myths that I have heard
Elders Withdrawn

When I was a new member of the church in 1967 the elders who taught me said that by 1975 the Elders would be withdrawn from all nations.  

Gordon B. Hinckley’ a Hush will Fall
An experienced high priest in my home ward who has served as a Bishop twice repeated the following quote with great conviction in a testimony meeting:

“Those who lived in President Hinckley's time will be bowed to: “You were in the War in Heaven and one day when you are in the spirit world you will be enthralled with those who you are associated with. You will ask someone in which time period he lived in and you might hear, "I was with Moses when he parted the Red Sea," or "I helped build the pyramids," or "I fought with Captain Moroni." And as you are standing there in amazement, someone will turn to you and ask, "Which prophet time did you live in?" And when you say "Gordon B. Hinckley," a hush will fall over every hall, every corridor in heaven and all in attendance will bow at your presence. You were held back six thousand years because you were the most talented, most obedient, most courageous, and most righteous. Are you still? Remember who you are!”

In regard to the above myth On the 25 February 2008, the First Presidency sent out a letter to priesthood leaders:

“A statement has been circulated that asserts in part that the youth of the Church today “were generals in the war in heaven . . . and [someone will] ask you, ‘Which of the prophet’s time did you live in?’ and when you say, ‘Gordon B. Hinckley’ a hush will fall, . . . and all in attendance will bow at your presence.” 
This is a false statement. It is not Church doctrine. At various times, this statement has been attributed erroneously to President Thomas S. Monson, President Henry B. Eyring, President Boyd K. Packer, and others. None of these Brethren made this statement. Stake presidents and bishops should see that it is not used in Church talks, classes, bulletins, or newsletters. Priesthood leaders should correct anyone who attempts to perpetuate its use by any means, in accordance with “Statements Attributed to Church Leaders,” Church Handbook of Instructions, Book 1 (2006), 173. - Office of the First Presidency. 
President Packer Stated: "We continue to receive reports of the distribution of a quote attributed to me which begins, 'The youth of the Church today were generals in the war in heaven,' and ends with the statement that when they return to heaven 'all in attendance will bow in your presence.'
"I did not make that statement. I do not believe that statement.
"The statement, on occasion, has been attributed to others of the First Presidency and the Twelve. None of the Brethren made that statement."
The above is one of the many myths not based on fact that are often accepted as literal by some members of the church. Here is another example of a book that I read and accepted as the truth when I was a member of a few years. 
The Fate of the Persecutors of the Prophet Joseph Smith

I recall reading the book by N.B. Lundwall and I fully accepted all the material contained in that book concerning those persecutors and I felt satisfied that justice had been done. 
Recently I read in the Mormon Times the following article concerning those involved in the martyrdom of the Prophet from a BYU Studies Symposium:
“A Different take on the Carthage Mob” SLT Mormon Times 12 Mar 2010

PROVO — Those responsible for the death of the Prophet Joseph Smith and his brother Hyrum on June 27, 1844, were not who you might think they were, according to one presenter at the BYU Studies 50th Anniversary Symposium.
Debra Marsh, a master's student at the University of Utah, presented evidence Friday that the members of the Illinois mob that sought to put an end to Mormonism at Carthage Jail didn't rot away because of "the Mormon curse," as N.B. Lundwall claimed in his book, "The Fate of the Persecutors of the Prophet Joseph Smith," but went on to live normal lives.

Another characterization from B.H. Roberts found in the introduction to volume 6 of the History of the Church that called the mob a "criminal element" and "ruffians" isn't correct, either. In her paper "Respectable Assassins: A Collective Biography and Socioeconomic Study of the Carthage Mob," Marsh said that contrary to popular belief the mobsters did not suffer for their actions, and actually were respected people who went on to greater accomplishments.

"The Carthage mob members lived normal life spans, through which they prospered financially," Marsh said. "They ran for and won political office, and generally appear to be protected and honored by their fellow citizens for their participation in the murders of Joseph and Hyrum Smith. "

Marsh used a list of 89 men compiled by Sheriff Jacob Backenstos and a variety of other records to paint a picture of who these mobsters were. According to her research, while they came from the same regions of the country as others who lived in the area, mobsters were generally older than the general male population of Hancock County and were mostly learned professionals, businessmen and farmers who had their own property. The mob also had 16 men who held 24 different public offices, including state senator and U.S. senator. A large majority of the mob would have been considered in the upper class.

"This was a group of men that represented the top tier of Hancock county, in regards to power and socioeconomic status." Marsh then showed what happened to the mob after the martyrdom of the Smith brothers.

"Most of these individuals seem to have lived normal life spans in which they prospered," Marsh said. "Obviously, living a long life doesn't necessarily translate into good fortune. But if financial well-being is an indicator of the quality of one's life, then they lived quite well."

In 1850, the average earnings of the mob were barely more than the U.S. average, with mobsters earning $1,540 compared to $1,050 for the average American. But at the end of the decade, mobsters had increased their earnings by 249 percent, or five times the national average, earning an average of $7,842 compared to $2,140. 
One member, Mark Aldrich, was extremely successful in the California Gold Rush and later became a merchant in Tucson, Ariz., with his personal estate valued at $50,000. Another, Jacob C. Davis, ended up being a state senator and eventually a U.S. senator for Illinois. Mob members held 24 public offices between 1844 and 1856. Marsh also referred to various historical accounts in which men list being part of the proceedings at Carthage Jail as one of their life's greatest achievements…... Some people are uncomfortable with the idea that the mob members prospered. I know the notion that an unseen hand dispersing justice to the wicked is very comforting," Marsh said. "However, it quite simply isn't true. The wicked often prosper in this life. 
As many of us believe, though, we all will have to account for our actions, if not in this life, in the next. The most important fact remains, regardless of what happened to the Carthage mob: Joseph and Hyrum Smith were martyrs for God, and Joseph did more, save Jesus only, for the salvation of men in this world than any other man that lived in it."
Unfortunately some myths find their way into official church publications

Prophecy of a Catholic Priest

A persistent rumor claims that Lutus Gratus, a Catholic priest, wrote the following in 1739 in his book Hope of Zion, which was purportedly discovered in the library in Bayd, Switzerland:

“The old, true Gospel and its truths thereat are lost. False doctrine prevails in all churches on the face of the earth today. All we can do is exhort the people to be just, fear God, shun evil, and pray. Prayer and purity may cause an angel to visit a deep distressed soul, but I will tell you—God will have spoken within a hundred years. He will restore the old Church again. I see a little band of people led by a prophet and persecuted, burnt out and murdered. But in a valley that lies on the shore of a great lake, they will build a city and make a beautiful land, have a temple of magnificent splendour and also possess the old priesthood with teachers, deacons, etc. From every nation shall the true believers be gathered by speedy messengers, and then shall the almighty God speak to the disobedient nation, with thunder, lightning and destructions such as man has never known."
This "prophecy" first appeared in LDS periodicals in both English and German in 1893, in a story by a returned missionary named Jacob Spori. One of the first to question the authenticity of the document was Rulon S. Wells of the First Council of Seventy, who unsuccessfully attempted to locate the book and its contents in Basel a few years after the story surfaced. Other leaders and missionaries also were unable to verify the statement.
Elder Wells wrote an article called "A Fraudulent Prophecy Exposed" which was published in the January 1908 Improvement Era. A detailed historical analysis of the false prophecy was published in BYU Studies in 1985.

Other true stories are modified in ways that dilute or change the meaning. The purpose of this page is to document some of the untrue stories and messages related to the LDS Church.”

Examples from Shields
Jaredite Barge found in Lake Michigan
On January 25, 1999, The Chicago Tribune published an article about a mysterious object found on the bottom of Lake Michigan. "If one set out with the preposterous goal of making an oak zeppelin 31 feet long, 10 feet in diameter, pointed at its ends, complete with an 18-inch hatch to crawl inside, this is pretty much what they'd get. Those who have strapped on air tanks and visited the thing say the craftsmanship used to build it is remarkable--four-inch-thick oak boards bent and fitted together and caulked watertight, like nothing built today." Many LDS readers were quick to identify the object as a "Jaredite barge" and messages were circulated wildly around the Internet - proof of the Book of Mormon!

More reasonable readers were skeptical that a wooden object would survive more than three thousand years and end up in the Great Lakes. Soon, a follow-up article was published in the Chicago Tribune, and the object was identified as a floating fuel tank built in the 1940s.
Oklahoma City building miraculously spared by Tornado

“A message about the tornado that hit Oklahoma City in May of 1999 claims: "Complete subdivisions were blown away, even the asphalt and concrete streets leaving the ground looking like harrowed fields ready for planting. The stake center, although in this direct line of destruction, received no damage. The only other building to remain standing, intact, completely unscathed was the Bishop's Storehouse." The message goes on to say how experts were astounded that anything survived, because of the intensity of the storm.

According to Church leaders in Oklahoma, neither building was hurt, but neither was anywhere close to the direct path of the tornado. A stake president wrote, "The tornado traveled the entire length of the OKC South Stake, approximately 70-75 miles. It was on the ground a long time. The tornado passed between the Stake Center and the Mission home and it was several miles away from the storehouse. It missed the Stake Center by about 1/4 miles, plus."
Mormon Myths Quoted in a Utah Newspaper SLT
Food Storage
“A couple pick up an old man hitchhiking along a deserted highway. After they travel for a bit, the stranger leans forward and tells the couple to get their year's supply of food storage. The couple turn around. The back seat is empty. They pull off the road in shock. A police officer stops to see what is wrong. He tells the couple that they are the eighth, ninth, whatever person to tell him the same story that day.”
Loaf of Bread
“A pioneer woman puts a loaf of bread on a dish towel and takes it to the windowsill to cool. When she comes back, the bread and towel are gone. Months later, her husband returns from his mission. As the woman unpacks his bags, she finds the towel. She quizzes her husband, who tells her about this day he had nothing to eat. A passer-by gave him the bread wrapped in this dish towel.”
Hawaiian Temple saved by cloud from Japanese Planes 

“In their infamous raid on Pearl Harbour, Japanese warplanes plan to target the Hawaiian LDS Temple as well. But during the entire attack, a thick cloud shrouds the edifice. At one point, a pilot, who later joins the church, attempts to drop a bomb on the hidden temple anyway. His equipment malfunctions. The bomb won't release.”
No Engine in Car

“In this well-worn missionary retread, a couple of Mormon elders are spreading the word door-to-door in a bad neighborhood. A gang surrounds them. The missionaries hop into their car and speed away. The thugs look on, stunned. Once the two elders are safely away, their car dies. The two pop the hood and find there is no engine.”

Steve Martin
“The story goes that funny man Steve Martin was spotted on either David Letterman or Jay Leno wearing a Mormon CTR (Choose the Right) ring. In some versions, the comedian even discusses his conversion to the LDS faith with the talk-show host.”
Temple Accidents:
“Another well-travelled tale: Accidents often happen on the freeways by the Washington, D.C., and San Diego temples because distracted drivers come around a bend and are so taken by the beautiful buildings that they don't watch the road.”
Protection from the Book of Mormon
“In another war yarn, a soldier is shot in the chest but suffers no wound because the bullet hits The Book of Mormon, he is packing in his breast pocket.”
Blog on the Article sent in by readers giving additional Myths.
Instant Resurrection of Child

“I remember hearing about the farmer in Utah whose plow unearthed the grave of a child. When he went to see, the child awoke, looked at him and then ascended to heaven. He was later told, probably by a General Authority, that the child was a Nephite who died while fleeing the Lamanites and that her father had dedicated the grave so that she would be instantly resurrected if the grave was disturbed.”
Doberman and the Power of Priesthood

“I must have heard the one about using the power of the priesthood to stop a charging Doberman at a dozen missionary homecomings, as if it happened to themselves or to one of their companions or compatriots in the field.”
Additional Dog story
“I have one better than that... my district leader and I were on splits and we were going into a fenced off yard and they had a dog warning sign and I said, "Maybe we shouldn't go in there." and he said, "The Lord will protect us." and walked in and proceeded to be mauled by a dog... after pulling him out and calming down I tried to explain to him that one of the ways the Lord protected us was by giving us common sense.”
The Three Nephites

“I have been told the "I was out hunting, lost in a horrible blizzard, left for dead, led back to my car by "three" very nice hunters, only to have them disappear when I turned to thank them" faith promoting story on three different occasions, by three different men, in two different states. The miracle? Not one word or detail deviated from the first telling to the third. Amazing.”
“Two women missionaries knock on a door. The man answering seems nervous and eager for them to leave. Later, the missionaries see a photograph of this man in the newspaper. Turns out, he has been arrested in the murders of several young women, all about the same age as these missionaries. The two women go to police, who allow them to talk to the suspect. They ask him why he didn't harm them. He replies that he wasn't about to do anything to them with those three huge guys standing behind them. The implication is that the missionaries were saved by the "three Nephites" (ancient disciples who, according to Mormon scripture, still roam the Earth).
Paul H Dunn

Note: Paul H Dunn was a very popular GA and served as a seventy. He acknowledged that he embellished stories-He was released and asked forgiveness) Funeral: First Presidency said: “He was a long-time teacher and advocate of youth and served as a mission president: and General Authority of the Church over a period of 34 years.” 

“During his time as a general authority, [Paul H.] Dunn often included in his speeches and books extraordinary "real life" experiences that he claimed were from his past. [. . .] When confronted with evidence that several of his stories were either completely falsified or substantially embellished, Dunn admitted that the stories were not completely true, yet continued to defend his use of the stories: "I haven't purposely tried to embellish or rewrite history. I've tried to illustrate points that would create interest. [I was] simply putting history in little finer packages." Dunn compared his stories to the parables of Jesus—although they were not true stories, they were nevertheless valuable means of teaching gospel principles.” “I [Paul H. Dunn] confess that I have not always been accurate in my public talks and writings. Furthermore, I have indulged in other activities inconsistent with the high and sacred office which I have held.” 
Laundry Burnt Down

“What about the one where the elders are doing laundry. Leave to do something and come back to find their garments scattered all over the laundry mat by the laundry mat manager. That night, the laundry burned to the ground. (The version I heard, was that the dry cleaner dyed the garments red and hung them on display in the window. It was the "dusting of the feet" by the Elders that caused the joint to burn down.)”
Dead Sea Scrolls contain Temple Endowment

“One of my favourites is, as a teenager (in the 1960's), a man in our ward said that the Dead Sea Scrolls contained an almost word-for-word section of the modern temple ceremony. I ran out and bought a copy of the translation of the scrolls and couldn't find anything close. Then, in the 90's, a Mormon on an internet chat room made exactly the same claim, except he added the claim that he, himself, had seen it. I told him I'd read the scroll translation and couldn't find the passage and could he please tell me where to find it. Of course, he couldn't. It's not the story I mind, it's when people claim some kind of verification that doesn't exist.”
New Portrait of Jesus

“The story I heard that was absolutely true (because I heard it so many times) was when the new portrait of Jesus was commissioned by the Mormon church. The portrait of Jesus with him wearing a red cardigan opened and revealing a white t-shirt (Kurt Cobain meets Mormonism?). After the artist finished his painting, he showed it off at several firesides. After one such viewing a young girl came up to him and said, "that was the man who saved me when my house caught on fire."
Elders go to Hong Kong on Vacation

“One that I heard on my mission...2 elders left their area and went to Hong Kong for a vacation. They left 2 weekly reports to the mission president with the maid. She ended up sending them in the wrong order. The elders were busted and sent home. Since then, I've heard this story about nearly every mission in the world. The maid is sometimes replaced by a landlady or kind member. And the location is changed. The guy I heard it from SWORE that it happened to a guy HE KNEW. Mormon folklore!! Who else has heard this one in varying forms.”
Missionaries attend a Baseball Game
“Two LDS elders stray a few miles from their area -- a ground-rule no-no for missionaries -- to attend a baseball game. But their hard-working mission president, taking some time off, catches the same game on TV. The camera pans the crowd and stops on the two off-base missionaries. When they return to their apartment that night, they find their mission president there. In his hands are two tickets for their flight home.”
Garments Protected from Fire

“I grew up in Orem. The story there, was about the priesthood holder who worked at Geneva steel, and was burned by hot steel except where his garments covered him.”
The President will take care of the Weather

“Here's one I heard: The general contractor in charge of building the Conference Center is in a meeting to tell Pres. Hinckley that the project won't be complete before the April 2000 General Conference. Pres. Hinckley tells him that he must find a way to get it done. The contractor tells him that winter is here, and in order to get a good seal on the granite, there needs to be at least 60-degree weather. Pres. Hinckley simply says, "You keep working, and I'll take care of the weather!"
Statements by Church Leadership can sometimes create ‘Myths’

The Myth of Doubling the Membership in Europe

Several years ago, the Europe area presidency comprised a plan to double the membership in Europe in a ten-year period: "As we retain our new and returning members, save our youth, and continue to reactivate the less-active, we will be able to double the active membership of Europe Area within ten years." Area Committee Report September 2, 2009
This plan was sold to the members of the Church as inspired and plans were devised to assist in its success. However, Europe is becoming increasingly secular, wickedness is increasing, and some members are struggling with a considerable number apostatizing. Creating such expectations and then seeing a lack of fulfillment does more harm than good. 
Note the following recent news report: Salt Lake Tribune 11 June 2017
“Mormon growth in Europe has been stagnant for a couple of decades, so earlier this year, church higher-ups closed or consolidated many congregations, known as wards and branches. This spring half (seven of 14) LDS congregations in the Antwerp Belgium Stake were closed, says long-time Mormon Wilfried Decco, a retired BYU professor who lives in Antwerp.

"People understand that discontinuing their small unit was unavoidable, but the emotional toll is immense," Decco writes in an email. "Most are members who for decades have worked to keep their branch or ward alive, proud to have a Mormon meeting place in their own city, and suddenly it's over. There is not only sadness for the closure as such, sometimes anger."

They also feel a measure of "guilt and depression," Decco says. That's because visiting LDS leaders and area authorities have been promising that if the members were steadfast and worked hard, their numbers would double. He says they were told there would be a "second harvest," but no such bumper crop of converts came — despite the members' many sacrifices. Some now doubt the leaders' "inspiration," Decoo says, or feel "blamed for not having done enough."
Broken-hearted members heard nothing of the plans to realign boundaries and shutter their tiny branches until they met at an LDS stake conference in April. When the assembled crowd was asked for its sustaining vote to support the move, every hand went up. Later, though, a local lay leader reported to Decoo: "My members voted in favor with their right hand and against it with their hearts. And almost all were crying." Salt Lake Tribune 11 June 2017
In a broader sense, a myth is a fictitious idea which is misleading. Statements made by leaders of the church which are widely accepted by members of the church at the time but subsequently turn out to be untrue could also be classified as myths. Such statements are not substantiated by scripture or spoken under the influence of the Holy Ghost. Examples of this are statements made by leaders of the church on the timing of the Second Coming. Consider the following remarks, which portray the leader’s opinion about the Second Coming and were widely accepted by members at the time.
Prophecies on the Second Coming that turned out to be Myths

President Wilford Woodruff stated in General conference 8 April 1898: 

“But these thousands of Latter-day Saint children that belong to the Sabbath schools, I believe many of them will stand in the flesh when the Lord Jesus Christ visits the Zion of God here in the mountains of Israel”

Ten years earlier at stake conference in 1889 at Grantsville Utah President Woodruff said:

“Many of these young men and maidens that are here today will in my opinion, if they are faithful, stand in the flesh when Christ comes in the clouds of heaven. These young people from the Sabbath schools and from the mutual improvement associations will stand in the flesh while the judgments of the almighty sweep the nations of the earth as with the bosom of destruction, in fulfilment of the revelations of God, and they will be the very people whom God will bless and sustain…”
In the book ‘The Coming of the Lord” Gerald N. Lund discusses the prophecies of Apostle Orson Pratt (Apostle) who is frequently quoted in many books on the Second Coming: 

“Now to return to the remarkable statement by Orson Pratt made in 1877, wherein he gave his opinion that there were those then living upon the earth who would still be alive when the temple was reared in Jackson County, Missouri. It has been nearly 100 years since that statement was made and yet the Church still looks forward to the fulfilment of that prophecy. Since there is not an abundance of people left who were alive when Orson Pratt made that statement, some have concluded that it was simply his opinion and obviously in error. If this were an isolated statement, that explanation would carry more weight, but it is not.” P 26
President Lorenzo Snow spoke about members then living who would return to Jackson County:  
General Conference April 1898

“The time is speedily coming-we do not want to talk very much though, about going to Jackson County, Missouri, because through our foolishness and weakness we would not care anything about building houses and making ourselves comfortable here…….We are not going tomorrow, nor the next day, this week or next week; but we are going, and there are many hundreds and hundreds within the sound of my voice that will live to go back to Jackson County and build a holy temple to the Lord our God.” 
“Now the time is fast approaching when a large portion of the people that I am now addressing will go back to Jackson County. A great many people that are now dwelling in the state of Utah will have this privilege. Whether I, President Cannon, President Smith, or all of the brethren of the Twelve will go back I know not. But a large portion of the Latter-Day Saints that now dwell in these valleys will go back to Jackson County to build a Holy City to the Lord, as was decreed by Jehovah and revealed through Joseph Smith.” 
President Lorenzo Snow at General Conference Oct 1900

“As far as spiritual things are concerned, we are pretty well united, but when it comes to temporalities we often differ. But you will see the day, if you live properly, observe the word of wisdom, and do that which is required, you will go back to Jackson County, many of you whom I am addressing this afternoon. I am sure of this.”

All of the above statements by leaders of the church can now be classified as Mormon Myths since they have been found to be untrue. They have been quoted in numerous books written by LDS scholars on the subject of the Second Coming. 
Personal opinions can Create Myths

Leaders of the church continue to give personal opinions which often get a wide circulation and acceptance amongst members of the church. 
The following is a recent statement from Elder Boyd K. Packer given in a sacrament meeting when the USA was in the middle of a severe economic crisis in 2008.
“A common e-mail circulated by some members claims to be a transcript of remarks given by President Packer in the Forest Bend Ward in Salt Lake City, Utah, on 12 October 2008. Reportedly, Pres. Packer is quoted as saying that a catastrophic event was looming in the immediate future and that we must get used to making do with what we have or doing without.”

Subsequently President Packer's office issued a statement that the talk given on 12 October represented President Packer's personal views and should not be considered to be doctrine or a statement of the Church's views.
Number of Coverts will Double

Some leaders have made off the cuff comments such as “converts will double when the Temple in your area is dedicated.” Such statements have often been shown subsequently to be myths. The following is an example I have personally experienced.

I listened to Elder Russell M Nelson on the 9 Aug 2013: at the Pageant at Chorley state there will be more Temples, more stakes and more missions in the British Isles. 
The Church News dated 10 Aug 2013: reporting on the pageant and the statements of Elder Nelson: 
“The legacy of the early missionaries to Great Britain is still unfolding. At the ground-breaking ceremony for the Preston England Temple in 1994, President Gordon B. Hinckley said, "Truth ... will continue to prevail and whereas there are thousands, tens of thousands of members of the Church in this wonderful land, there will be hundreds and hundreds of thousands. I have no doubt of that and do not hesitate in saying so. Staged close to that location, the British Pageant is helping bring President Hinckley's words to pass.

Result So far 2020: No additional stakes, 2 missions closed Now a 18% activity rate in the British Isles. (2025) No more than 30,000 active participants, wards and branches continue to close. Three stakes removed
Some Myths accepted by Members of the Church Today

It is my opinion that some statements especially on the subject of the preservation of the Saints prior to the Second Coming and on the Gathering to Zion will subsequently be proven to be myths. See the studies in the folder;
Law of Consecration-Zion-Gathering
I believe that it is a myth that food storage will be the means of preservation for members of the church from the destructions promised upon the earth prior to the Second Coming. I believe it a myth that the present-day stakes of the church scattered throughout the earth will be “for a defence, and for a refuge from the storm, and from wrath when it shall be poured out without mixture upon the whole earth.” (D&C115:6) (See the study “Are the Stakes of the Church Places of Safety and Refuge?”) You cannot have Zon without the United order and Law of Consecration. 
I believe it is a myth that Salt Lake City is a modern Zion as stated by one leader. Zion requires the Law of Consecration.  (See the study (“Where is the land of Zion”) 

I believe it is simply wrong to state that Zion can be created or established in any area without the Law of Consecration. (See the study “What is the full meaning of the term ‘Zion’ in the Scriptures?”)

It is a myth that members of the church become a “gathered people” by having a Temple built in their nation or neighbouring nations. (See the study “Does having a Temple mean the Saints are gathered to Zion?”)

It is a myth that members of the church today are prepared for the Second Coming and the destructions that will precede it without the Redemption of Zion. (See the study “Are Members Prepared for the day of Tribulation and Desolation”)

It is a myth that the scriptural phrase “Stand ye in Holy Places” used three times in the Doctrine and Covenants refers to member’s homes, chapels, and stakes in which they presently reside. (See the study “What is meant by the statement ‘Stand in Holy Places’”)

It is a myth that the Church ‘Gathering to Zion’ in the Nations of the Earth. (see the study “Is the Church ‘Gathering to Zion’ in the Nations of the Earth.”

It is a myth that members of the church are living the fulness of the gospel without being equal in their temporal affairs. (D&C 38:24-27) (see the study Equality Through Consecration and Stewardship)

Others could be added to this list of myths that are currently in vogue in the church. I believe these teachings are not in accord with scripture but are nevertheless accepted by many members of the church today. 
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
