Passive or Lukewarm Membership 
Introduction

Those who are passive or Lukewarm in their membership are inert which the dictionary states is without power or inaction, even sluggish. They attend church but do little to contribute to the strengthening and building of the church. 
They do not willingly consecrate their time but need to be pushed continuosly. 
They do things with reluctance, grudgingly, or not with real intent. (see Moroni 7:6-9). 
To be lukewarm is to be indifferent or half-hearted about something. 

A scripture in revelation describes being passive as being Lukewarm
Revelations 3:15-16: “I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would thou wert cold or hot.  So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot I will spue thee out of my mouth.”
Being Lukewarm is insufficient to be called the ‘Pure in Heart’. To be pure in heart means we are entirely, completely, absolutely, thoroughly, whole heartedly, genuinely and totally committed to the truths of the gospel. It is to be exclusively on the Lord’s side. The pure in heart are those are earnestly striving to be righteous. 
3 Nephi 13:24: “For no man can serve two masters for either he will hate the one and love the other, or else he will hold to the one and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and Mammon.” 

To be Pure in Heart is to do things Single to the Glory of God: 

D&C 88:67-68: “And if your eye be single to my glory, your whole bodies shall be filled with light, and there shall be no darkness in you; and that body which is filled with light comprehendeth all things. Therefore, sanctify yourselves that your minds become single to God, and the days will come that you shall see him; for he will unveil his face unto you, and it shall be in his own time, and in his own way, and according to his own will.”
It is the pure in heart and not the lukewarm or half-hearted who will be prepared for the coming of Jesus Christ in His Glory. 

D&C 56:18: “But blessed are the poor who are pure in heart, whose hearts are broken, and whose spirits are contrite, for they shall see the Kingdom of God coming in power and great glory unto their deliverance; for the fatness of the earth shall be theirs.”

Passive and Slothful

The Following Scriptures Describe those who are Passive and Slothful
Dictionary: Slothful is ‘undue slowness to act’

To be slothful is to be slack in performance. It is to be slow moving, and without any enthusiasm. To be slothful is the opposite of being diligent
Slothful in keeping the Commandments

D&C 58:26: “For behold, it is not meet that I should command in all things; for he that is compelled in all things, the same is a slothful and not a wise servant; wherefore he receiveth no reward.”
D&C 58:29-30: “But he that doeth not anything until he is commanded, and receiveth a commandment with doubtful heart, and keepeth it with slothfulness, the same is damned. Who am I that made man, saith the Lord, that will hold him guiltless that obeys not my commandments?”

D&C 75:29: “Let every man be diligent in all things. And the idler shall not have place in the church except he repent and mend his ways.”
D&C 90:18: “Set in order your houses; keep slothfulness and uncleanness far from you.”

D&C 101:47-50: “And while they were yet laying the foundation thereof, they began to say among themselves: And what need hath my lord of this tower? And consulted for a long time, saying among themselves: What need hath my lord of this tower, seeing this is a time of peace? Might not this money be given to the exchangers? For there is no need of these things. And while they were at variance one with another they became very slothful, and they hearkened not unto the commandments of their Lord.”
D&C 107:99-100: “Wherefore, now let every man learn his duty, and to act in the office in which he is appointed, in all diligence. He that is slothful shall not be counted worthy to stand, and he that learns not his duty and shows himself not approved shall not be counted worthy to stand. Even so Amen”

Alma 37:41: “Nevertheless, because those miracles were worked by small means it did show unto them marvelous works. They were slothful, and forgot to exercise their faith and diligence and then those marvelous works ceased, and they did not progress in their journey.”
Satan Desires to Sift Members of the church
3 Nephi 18:18: “Behold, verily, verily, I say unto you, ye must watch and pray always lest ye enter into temptation; for Satan desireth to have you, that he may sift you as wheat.”

D&C 52:12: “And let my servant Lyman Wight beware, for Satan desireth to sift him as chaff.”

D&C 78:10: “Otherwise Satan seeketh to turn their hearts away from the truth that they become blinded and understand not the things, which are prepared for them.”
D&C 52:14-19: “And again, I will give unto you a pattern in all things, that ye may not be deceived; for Satan is abroad in the land, and he goeth forth deceiving the nations—Wherefore he that prayeth, whose spirit is contrite, the same is accepted of me if he obey mine ordinances. He that speaketh, whose spirit is contrite, whose language is meek and edifieth, the same is of God if he obey mine ordinances. And again, he that trembleth under my power shall be made strong, and shall bring forth fruits of praise and wisdom, according to the revelations and truths which I have given you. And again, he that is overcome and bringeth not forth fruits, even according to this pattern, is not of me. Wherefore, by this pattern ye shall know the spirits in all cases under the whole heavens.”
The Example of Amulek

Amulek is an example of a change of heart from being lukewarm to a diligent pure in heart member. These are his words to the people of Ammonihah,

Alma 10:4-12 “And behold, I am also a man of no small reputation among all those who know me; yea, and behold, I have many kindreds and friends, and I have also acquired much riches by the hand of my industry. Nevertheless, after all this, I never have known much of the ways of the Lord, and his mysteries and marvelous power. I said I never had known much of these things; but behold, I mistake, for I have seen much of his mysteries and his marvelous power; yea, even in the preservation of the lives of this people.
Nevertheless, I did harden my heart, for I was called many times and I would not hear; therefore I knew concerning these things, yet I would not know; therefore I went on rebelling against God, in the wickedness of my heart, even until the fourth day of this seventh month, which is in the tenth year of the reign of the judges.
(7) As I was journeying to see a very near kindred, behold an angel of the Lord appeared unto me and said: “Amulek, return to thine own house, for thou shalt feed a prophet of the Lord; yea, a holy man, who is a chosen man of God; for he has fasted many days because of the sins of this people, and he is an hungered, and thou shalt receive him into thy house and feed him, and he shall bless thee and thy house; and the blessing of the Lord shall rest upon thee and thy house.” And it came to pass that I obeyed the voice of the angel, and returned towards my house. And as I was going thither I found the man whom the angel said unto me: Thou shalt receive into thy house—and behold it was this same man who has been speaking unto you concerning the things of God.

(9) And the angel said unto me he is a holy man; wherefore I know he is a holy man because it was said by an angel of God. And again, I know that the things whereof he hath testified are true; for behold I say unto you, that as the Lord liveth, even so has he sent his angel to make these things manifest unto me; and this he has done while this Alma hath dwelt at my house. For behold, he hath blessed mine house, he hath blessed me, and my women, and my children, and my father and my kinsfolk; yea, even all my kindred hath he blessed, and the blessing of the Lord hath rested upon us according to the words which he spake.

And now, when Amulek had spoken these words the people began to be astonished….. ”

President Spencer W. Kimball commented on this verse D&C 76:79: which states;

“These are they who are not valiant in the testimony of Jesus; wherefore, they obtain not the crown over the Kingdom of God.”

“I wish our Latter-day Saints could become more valiant. As I read the seventy-sixth section of the Doctrine and Covenants, the great vision given to the Prophet Joseph Smith, I remember that the Lord says to that Terrestrial degree of glory may go those who are not valiant in the testimony, which means that many of us who have received baptism by proper authority, many who have received other ordinances, even temple blessings, will not reach the Celestial Kingdom of glory unless we live the commandments and are valiant” (Conference Reports, April 1951, pp. 104-105).

Jesus taught that “some fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up, and choked it, and it yielded no fruit” (Mark 4:7). He explained that these are “such as hear the word, and the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh unfruitful” (Mark 4:18–19). This is surely a warning to be heeded by all of us. 
I will speak first of the deceitfulness of riches. Wherever we are in our spiritual journey—whatever our state of conversion—we are all tempted by this. When attitudes or priorities are fixed on the acquisition, use, or possession of property, we call that materialism. So much has been said and written about materialism that little needs to be added here. Those who believe in what has been called the theology of prosperity are suffering from the deceitfulness of riches.

The Book of Mormon tells of a time when the Church of God “began to fail in its progress” (Alma 4:10) because “the people of the church began to … set their hearts upon riches and upon the vain things of the world” (Alma 4:8). Whoever has an abundance of material things is in jeopardy of being spiritually “sedated” by riches and other things of the world. That is a suitable introduction to the next of the Savior’s teachings.

The most subtle thorns to choke out the effect of the gospel word in our lives are the worldly forces that Jesus called the “cares and riches and pleasures of this life” (Luke 8:14). These are too numerous to recite. Some examples will suffice…….
On one occasion Jesus rebuked His chief Apostle, saying to Peter, “Thou art an offence unto me: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but those that be of men” (Matthew 16:23; see also D&C 3:6–7; 58:39). Savoring the things of men means putting the cares of this world ahead of the things of God in our actions, our priorities, and our thinking.

Luke 12:34: “For where your treasure is there will your heart (and mind) be also.” 

 ‘What Will a Man Give in Exchange for his Soul’ Elder Mark E. Petersen  October General Conference 1973 (extracts)
“The Savior taught with many parables, and they are well known. But he also taught with pertinent and piercing questions. One of them was this: “… what shall a man give in exchange for his soul?” (Matt. 16:26.)

This is particularly important when we realize that the Lord defined Eternal Life as the greatest of all the gifts of God. Each one of us has a soul to save. Each has the opportunity to obtain Eternal Life. Since our souls are so precious, we should leave no stone unturned in our effort to save them.

The Savior illustrated this great fact with some of his best-known parables. For example, he said: “… The Kingdom of Heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls; Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it.” (Matt. 13:45–46.)

“Again, the Kingdom of Heaven is like unto treasure hid in a field; the which when a man hath found, he … goeth and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that field.” (Matt. 13:44.)

In other words, he is telling us that salvation is the Pearl of Great Price, salvation is the treasure in the field; and if we only realized its worth, we would give all that we have to obtain it.

Shall we not waken to this important lesson? It comes from the lips of God, who cannot lie. The thing which is of most worth unto us is to be in the service of the Lord. This means that we must not be blinded by the glitter of gold or the allurement of position or pleasure or even the false excitement of sin.

We must open our eyes to the fact that to serve God is the greatest career in the world. To be saved in his presence is the greatest gift that can come to us, and to bring our family with us into the enjoyment of salvation will be the greatest achievement of our lives.

But we must understand that salvation is not a free gift. The offer is free indeed, through the atonement of the Savior. But its enjoyment must be earned, not with any half-hearted effort, but with whole-souled, undivided, concentrated application to a program of development which is called the gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.
If we believe in immortality at all, we must also believe in God. And if we believe in him, we should accept the fact that it is possible for us to become like him. Actually, this is what God expects of us.

He gave us his Beloved Son Jesus Christ as a pattern to live by, and through him we can become perfect, even as God. What a marvelous destiny! What an opportunity !Is it any wonder that the scripture calls it the pearl of great price? Then should we not make every effort to achieve it? But on the other hand, if we do not, what are we exchanging for our souls?

The Savior told us that in his house are many mansions. The apostle Paul gave us the further detail that in the world to come there are various degrees of glory. We will be assigned to them on a basis of our worthiness. We will be judged according to our works. The rewards on the day of judgment will differ as one star differs from another star in glory. Paul said also that beyond the glory of the stars is another glory which he likened to the brightness of the moon, in contrast to the stars.

And still another is mentioned by him—the Celestial Glory—which is as superior to the others as the light of the sun outshines that of both the moon and the stars. In modern revelation we are told that only those who are devoted to God and his way of life will reach the Celestial Glory. Only those who go there may become like him. All others, going to the lesser glories, will be restricted in that they may not become like him.

I ask you here today—where do you want to spend eternity? Where would you like your family to spend eternity? If you knew that by living the gospel you may have celestial glory rather than a lesser one, would it not be worth the effort to obtain it? Who would be satisfied with the subdued twinkle of a star if he could enjoy the brilliance of the sun? Who would be content with the reflected light of the moon if he could have the radiance of the sun?
Would you exchange for the privilege of becoming like God the very questionable and temporary advantages of this world? Who in his right mind would prefer the corruptions of the flesh, the sensual pleasures, and the false excitement of sin, rather than the opportunity of becoming like God; rather than having inspired intelligence, or of some-day wielding some of the powers that God uses as he walks in his majesty? Which of us would sell his birth-right for a mess of pottage?
Isn’t it advisable that we direct to our own selves the question raised by the Savior:    “what shall a man give in exchange for his soul?” Whether we realize it or not, we answer that question every day of our lives by what we think and say and do. Our actions demonstrate whether we are working toward becoming like God or the world……….
Whether we realize it or not, we are making this very kind of bargain if we prefer worldly things over our religion. The only way to save our souls is to put God first in our lives. If we reverse the process and relegate him to second, third, or fourth place, we make an exchange that we will rue throughout the eternities. It is possible to lose our salvation by default.

Realizing this, can we afford to be other than active in the Church? Can we afford to neglect our families? Can we afford to mix worldliness and Godliness, knowing very well that they will not blend and knowing, too, that Jesus said we cannot serve both God and mammon?

The Lord teaches that unless we are valiant in his service, we surrender the opportunity for Celestial Glory. To be valiant means to be anxiously engaged in the good cause. It means to serve him in all diligence, with an eye single to his glory, and to labor in his kingdom with all our heart, might, mind, and strength.

But it must be in His Kingdom, not in some other group, religious or otherwise.

So what will we exchange for our soul? Will it be worldly advantage, or money, or pleasure, or the corruption of sin, thinking that wickedness gives enough thrill to compensate for all its miseries?............
Can you hear the words of the Savior, speaking by modern revelation and saying: “… thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, with all thy might, mind, and strength; and in the name of Jesus Christ thou shalt serve him.” (D&C 59:5.)

Are we doing this, or are we making an exchange for something else?

Do you hear him say, “Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself …”? (D&C 59:6.)

Do you obey?

And do you hear him say, “… thou shalt not steal; neither commit adultery, nor kill, nor do anything like unto it”? (D&C 59:6.)………………………..We should realize that the Lord means just what he says in dealing with us. He offers us the riches of eternity; and while we are in mortality, he offers us an abundant life, with peace of mind, true happiness, and freedom from the enslaving influences of sin.

But this can come only through obedience. And why obedience? Because he desires that we become like him—because we are his children—and because we cannot achieve perfection by imperfect means.

To become Christlike we must do the works of Christ.

The Lord does not take any free agency away from us in giving us this commandment. He gives us unlimited and unrestricted freedom of choice.

But he makes it abundantly clear that if we do not serve him, we shall not receive his reward. Mere membership in the Church will not save us. The revelation says:

“… he that is compelled in all things, the same is a slothful and not a wise servant; wherefore he receiveth no reward. “Verily I say, men should be anxiously engaged in a good cause. …… he that doeth not anything until he is commanded, and receiveth a commandment with doubtful heart, and keepeth it with slothfulness, the same is damned.” (D&C 58:26–27, 29.)
And again: “He that receiveth my law and doeth it, the same is my disciple; and he that saith he receiveth it and doeth it not, the same is not my disciple, and shall be cast out. …”     (D&C 41:5.)……………..
There is no middle ground in this matter. Lukewarm obedience is spurned by the Lord. What shall a man give in exchange for his soul? The Savior asked another pertinent question:

“… what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? …” (Matt. 16:26.)

It must needs be that there is an opposition in all things. It must needs be that we have complete freedom of choice. But knowing the facts, will we exchange the divine blessings of both here and hereafter for the questionable things of this world? Is it really conceivable that we would choose darkness rather than light, or sorrow rather than joy?

Yet this is what we do if we turn away from active service in the Church. This is the exchange we make. Let us never forget that the Lord has promised that if we seek first the Kingdom of God and His righteousness, all that he has may be ours. And this is my testimony to you, in the sacred name of the Lord Jesus Christ. Amen. END
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
