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Who can Abide the Day of His Coming?

Latter Day Saints  have a personal responsibility to be prepared spiritually and physically for the Second Coming. 
The Prophets asks the question: “Who can abide the day of His Coming.”
D&C 128:4: “Behold, the Great Day of the Lord is at hand; and who can abide the day of His Coming, and who can stand when He appeareth?” 

Malachi 3:1-3: “Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me: and the Lord, whom ye seek shall suddenly come to His Temple, even the Messenger of the Covenant whom ye delight in: behold, He shall come, saith the Lord of Hosts. But who may abide the day of His coming? And who shall stand when He appeareth? For he is like a refiners fire and like fullers soap; And He shall sit as a refiner and purifier of silver; and He shall purify the sons of Levi and purge them as gold and silver, that they may offer unto the Lord an offering in righteousness.” 

What are some things that will help members prepare for the Second Coming?
Do Good-Be Kind
Matthew 25:31-46-The Parable of the Sheep and Goats 
 “When the Son of Man shall come in His glory, and all the Holy Angels with Him, then shall He sit upon the throne of His Glory: And before Him shall be gathered all nations: and He shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats: And He shall set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left. 
Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world: For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in: Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me.

Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink? When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee? Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee? And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, inasmuch as ye have done [it] unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me. Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the Devil and his angels.
For I was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not. Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee? Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me. And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into Life Eternal.” 
Acts 10:38: “How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good…..”

Matthew 9:35: “And Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people.”

D&C 6:13: “If thou wilt do good, yea, and hold out faithful to the end, thou shalt be saved in the kingdom of God, which is the greatest of all the gifts of God; for there is no gift greater than the gift of salvation.”
D&C 6:33-34: “Fear not to good my sons, for whatsoever ye sow that shall ye also reap; therefore if ye sow good ye shall also reap good for your reward. Therefore fear not little flock; do good; let earth and hell combine against you, for if ye are built upon my rock, they cannot prevail.” 
D&C 58:27-28: “Verily I say, men should be anxiously engaged in a good cause, and do many things of their own free will and bring to pass much righteousness; for the power is in them, wherein they are agents unto themselves. And inasmuch as men do good they shall in nowise lose their reward.”
Ether 4:11-12: “But he that believeth these things which I have spoken, him will I visit with the manifestations of my Spirit, and he shall know and bear record. For because of my Spirit he shall know that these things are true; for it persuadeth men to do good. And whatsoever thing persuadeth men to do good is of me; for good cometh of none save it be of me. I am the same that leadeth men to all good; he that will not believe my words will not believe me—that I am; and he that will not believe me will not believe the Father who sent me. For behold, I am the Father, I am the light, and the life, and the truth of the world.”

Parable of the Ten Virgins

D&C 45:56-57: ​​ “And at that day when I shall come in my glory, shall the parable be fulfilled which I spake concerning the Ten Virgins. For they that are wise and have received the Truth and have taken the Holy Spirit for their guide, and have not been deceived-verily I say unto you, they shall not be hewn down and cast into the fire, but shall abide the day.”

The Parable of the Ten Virgins emphasises the need to watch and be prepared for the Saviours coming since the church does not ‘know neither the day nor the hour’.

Matthew 25:1-13: “And then at that day, before the Son of Man comes (J S T) shall the Kingdom of Heaven be likened unto Ten Virgins, which took their lamps, and went forth to meet the bridegroom. And five of them were wise and five were foolish. They that were foolish took their lamps and took no oil with them. But the wise took oil in their vessels with the lamps. 
While the Bridegroom tarried, they all slumbered and slept. And at midnight there was a cry made, Behold, the Bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet him. Then all those virgins arose and trimmed their lamps. And the foolish said unto the wise, give us of your oil; for our lamps are gone out. But the wise answered, saying, Not so lest there be not enough for us and you, but go ye rather to them that sell, and buy for yourselves. And while they went to buy, the Bridegroom came; and they that were ready went in with him to the marriage, and the door was shut…. I know ye not…. Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of Man cometh.” (See Luke 12:40; Mark 13:32-33)
Become Sanctified to Abide the Day
See the study Be Holy-Become Sanctified
Concerning the preparation for the Redemption of Zion the Lord said:
D&C 105:31: “But first let my army become very great, and let it be sanctified before me.”
To become sanctified is to be made Holy or Celestial. To become clean from “the blood and sins of this generation” by removing unrighteousness. 
The Lord has always exhorted His people to become sanctified or Holy. 

Leviticus 11:44: “For I am the Lord your God: ye shall therefore sanctify yourselves, and ye shall be holy; for I am holy.....”

Joshua 3:5: “And Joshua said unto the people, sanctify yourselves: for tomorrow the Lord will do wonders among you.”

Become sanctified through truth: 

John 17:17, 19 “Sanctify them through thy truth; thy word is truth….  And for their sakes I sanctify myself, that they also might be sanctified through the truth.”
D&C 20:69: “And the members shall manifest before the church, and also before the elders, by a godly walk and conversation, that they are worthy of it, that there may be works and faith agreeable to the holy scriptures—walking in holiness before the Lord.”

The process and end result of becoming holy is “sanctification,” from the Greek verb hagiazõ, meaning “to make holy.” Sanctification can take place only through obedience to the Laws and ordinances of the gospel and through the Atonement of Jesus Christ.  

The saints are to sanctify themselves

D&C 88:67-68: “And if your eye be single to my glory, your whole bodies shall be filled with light, and there shall be no darkness in you; and that body which is filled with light comprehendeth all things. Therefore, sanctify yourselves that your minds become single to God, and the days will come that you shall see him…..”

D&C 88:74-75: “And I give unto you.......a commandment that you assemble yourselves together, and organize yourselves, and prepare yourselves, and sanctify yourselves; yea, purify your hearts, and cleanse your hands and your feet before me, that I may make you clean; That I may testify unto your Father, and your God, and my God, that you are clean from the blood of this wicked generation; that I may fulfil this promise, this great and last promise, which I have made unto you, when I will.”
D&C 133:4:  “Wherefore, prepare ye, prepare ye, O my people; sanctify yourselves; gather ye together, O ye people of my church, upon the land of Zion, all you that have not been commanded to tarry…..”
1 Peter 2:9: But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light.”

Sanctification comes from loving and serving God

D&C 20:31: “And we know also that sanctification through the grace of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ is just and true, to all those who love and serve God with all their might, mind, and strength.”
The Pure in Heart will Abide the Day
See the study Pure in Heart
Revelations 19:7 “Let us be glad and rejoice and give honor to Him: for the Marriage of the Lamb is come and His wife hath made herself ready. And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.”

D&C 38:8: “But the day soon cometh that ye shall see me, and know that I am for the veil of darkness shall soon be rent and he that is not purified shall not abide the day.”
D&C 35:21: “For they (the elect) will hear my voice, and shall see me, and shall not be asleep, and shall abide the day of my Coming; for they shall be purified, even as I am pure.”

D&C 45:71: “And it shall come to pass that the righteous shall be gathered out from among all nations, and shall come to Zion, with songs of everlasting joy.
D&C 56:18: “But blessed are the poor who are pure in heart, whose spirits are broken, and whose spirits are contrite, for they shall see the Kingdom of God coming in power and great glory unto their deliverance; for the fatness of the earth shall be theirs.”

D&C 100:16: “For I will raise up unto myself a pure people that will serve me in righteousness.”
D&C 101:17-18: “Zion shall not be moved out of her place, notwithstanding her children are scattered. They that remain, and are pure in heart, shall return, and come to their inheritances, they and their children, with songs of everlasting joy, to build up the waste places of Zion”
The Lord has given His saints a basic pattern to know who is acceptable before Him: 

D&C 52 14-19: “And again, I will give unto you a pattern in all things, that ye may not be deceived…. wherefore he that prayeth, whose spirit is contrite, the same is accepted of me if he obey mine ordinances. He that speaketh whose spirit is contrite; whose language is meek and edifieth the same is of God if he obey mine ordinances. And again, he that trembleth under my power shall be made strong, and shall bring forth fruits of praise and wisdom, according to the revelations and truths which I have given you. And again, he that is overcome and bringeth not forth fruits, even according to this pattern, is not of me. Wherefore by this pattern ye shall know the spirits in all cases under the whole Heavens.”
The Psalmist asks (Psalm 24:3-4, 6) “Who shall ascend into the hill of the Lord? Or who shall stand in His Holy Place? He that hath clean hands, and a pure heart…. this is the generation of them that seek Him that seek His face”
The dictionary definition of pure is ‘not to be mixed with any other substance’
Only the pure in heart will desire to be gathered out of this world of wickedness, (Babylon) to experience a Zion environment and live the Celestial Law

The Saints are to be completely on the Lord’s side:  

3 Nephi 13:24: “For no man can serve two masters for either he will hate the one and love the other, or else he will hold to the one and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and Mammon.” 
Be Involved in the Three-Fold Mission of the Church
1. Redeeming the Dead

D&C 2:1-3: “Behold, I will reveal unto you the Priesthood, by the hand of Elijah the prophet, before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the Lord. And he shall plant in the hearts of the children the promises made to the fathers, and the hearts of the children shall turn to their fathers. If it were not so, the whole earth would be utterly wasted at his coming.” See Malachi 4:5-6
D&C 128:24: “Behold, the great day of the Lord is at hand; and who can abide the day of His coming, and who can stand when He appeareth…Let us, therefore, as a church and a people, and as Latter-day Saints, offer unto the Lord an offering in righteousness; and let us present in His holy temple when it is finished, a book containing the records of our dead, which shall be worthy of all acceptation.”  
D&C 110:13-16: “After this vision had closed, another great and glorious vision burst upon us; for Elijah the prophet, who was taken to heaven without tasting death, stood before us, and said: Behold, the time has fully come, which was spoken of by the mouth of Malachi--testifying that he [Elijah] should be sent, before the great and dreadful day of the Lord come-- To turn the hearts of the fathers to the children, and the children to the fathers, lest the whole earth be smitten with a curse-Therefore, the keys of this dispensation are committed into your hands; and by this ye may know that the great and dreadful day of the Lord is near, even at the doors.”
Prophet Joseph Smith stated: 
"I wish you to understand this subject, for it is important; and if you will receive it, this is the spirit of Elijah, that we redeem our dead, and connect ourselves with our fathers which are in heaven, and seal up our dead to come forth in the first resurrection; and here we want the power of Elijah to seal those who dwell on earth to those who dwell in heaven. This is the power of Elijah and the keys of the kingdom of Jehovah." (HC, 6:251-252)
The Times and Seasons reported on the October 1841 conference of the Church: 
"President Joseph Smith, by request of some of the Twelve, gave instructions on the doctrine of Baptism for the Dead, which was listened to with intense interest by the large assembly…… " This doctrine, he said, presented in a clear light, the wisdom and mercy of God, in preparing an ordinance for the salvation of the dead, being baptised by proxy, their names recorded in heaven, and they judged according to the deeds done in the body. This doctrine was the burden of the scriptures. Those saints who neglect it, in behalf of their deceased relatives, do it at the peril of their own salvation." (Times & Seasons, 2:578)

The Need for Temples in Redeeming the Dead 
D&C 124:28-32: “For there is not a place found on earth that he may come to and restore again that which was lost unto you, or which he hath taken away, even the fulness of the priesthood.  For a baptismal font there is not upon the earth, that they, my saints, may be baptized for those who are dead— For this ordinance belongeth to my house, and cannot be acceptable to me, only in the days of your poverty, wherein ye are not able to build a house unto me. But I command you, all ye my saints, to build a house unto me; and I grant unto you a sufficient time to build a house unto me; and during this time your baptisms shall be acceptable unto me. But behold, at the end of this appointment your baptisms for your dead shall not be acceptable unto me; and if you do not these things at the end of the appointment ye shall be rejected as a church, with your dead, saith the Lord your God." 

2. Preaching the Gospel 
See the studies in the folder Temple/Family History/Preach Gospel
The Gospel will be preached, and the cry of repentance heard before the Second Coming
Matthew 24:14: “And this gospel of the Kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come.” See Joseph Smith Matthew 1:31

The Priesthood are to Warn of the Desolation to come

The Lord has commanded His servants to warn of that which is to come: 

D&C 1:4: “And the voice of warning shall be unto all people, by the mouths of my disciples, whom I have chosen in these last days.”

D&C 33:10, 17: “Yea, open your mouths and they shall be filled, saying: Repent, repent, and prepare ye the way of the Lord, and make his paths straight; for the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand. …Wherefore, be faithful, praying always, having your lamps trimmed and burning, and oil with you, that you may be ready at the coming of the Bridegroom.”

D&C 34:6-8: “Lift up your voice as with the sound of a trump, both long and loud, and cry repentance unto a crooked and perverse generation, preparing the way of the Lord for His Second Coming. For behold, verily, verily, I say unto you, the time is soon at hand that I shall come in a cloud with power and great glory. And it shall be a great day at the time of my coming, for all nations shall tremble.”

D&C 39:19-21: “Go forth, crying with a loud voice, saying: ‘The kingdom of Heaven is at hand; crying Hosanna! Blessed be the name of the Most High God. Go forth baptizing with water, preparing the way before my face for the time of my coming. For the time is at hand; the day or the hour no man knoweth but it surely shall come.’”
D&C 43: 17-21: “Hearken ye, for, behold, the great day of the Lord is nigh at hand. For the day cometh that the Lord shall utter His voice out of Heaven…... Wherefore gird up your loins lest ye be found among the wicked. Lift up your voices and spare not. Call upon the nations to repent saying: ‘Prepare yourselves for the Great Day of the Lord. For if I, who am a man, do lift up my voice and call upon you to repent, and ye hate me, what will ye say when the day cometh when the thunders shall utter their voices from the ends of the earth, speaking to the ears of all that live saying- repent, and prepare for the Great Day of the lord.’”

D&C 63:36-37: “Wherefore, seeing that I, the Lord, have decreed all these things upon the face of the earth, I will that my saints should be assembled upon the land of Zion. And that every man should take righteousness in his hands and faithfulness upon his loins and lift a warning voice unto the inhabitants of the earth; and declare both by word and by flight that desolation shall come upon the wicked.”

D&C 63:57-58: “And again I say unto you, those who desire in their hearts in meekness, to warn sinners to repentance, let them be ordained unto this power. For this is a day of warning, and not a day of many words. For I, the Lord, am not to be mocked in the last days.”

D&C 65: 1, 3, 5: “Yea, whose voice is unto men-Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make His paths straight…Yea, a voice crying—Prepare ye the way of the Lord, prepare ye the supper of the Lamb, make ready for the Bridegroom. Call upon the Lord that his Kingdom may go forth upon the earth that the inhabitants thereof may receive it, and be prepared for the days to come, in the Son of Man shall come down in Heaven clothed in the brightness of His glory to meet the Kingdom of God which is set up on the earth.”

D&C 88:84: “To go forth among the Gentiles for the last time…. to bind up the law and seal up the testimony, and to prepare the saints for the hour of judgment which is to come.”

D&C 124:106: “And in all his journeyings let him lift up his voice as with the sound of a trump and warn the inhabitants of the earth to flee the wrath to come.”

D&C 133:37-38: “And this gospel shall be preached unto every nation, and kindred, and tongue, and people. And the servants of God shall go forth, saying with a loud voice: ‘Fear God and give glory to Him, for the hour of His judgment is come…’” See Revelations 14:6-7

The Gospel will be fully preached to the Gentile nations-the Heathen nations redeemed after the Second Coming

D&C 133:8-10: “Send forth the elders of my church unto the nations which are afar off; unto the islands of the sea; send forth unto foreign lands; call upon all nations, first upon the Gentiles, and then upon the Jews. And behold, and lo, this shall be their cry, and the voice of the Lord unto all people: Go ye forth unto the land of Zion, that the borders of my people may be enlarged, and that her stakes may be strengthened, and that Zion may go forth unto the regions round about. Yea, let the cry go forth among all people: Awake and arise and go forth to meet the Bridegroom; behold and lo, the Bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet him. Prepare yourselves for the Great Day of the Lord.”

Gentile Nations: The period of time from the restoration of the gospel to the Gathering to Zion is known as the ‘Times of the Gentiles’. D&C 45:28-29. After this period when the times of the Gentiles are fulfilled the Gospel will be taken to the Jews. See D&C 45:25, 30

The Gentile nations according to the meaning given in the Doctrine and Covenants are those nations, which have had Christianity in one form, or another introduced to them as a preparation to receive the gospel message. They also have had a good scattering of the House of Israel amongst them. 

The Heathen nations like India, Pakistan, China, Indonesia Iran, Iraq and the Arab lands, etc are those whose main religion is not Christianity.
The scriptures teach that the Heathen nations will mostly have their opportunity to receive the gospel after the Second Coming: 

D&C 45:54 “And then (that is after the Second Coming) shall the heathen nations be redeemed, and they that knew no law shall have part in the first resurrection; and it shall be tolerable for them.” see D&C 90:9-10; 75:2

As a result of the preaching of the Gospel, and the building of the church worldwide the ‘Army of Israel’ has become very great and is being sanctified before the Lord as prophesied:

D&C 105:31: “But first let my army become very great, and let it be sanctified before me, that it may become fair as the sun, and clear as the moon, and that her banners may be terrible unto all nations. 

D&C 133:38: “And the servants of God shall go forth, saying with a loud voice: Fear God and give glory to him, for the hour of His judgment is come.”
Ezekiel 33: 7: “So thou, Son of Man, I have set thee a watchman unto the House of Israel; therefore thou shalt hear the word at my mouth, and warn them from me…if thou dost not speak to warn the wicked from his way, that wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand. Nevertheless, if thou warn the wicked of his way to turn from it; if he do not turn from his way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy soul.” (See Ezekiel 3:11-21)
3. Strengthening the Church 
The church is first to be built up in all nations and then the saints are to be strengthened and prepared for the future gathering to Zion, as the following scriptures testify: 

D&C 45:64-66, 69: “The elders are to  (1)….call upon the inhabitants to repent, and inasmuch as they do repent, build up churches unto me (2) and with one heart and with one mind, gather up your riches that ye may purchase an inheritance which shall hereafter be appointed unto you, and it shall be called the New Jerusalem, a land of peace, a city of refuge, a place of safety for the saints of the Most High God. And there shall be Gathered unto it out of every nation under heaven; and it shall be the only people that shall not be at war one with another.” 
D&C 101:74: “(1) And the churches…when they are built up, if they will hearken unto this counsel (2) they may buy lands and gather together upon them; and in this way, they may establish Zion” 
D&C 42:1, 8-9: “Hearken, O ye elders of my church…… (1).ye shall build up my church in every region (2) until the time shall come when it shall be revealed unto you from on High, when the City of the New Jerusalem shall be prepared, that ye may Gathered in one, that ye may be my people and I will be your God” 
D&C 31:7-8: “(1) And I will establish a church by your hand; and (2) you shall strengthen them and prepare them against the time when they shall be Gathered” 
D&C 58:48-49: “And let them (1) build up churches, inasmuch as the inhabitants of the earth will repent. And let their (2) be an agent appointed by the voice of the church…to receive moneys to purchase lands in Zion” 

The above scriptures correspond with the remarks of the Savior to the Nephites: 

3 Nephi 21:22-24: “But if they will repent and hearken unto my words, and harden not their hearts, (1) I will establish my church among them….and they shall assist my people, the remnant of Jacob, and also as many of the House of Israel as shall come, (2) that they may build a city, which shall be called the New Jerusalem. And then shall they assist my people that they may be gathered in, who are scattered upon all the face of the land, in unto the New Jerusalem.”
The House of Israel, the Lord’s people are first to be restored to the true fold of God and then they are to be gathered to Zion as one people. (Numbers added)

D&C 84:2: “Yea, the word of the Lord concerning His church, established in the last days for (1) the Restoration of His people, as He has spoken by the mouth of His prophets, and (2) for the Gathering of His saints to stand upon mount Zion, which shall be the City of the New Jerusalem” 
All of the above scriptures teach in plainness and simplicity that the church is first to be established, strengthened, and built up in all regions. Then when the appointed time arrives the saints are to gather to establish the New Jerusalem in preparation for the Second Coming. The first stage of this plan has found fulfilment in the establishment and building up of the church through wards, and stakes supported by Temples in many nations of the Earth. The second stage of the Gathering to Zion will not take place until the time of the Final Harvest.

Wise Virgins will Need to Flee to Zion-the New Jerusalem
When the time arrives the Parable of the Ten Virgins will be fulfilled: See Matthew 25:1-13: 
As the Bridegroom tarried all the virgins ‘slumbered and slept’. Then ‘at midnight, there was a cry made, ‘Behold the Bridegroom Cometh; go ye out to meet Him.’
Where do the wise virgins go to meet the Bridegroom? 
The virgins represent members of the church. When the cry is made to meet the Bridegroom where do the wise virgins go? Where is the Marriage to take place? The scriptures state “Until that hour (midnight) there will be foolish virgins among the wise; and at that hour cometh an entire separation of the righteous and the wicked.” D&C 63:54 
Where are the righteous separated to? The answer is clearly given in scripture: 
D&C 133:10-14, 19: “Yea let the cry go forth among all people: Awake and arise and go forth to meet the Bridegroom: behold and lo the Bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet him. Prepare yourselves for the Great Day of the Lord. Watch, therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour. Let them, therefore, who are among the Gentiles flee unto Zion. And let them who be of Judah flee unto Jerusalem, unto the Mountains of the Lord’s house. Go ye out from among the nations, even from Babylon, from the midst of wickedness, which is spiritual Babylon….Wherefore, prepare ye for the coming of the Bridegroom; go ye , go ye out to meet Him.” 
Who is it that makes the cry referred to in Matthew 25:6 above? The Lord states:
D&C 133:7-9: “Yea, verily I say unto you again, the time has come when the voice of the Lord is unto you: Go ye out of Babylon; gather ye out from among the nations, from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other. Send forth the elders of my church unto the nations which are afar off; unto the islands of the sea; send forth unto foreign lands; call upon all nations, first upon the Gentiles, and then upon the Jews. And behold, and lo, this shall be their cry, and the voice of the Lord unto all people: ‘Go ye forth unto the Land of Zion, that the borders of my people maybe enlarged, and her stakes may be strengthened, and that Zion may go forth unto the regions round about’” (D&C 38:42, D&C 86:7, D&C 101:64-70)
It is only by Gathering to the Land of Zion-The New Jerusalem that the Lord’s people will have their “lamps trimmed and burning, and oil with you, that you may be ready for the Bridegroom.” (D&C 33:1) Zion is to “put on her beautiful garments” and to make the final preparations for the ‘marriage of the lamb’ (See D&C 58:7-11) Zion the New Jerusalem is the place where the Marriage of the Bride (the church D&C 109:73-74) and the Bridegroom will take place, and where the saints, as the wise virgins, will partake of the supper of the Lord.
The Parable of the Wheat and the Tares-The Gathering to Zion
D&C 86:7: “Therefore, let the wheat and the tares grow together until the harvest is fully ripe; then ye shall first gather out the wheat from among the tares, and after the gathering of the wheat, behold and lo, the tares are bound in bundles and the field remaineth to be burned.” 
In Preparation where will the ‘wheat’ be gathered when the harvest is fully ripe? 
This is clearly explained by the Lord in Doctrine and Covenants Section 101.
D&C 101: 64-74: “That the work of the gathering together of my saints may continue, that I may be build them up unto my name upon the holy places; for the time of harvest is come, and my word must needs be fulfilled. Therefore, I must gather together my people, according to the parable of the wheat and the tares that the wheat may be secured in the garners to possess Eternal Life, and be crowned with Celestial Glory….  while the tares shall be bound in bundles and their bands made strong, that they may be burned with unquenchable fire. 
Therefore, a commandment I give unto all the churches that they shall continue to gather together unto the places which I appointed. Nevertheless, as I have said unto you in a former commandment (See D&C 63:24-36)…. Let all things be prepared before you. And in order that all things be prepared before you, observe the commandment which I have given concerning these things-Which saith or teacheth, to purchase all the lands with money, which can be purchased for money, in the region round about the land which I have appointed to be the land of Zion, for the beginning of the gathering of my saints. All the land which can be purchased in Jackson County and the counties round about, and leave the residue in mine hand. 
Now verily I say unto you, let all the churches gather together all their moneys; let these things be done in their time, but not in haste; and observe to have all things prepared before you And let honorable men be appointed, even wise men and send them to purchase the lands. And the churches…when they are built up, if they will hearken unto this counsel they may buy lands and gather together upon them; and in this way they may establish Zion” 
This scripture plainly states that the Land of Zion-the New Jerusalem is the place where ‘the wheat’ will be secured. When the churches are ‘built up’ they are to buy the designated lands at the appointed time and then gather upon them to establish a Zion community. 
Become a Separate People
See the study The Separation of the Righteous and Wicked
Latter day Saints will need to become a separate people in fulfillment of the Parable of the Wheat and Tares 

D&C 63:54: “And until that hour there will be foolish virgins among the wise; and at that hour cometh an entire separation of the righteous and the wicked; and in that day will I send mine angels to pluck out the wicked and cast them into unquenchable fire.”

2 Nephi 30:10: “For the time speedily cometh that the Lord God shall cause a great division among the people, and the wicked will He destroy; and He will spare his people, yea, even if it so be that He must destroy the wicked by fire”
Matthew 13:24-30 JST: “Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, the Kingdom of Heaven is likened unto a man which sowed good seed in his field: But while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat, and went his way. But when the blade was sprung up, and brought forth fruit, then appeared the tares also. So, the servants of the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst not thou sow good seed in thy field? from whence then hath it tares? He said unto them, an enemy hath done this. The servants said unto him, wilt thou then that we go and gather them up? But he said, nay; lest while ye gather up the tares, ye root up also the wheat with them. Let both grow together until the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, gather ye together first the wheat into my barn; and the tares are bound in bundles to be burned.” JST 
Matthew 13:47-48: “Again, the Kingdom of Heaven is like unto a net, that was cast into the sea, and gathered of every kind: Which, when it was full, they drew to shore, and sat down, and gathered the good into vessels, but cast the bad away.” 
It is only through this separation that the righteous will be preserved from the final destructions of the last days

Revelations 18:4-5: “And I heard another voice from Heaven saying, ‘Come out of her my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues, for her sins have reached into Heaven, and God hath remembered her’” 
D&C 1:14-15: “And the arm of the Lord shall be revealed; and the day cometh that they who will not hear the voice of the Lord, neither the voice of His servants, neither give heed to the words of the prophets and apostles, shall be cut off from among the people; For they have strayed from mine ordinances, and have broken mine Everlasting Covenant”
D&C 63:33, 36-37: “I have sworn in my wrath, and decreed wars upon the face of the earth, and the wicked shall slay the wicked, and fear shall come upon every man; and the saints shall hardly escape…… Wherefore, seeing that I, the Lord, have decreed all these things upon the face of the earth, I will that my saints should be assembled upon the land of Zion. And that every man should take righteousness in his hands and faithfulness upon his loins, and lift a warning voice unto the inhabitants of the earth; and declare both by word and by flight that desolation shall come upon the wicked.”
Be Willing to Gather to The New Jerusalem

D&C 29:8-9: “Wherefore the decree hath gone forth from the Father that they shall be gathered in unto one place upon the face of this land, to prepare their hearts and be prepared in all things against the day when tribulation and desolation are sent forth upon the wicked. For the hour is nigh and the day soon at hand when the earth is ripe; and all the proud and they that do wickedly shall be as stubble; and I will burn them up, saith the Lord of Hosts, that wickedness shall not be upon the earth.”

D&C 45:64-66, 68-69: “Call upon the inhabitants to repent, and inasmuch as they do repent, build up churches unto me. And with one heart and with one mind, gather up your riches that ye may purchase an inheritance which shall hereafter be appointed unto you, and it shall be called the New Jerusalem, a land of peace, a city of refuge, a place of safety for the saints of the Most High God…and it shall come to pass among the wicked, that every man that will not take his sword against his neighbour must needs flee unto Zion for safety and there shall be gathered unto it out of every nation under heaven; and it shall be the only people that shall not be at war one with another.”

D&C 58:7-9, 11 extracts: “And also that you might be honoured in laying the foundation, and in bearing record of the land upon which the Zion of God shall stand; and also that a feast of fat things might be prepared for the poor…..Yea a supper of the house of the lord, well prepared, unto which all nations shall be invited….unto the marriage of the lamb, and partake of the supper of the Lord, prepared for the great day of the Lord.”                          

D&C 97:22-25: “For behold, and lo, vengeance cometh speedily upon the ungodly as the whirlwind; and who shall escape it? The Lord’s scourge shall pass over by night and by day, and the report thereof shall vex all people; yea, it shall not be stayed until the Lord come; for the indignation of the Lord is kindled against their abominations and all their wicked works. Nevertheless, Zion shall escape if she observe to do all things whatsoever I have commanded her” 

D&C 101:11-18 extracts: “Mine indignation is soon to be poured out without measure upon all nations; and this will I do when the cup of their iniquity is full. And in that day, all who are found upon the watch –tower, or in other words, all mine Israel, shall be saved. And all they who have been scattered shall be gathered…. therefore, let your hearts be comforted concerning Zion; for all flesh is in my hands; be still and know that I am God. Zion shall not be moved out of her place, notwithstanding her children are scattered. They that remain, and are pure in heart, shall return, and come to their inheritances….to build up the waste places of Zion.” 

D&C 101:22-23: “Behold, it is my will, that all they who call on my name, and worship me according to mine everlasting gospel, should gather together, and stand in holy places; and prepare for the revelation which is to come, when the veil of the covering of my temple, in my tabernacle, which hideth the earth, shall be taken off, and all flesh shall see me together.” (See 45:32; 87:8 Stand in Holy Places) 

D&C 133:4-5, 7-10, 12, 14-15, 17, 19: “Wherefore, prepare ye, prepare ye O my people; sanctify yourselves; gather ye together, O ye people of my church, upon the Land of Zion. Go ye out from Babylon. Be ye clean that bear the vessels of the lord. (7-9)…. the time has come when the voice of the lord is unto you; Go ye out of Babylon; gather ye out from among the nations, from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other…. go forth unto the Land of Zion…
(10) Yea, let the cry go forth among all people: Awake and arise and go forth to meet the Bridegroom; behold and lo, the Bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet Him. Prepare yourselves for the great day of the Lord (12) Let them, therefore who are among the Gentiles flee unto Zion. (14-15) Go ye out from among the nations, even from Babylon, from the midst of wickedness let not your flight be in haste but let all things be prepared before you (17) Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make His paths straight, for the hour of His Coming is nigh. (19) Wherefore, prepare ye for the coming of the Bridegroom.”

D&C 38:42: “And go ye out from among the wicked. Save yourselves. Be ye clean that bear the vessels of the Lord.” 
D&C 133:14: “Go ye out from among them the nations, even from Babylon, from the midst of wickedness, which is spiritual Babylon.” 
Be Willing to Obey The Law of Consecration When Introduced
It is important to realize that Zion the New Jerusalem cannot be established without the Law of Consecration administered under the United Order. It is only through observance of the United Order that the saints will receive an inheritance and stewardship in the Land of Zion: 

D&C 105:5: “And are not united according to the union required by the Law of the Celestial Kingdom; And Zion cannot be built up unless it is by the principles of the law of the Celestial Kingdom; otherwise I cannot receive her unto myself.” 
D&C 105:28-29: “And to have sent wise men to fulfil that which I have commanded concerning the purchasing of all the lands in Jackson County that can be purchased, and in the adjoining counties round about. For it is my will that these lands should be purchased; and after they are purchased that my saints should possess them according to the Laws of Consecration which I have given” 
President Wilford Woodruff stated: “Jesus will never receive the Zion of God unless its people are united according to Celestial Law, for all who go into the presence of God; have to go there by this law. Enoch had to practice this law, and we shall have to do the same if we are ever accepted of God as he was. It has been promised that the New Jerusalem will be built up in our day and generation, and it will have to be done by the United Order of Zion and according to Celestial Law.” Journal of Discourses vol. 17 pages 250   9 October 1874

The Law of Consecration will apply to all who would become part of Zion the New Jerusalem: 

No member of the Church will be exempt from the obligation to live the United Order and obey the Law of Consecration when they gather to the Land of Zion the New Jerusalem to receive an inheritance. The Lord makes this fact clear in the scriptures that follow: 

D&C 58:35-36: “It is wisdom in me that my servant Martin Harris should be an example unto the church, in laying his moneys before the bishop of the church. And also, this is a law unto every man that cometh unto this land to receive an inheritance; and he shall do with his moneys according as the law directs.” 
D&C 72:15: “…For according to the law every man that cometh up to Zion must lay all things before the bishop in Zion.” 
D&C 70:9-10: “Behold, this is what the Lord requires of every man in his stewardship, even as I, the Lord, have appointed or shall hereafter appoint unto any man. And behold, none are exempt from this Law who belong to the church of the living God.” 

D&C 85:3: “It is contrary to the will and commandment of God that those who receive not their inheritance by consecration, agreeable to his Law, which He has given, that He may Tithe His people, to prepare them against the day of vengeance and burning, should have their names enrolled with the people of God.” 
The revelations using the term Tithe prior to section 105 are referring to the Law of Consecration and not the Law of Tithing as practised by the Church today. For example the statement made by the Lord “For he that is tithed shall not be burnt at His Coming” (D&C 64:23) is not referring to our practice of giving just one-tenth of our income but to the Law of Consecration. See the heading to section 119: 

Heading to Doctrine and Covenants Section 119: “The Law of Tithing, as understood today, had not been given to the church previous to this revelation. The term “tithing” in the prayer just quoted and in previous revelations (64:23; 85:3; 97:11) had meant not just one-tenth but all free will offerings, or contributions, to the church funds. The Lord had previously given to the church the Law of Consecration and Stewardship of property, which members entered into a covenant that was to be everlasting.”
Pray for the Second Coming

D&C 133:40-49: “Calling upon the name of the Lord day and night, saying: O that thou wouldst rend the heavens, that thou wouldst come down, that the mountains might flow down at thy presence. And it shall be answered upon their heads; for the presence of the Lord shall be as the melting fire that burneth, and as the fire which causeth the waters to boil.

O Lord, thou shalt come down to make thy name known to thine adversaries, and all nations shall tremble at thy presence—When thou doest terrible things, things they look not for.
44-49: Yea, when thou comest down, and the mountains flow down at thy presence, thou shalt meet him who rejoiceth and worketh righteousness, who remembereth thee in thy ways. For since the beginning of the world have not men heard nor perceived by the ear, neither hath any eye seen, O God, besides thee, how great things thou hast prepared for him that waiteth for thee.

And it shall be said: ‘Who is this that cometh down from God in heaven with dyed garments; yea, from the regions which are not known, clothed in his glorious apparel, traveling in the greatness of his strength? And he shall say: ‘I am he who spake in righteousness, mighty to save.’ And the Lord shall be red in his apparel, and his garments like him that treadeth in the wine-vat. And so great shall be the glory of his presence that the sun shall hide his face in shame, and the moon shall withhold its light, and the stars shall be hurled from their places.

Looking Forward-Being Prepared for the Second Coming:
“I have been studying details the Second Coming of Jesus Christ over the last few weeks. I have created several smaller studies to develop my understanding, such as “the timing of the Second Coming; the need to prepare; how to prepare. I started yesterday a study of the signs of the Second Coming. I reviewed such scriptures such as: 
D&C 35:15-16: “And the poor and the meek shall have the gospel preached unto them, and they shall be looking forth for the time of my Coming, for it is nigh at hand-- And they shall learn the parable of the fig-tree, for even now already summer is nigh.” 

Personal Dream 24 Feb 2017
“In the middle of the night I had a dream after which I awoke and wrote down details. It was very vivid and made an immediate impression upon me. I was in the back of a left-hand drive police car. I was sat behind the policeman driving the car. He was looking down at something and so was his companion. I could see the traffic had stopped and he was going to hit the car in front. I cried out loudly watch out. We crashed and hit the car in front. We got out of the car. There were other policeman about who seem to comfort the driver even though he was clearly at fault. 
The policeman who was driving was not “looking forward” and his companion was not watching either, so we crashed. It was given to me in interpretation that it was symbolic of what is going to happen in respect of the church. Those who are in the driving seat and have the keys are not sufficiently looking forward to the Second Coming. They are not watching carefully enough. Therefore, the church is going to be involved in a crash, whether caused by economic circumstances, civil disobedience, war or whatever. Things will not continue the same as they are at present and there needs to be preparation for future events. 

The church should be looking forward and planning towards the Second Coming. The Tendency now is to constantly look back at the restoration and early history to defend the church and look for inspiration. It is time to build on that solid foundation and look to the future. The church should not be a number game-the number of Temples, Stakes, missions, missionaries, converts, and numbers on the membership rolls. Rather it should concentrate on how best to sanctify and protect its members from the evil surrounding them. END
