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Introduction

The New and Everlasting Covenant is the plan given by Heavenly Father in the pre-mortal existence for the return of His children back into His Presence in the Celestial Kingdom.
It is the Fulness of the Gospel of Jesus Christ
The Doctrine and Covenants contains the New and Everlasting Covenant to modern Israel until the Second Coming of Jesus Christ.  It is not just a history book of past revelations that applied to the early Saints It was given as the bedrock of beliefs and commandments of the church up to the Second Coming of the Lord as the following scripture testifies.
D&C 45:9: “And even so I have sent mine everlasting covenant into the world, to be a light to the world, and to be a standard for my people, and for the Gentiles to seek to it, and to be a messenger before my face to prepare the way before me.”
It is a bond or binding agreement with consequences if broken. 
D&C 78:11-12: “Wherefore a commandment I give unto you to prepare and organize yourselves by a bond or everlasting covenant that cannot be broken. And he who breaketh it shall lose his office and standing in the church…..”
The following is taken from the Doctrine and Covenants Instructor’s Guide: Religion 324-325, (1981), Pages 49–50

“The New and Everlasting Covenant is the Fulness of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

It is New because it has been revealed or restored in each dispensation of time.

It is Everlasting because it never changes-the things that would save a man in Adam’s day are the very things that will save a man today.
The New and Everlasting Covenant is a contractual arrangement in which God and man agree to abide by certain terms and conditions in return for certain benefits.

Man agrees to keep all of God’s commandments and observe every ordinance of salvation.

God, in return, agrees to share with man all the blessings and benefits of Eternal Life.” END

Mormon prophesied that the New and Everlasting Covenant would be restored.
3 Nephi 5:25: “And as he hath covenanted with all the house of Jacob, even so shall the covenant wherewith he hath covenanted with the house of Jacob be fulfilled in his own due time, unto the restoring all the house of Jacob unto the knowledge of the covenant that he hath covenanted with them.”
Jeremiah Prophesied of a New Covenant with the House of Israel
Jeremiah 31:31-34: “Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, that I will make a New Covenant with the House of Israel, and with the House of Judah: Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the Lord: But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith the Lord, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people. And they shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for they shall all know me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith the Lord: for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.”
The New and Everlasting Covenant is the Fulness of the Gospel of Jesus Christ

The New and Everlasting Covenant of modern Israel comprises all the Laws and ordinances of the gospel of Jesus Christ. It is the Fulness of the Gospel of Jesus Christ: 

D&C 1:17, 22-23: “Wherefore, I the Lord, knowing the calamity which should come upon the inhabitants of the earth, called upon my servant Joseph Smith, Jun., and spake unto him from heaven, and gave him commandments…… That mine Everlasting Covenant might be established; That the fulness of my gospel might be proclaimed by the weak and the simple unto the ends of the world, and before kings and rulers.”. 
D&C 66:2: “Verily I say unto you, blessed are you for receiving mine Everlasting Covenant, even the fulness of my gospel, sent forth unto the children of men, that they might have life and be made partakers of the glories which are to be revealed in the last days, as it was written by the prophets and apostles in days of old.”
D&C 35:12: “And there are none that doeth good except those who are ready to receive the fulness of my Gospel, which I have sent forth unto this generation.”
D&C 35:17: “And I have sent forth the fulness of my gospel by the hand of my servant Joseph; and in weakness have I blessed him.”

D&C 39:11: “Thou shalt preach the fulness of my gospel, which I have sent forth in these last days, the covenant which I have sent forth to recover my people, which are of the house of Israel.”
D&C 45:28: “And when the times of the Gentiles is come in, a light shall break forth among them that sit in darkness, and it shall be the fulness of my gospel.”

The Old Covenant was given through Moses.

Deuteronomy 5:1-2 “And Moses called all Israel, and said unto them, Hear, O Israel, the statutes and judgments which I speak in your ears this day, that ye may learn them, and keep, and do them. The Lord our God made a covenant with us in Horeb.”
Jesus Christ is the Mediator of the New and Everlasting Covenant
D&C 76:69: “These are they who are just men made perfect through Jesus the Mediator of the New Covenant, who wrought out this perfect atonement through the shedding of his own blood.”

The Lord will Keep His Part of the Covenant
D&C 82:10: “I, the Lord, am bound when ye do what I say; but when ye do not what I say, ye have no promise.”
D&C 84:40: “Therefore, all those who receive the priesthood, receive this oath and covenant of my Father, which he cannot break, neither can it be moved.”
D&C 109:1 “Thanks be to thy name, O Lord God of Israel, who keeps covenant and showest mercy unto thy servants who walk uprightly before thee, with all their hearts.”

Deuteronomy 7:9: “Know therefore that the Lord thy God, he is God, the faithful God, which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love him and keep his commandments to a thousand generations.”
1 Kings 8:23:  “And Solomon stood before the altar of the Lord in the presence of all the congregation of Israel and spread forth his hands toward heaven: And he said, Lord God of Israel, there is no God like thee, in heaven above, or on earth beneath, who keepest covenant and mercy with thy servants that walk before thee with all their heart.”
The Saints are the Covenant People of God

D&C 42:36: “That my covenant people may be gathered in one in that day when I shall come to my temple. And this I do for the salvation of my people.”
1 Nephi 14:14: “And it came to pass that I, Nephi, beheld the power of the Lamb of God, that it descended upon the saints of the church of the Lamb, and upon the covenant people of the Lord, who were scattered upon all the face of the earth; and they were armed with righteousness and with the power of God in great glory.
2 Nephi 30:2: “For behold, I say unto you that as many of the Gentiles as will repent are the covenant people of the Lord; and as many of the Jews as will not repent shall be cast off; for the Lord covenanteth with none save it be with them that repent and believe in his Son, who is the Holy One of Israel.

3 Nephi 20: 18-19, 21-22, 25-26 “And I will gather my people together as a man gathereth his sheaves into the floor. For I will make my people with whom the Father hath covenanted, yea, I will make thy horn iron, and I will make thy hoofs brass. …..

(21) And it shall come to pass that I will establish my people, O house of Israel. And behold, this people will I establish in this land, unto the fulfilling of the covenant which I made with your father Jacob; and it shall be a New Jerusalem. And the powers of heaven shall be in the midst of this people; yea, even I will be in the midst of you.

(25) And behold, ye are the children of the prophets; and ye are of the house of Israel; and ye are of the covenant which the Father made with your fathers, saying unto Abraham: And in thy seed shall all the kindreds of the earth be blessed. The Father having raised me up unto you first and sent me to bless you in turning away every one of you from his iniquities; and this because ye are the children of the covenant.”

The Saints are to Remember the New and Everlasting Covenant
D&C 88: 133: “Art thou a brother or brethren? I salute you in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, in token or remembrance of the Everlasting Covenant, in which covenant I receive you to fellowship, in a determination that is fixed, immovable, and unchangeable, to be your friend and brother through the grace of God in the bonds of love, to walk in all the commandments of God blameless, in thanksgiving, forever and ever. Amen.”

D&C 90: 24: “Search diligently, pray always, and be believing and all things shall work together for your good, if ye walk uprightly and remember the covenant wherewith ye have covenanted one with another.”

I Chronicles 16:1, 10-17, 40: (1:) So they brought the ark of God and set it in the midst of the tent that David had pitched for it: and they offered burnt sacrifices and peace offerings before God. (Which contained the Law of Moses The covenant of ancient Israel)?
(10-17): Glory ye in his holy name: let the heart of them rejoice that seek the Lord. Seek the Lord and his strength, seek his face continually. Remember his marvellous works that he hath done, his wonders, and the judgments of his mouth; O ye seed of Israel his servant, ye children of Jacob, his chosen ones. He is the Lord our God; his judgments are in all the earth. Be ye mindful always of his covenant; the word which he commanded to a thousand generations; Even of the covenant which he made with Abraham, and of his oath unto Isaac; And hath confirmed the same to Jacob for a law, and to Israel for an Everlasting Covenant.

(40): To do according to all that is written in the law of the Lord, which he commanded Israel.”
Members will be Proved to see if they will Abide in the Covenant

D&C 98:11-15: “And I give unto you a commandment that ye shall forsake all evil and cleave unto all good, that ye shall live by every word which proceedeth forth out of the mouth of God. For He will give unto the faithful line upon line, precept upon precept; and I will try you and prove you herewith. And whoso layeth down his life in my cause, for my name’s sake, shall find it again, even Life Eternal. Therefore, be not afraid of your enemies, for I have decreed in my heart, saith the Lord, that I will prove you in all things, whether you will abide in my covenant, even unto death, that you may be found worthy. For if ye will not abide in my covenant ye are not worthy of me”
Covenants are kept by Sacrifice.
D&C 97:8: “Verily I say unto you, all among them who know their hearts are honest, and are broken, and their spirits contrite and are willing to observe their covenants by sacrifice-yea every sacrifice which I the Lord shall command-they are accepted of me”. 
D&C 132:49-51: “I seal upon you your exaltation …. I have seen your sacrifices and will forgive all your sins; I have seen your sacrifices in obedience to that which I have told you… as I accepted the offering of Abraham of his son Isaac. For I did it, saith the Lord, to prove you all, as I did Abraham, and that I might require an offering at your hand, by covenant and sacrifice”. 
Psalm 50:5: “Gather my saints together unto me; those that have made a covenant with me by sacrifice.”
Purposes of the New and Everlasting Covenant

D&C 45:9: “And even so I have sent mine Everlasting Covenant into the world, 
(1) to be a light to the world, 
(2) and to be a standard for my people, and for the Gentiles to seek to it, and 
(3) to be a messenger before my face to prepare the way before me.”
As a Preparation for “those things which are coming on the earth

D&C 133:57-58: “And for this cause, that men might be made partakers of the glories which were to be revealed, the Lord sent forth the fulness of his gospel, his Everlasting Covenant, reasoning in plainness and simplicity—To prepare the weak for those things which are coming on the earth, and for the Lord’s errand in the day when the weak shall confound the wise, and the little one become a strong nation, and two shall put their tens of thousands to flight.”

It is also to receive a fulness of God’s glory.
D&C 132:6: “And as pertaining to the New and Everlasting Covenant, it was instituted for (to receive) the fulness of my glory; and he that receiveth a fulness thereof must and shall abide the law, or he shall be damned, saith the Lord God.”

The nations of the earth will eventually bow down to the Everlasting Covenant
D&C 49:9-10: “Wherefore, I say unto you that I have sent unto you mine Everlasting Covenant, even that which was from the beginning. And that which I have promised I have so fulfilled, and the nations of the earth shall bow to it; and, if not of themselves, they shall come down, for that which is now exalted of itself shall be laid low of power.
Members are to be Taught to Observe their Covenants. 

D&C 107:89: “Again, the duty of the president over the office of elders is to preside over ninety-six elders, and to sit in council with them, and to teach them according to the covenants.” (See v 85-87) 
D&C 25:13: “Wherefore, lift up thy heart and rejoice, and cleave unto the covenants which thou hast made.

D&C 33:14: “And ye shall remember the church articles and covenants to keep them.”
D&C 35:24: “Keep all the commandments and covenants by which ye are bound; and I will cause the heavens to shake for your good
D&C 42:13: “And they shall observe the covenants and church articles to do them, and these shall be their teachings, as they shall be directed by the Spirit.”

D&C 42:78: “And again, every person who belongeth to this church of Christ shall observe to keep all the commandments and covenants of the church.”

All Laws of God are Part of the New and Everlasting Covenant

The Law of God is the Eternal Law of the Celestial Kingdom. This includes principles such as Love, Truth, Justice, Mercy, Grace, Wisdom, Equity, Power, Glory, Obedience, Sacrifice, Consecration, Compassion, Forgiveness, Longsuffering, Humility, Meekness, Knowledge, Chastity, Holiness, Perfection, Faithfulness, Order, Kindness, and Patience. 

The ‘New and Everlasting Covenant’ of modern Israel comprises all the laws and ordinances of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. These are contained in the book Doctrine and Covenants. 

The saints are admonished to live all the commandments given to them. 

D&C 14:6: “Seek to bring forth and establish my Zion. Keep my commandments in all things.”

D&C 35:24: “Keep all the commandments and covenants by which ye are bound; and I will cause the heavens to shake for your good, and Satan shall tremble and Zion shall rejoice upon the hills and flourish.”
D&C 42:29: “If thou lovest me thou shalt serve me and keep all my commandments.” 

D&C 98:11: “And I give unto you a commandment, that ye shall forsake all evil and cleave unto all good, that ye shall live by every word which proceedeth forth out of the mouth of God.”
Matthew 4:4: “But He answered and said, ‘It is written, man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God”.
Deuteronomy 26:18: “And the Lord hath avouched thee this day to be his peculiar people, as he hath promised thee, and that thou shouldest keep all his commandments.”
The Saints need to live the full law to be justified:
D&C 88:36, 38-39: “All kingdoms have a Law given…. and unto every kingdom is given a Law; and unto every Law there are certain bounds and conditions. All beings who abide not in those conditions are not justified.” 
D&C 64:13-14: “And this ye shall do that God may be glorified--not because ye forgive not, having not compassion, but that ye may be justified in the eyes of the Law, that ye may not offend him who is your Lawgiver-- Verily I say, for this cause ye shall do these things.” 

D&C 42:5: “He that receiveth my Law and doeth it, the same is my disciple; and he that saith he receiveth it and doeth it not, the same is not my disciple, and shall be cast out from among you.”
The transgression of one law offends the whole of the New and Everlasting Covenant.
James 2:10-11: “For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all. For he that said, Do not commit adultery, said also, Do not kill. Now if thou commit no adultery, yet if thou kill, thou art become a transgressor of the law. 

D&C 18:46: “And after you have received this if you keep not my commandments you cannot be saved in the Kingdom of my Father.”

Love God and serve Him in the name of Christ.

Love thy Neighbour as thyself. 

Thou shalt not speak evil of thy neighbour.

Thou shalt not kill.

Thou shalt not steal.

Thou shalt not lie.

Thou shalt love thy wife with all thy heart.

Honour thy Father and Mother

Thou shalt not commit adultery.

Do not take the name of God in Vain
Thou shalt not be idle.

Thou wilt remember the poor.

Thou shalt not covet.

Let all things be done in cleanliness before me.

Thou shalt thank the Lord thy God in all things.

Thou shalt offer a sacrifice unto the Lord thy God...that of a broken heart and a contrite spirit.

Keep the Sabbath Day Holy

Thou shalt go to the house of prayer and offer up thy sacraments upon my Holy Day
Thy vows shall be offered up in righteousness on all days and at all times.

Do these things with thanksgiving, with cheerful hearts and countenances.

Let no man break the Laws of the land.

Men should be anxiously engaged in a good cause and do many things of their own free will.

Assist the poor and Needy.

Visit the Sick and afflicted.

The Lord willeth that the disciples should purchase this whole region of country, as soon as… 

Wherefore, I say unto you, that ye ought to forgive one another.

And if thy brother or sister offend thee
Behold, it is said in my laws, or forbidden, to get in debt to thine enemies.

Obey the Ordinances of God-Baptism-Sacrament-Priesthood-Temple

Being Temperate in all things
It is a commandment to Pray.

Listen, Hearken, Search and Obtain Knowledge of God (give diligent heed)

Be Diligent in All Things

Be Faithful

Be Repentant

Be Wise

Be Humble

Be Meek
Endure to the End
(This list is not comprehensive)
All Ordinances are Part of the New and Everlasting Covenant 
Baptism is a New and Everlasting Covenant

Concerning baptism the Lord has said all old covenants are done away.

D&C 22:1-3: “Behold, I say unto you that all old covenants have I caused to be done away in this thing; and this is a New and an Everlasting Covenant, even that which was from the beginning. Wherefore, although a man should be baptized an hundred times it availeth him nothing, for you cannot enter in at the strait gate by the law of Moses, neither by your dead works. For it is because of your dead works that I have caused this last covenant and this church to be built up unto me, even as in days of old.”

The covenant of Baptism is contained in the scripture D&C 20:37. Those baptised are ‘to take them the name of Jesus Christ having a determination to serve him to the end’ 
The covenant is also outlined by Alma at the waters of Mormon

Mosiah 18:8-10: “And it came to pass that he said unto them: ‘Behold, here are the waters of Mormon (for thus were they called) and now, as ye are desirous to come into the fold of God, and to be called his people, and are willing to bear one another’s burdens, that they may be light; Yea, and are willing to mourn with those that mourn; yea, and comfort those that stand in need of comfort, and to stand as witnesses of God at all times and in all things, and in all places that ye may be in, even until death, that ye may be redeemed of God, and be numbered with those of the first resurrection, that ye may have eternal life—Now I say unto you, if this be the desire of your hearts, what have you against being baptized in the name of the Lord, as a witness before him that ye have entered into a covenant with him, that ye will serve him and keep his commandments, that he may pour out his Spirit more abundantly upon you?’

In return for obeying the ordinance and covenant of Baptism the Lord promises a remission of past sins and the Gift of the Holy Ghost. The individual is then on the path that leads to Eternal Life. This doctrine is taught perfectly by Nephi. 
2 Nephi 31:17-18: “Wherefore, do the things which I have told you I have seen that your Lord and your Redeemer should do; for, for this cause have they been shown unto me, that ye might know the gate by which ye should enter. For the gate by which ye should enter is repentance and baptism by water, and then cometh a remission of your sins by fire and by the Holy Ghost.
And then are ye in this strait and narrow path which leads to eternal life; yea, ye have entered in by the gate; ye have done according to the commandments of the Father and the Son; and ye have received the Holy Ghost, which witnesses of the Father and the Son, unto the fulfilling of the promise which he hath made, that if ye entered in by the way ye should receive.”

The Sacrament Renews the Baptismal Covenant

The Baptismal covenant is renewed each Sabbath Day through the ordinance of the sacrament. By partaking of the sacrament worthily the Lord promises a continuation of the Holy Ghost in the individual’s life. The sacrament is part of the New and Everlasting Covenant.
The covenant contained in the sacrament is found in Doctrine and Covenants 20:75-79

D&C 20:77: “…. that they may eat in remembrance of the body of thy Son, and witness unto thee, O God, the Eternal Father, that they are willing to take upon them the name of thy Son, and always remember Him and keep His commandments which He has given them; that they may always have His Spirit to be with them.” Amen. 
D&C 20:79: “…. that they may do it in remembrance of the blood of thy Son, which was shed for them; that they may witness unto thee, O God, the Eternal Father, that they do always remember him, that they may have his Spirit to be with them. Amen.

The above scripture clearly outlines the covenant entered into with God the Eternal Father. 
Receiving and Magnifying the Priesthood is a New and Everlasting Covenant
Heavenly Father gives His oath (guarantee) to bestow certain blessings upon those who keep the covenant associated with receiving and magnifying the Holy Priesthood.

D&C 84:33-42: “For whoso is faithful unto the obtaining these two priesthoods, of which I have spoken, and the magnifying their calling, are sanctified by the Spirit unto the renewing of their bodies. They become the sons of Moses and of Aaron and the seed of Abraham, and the Church and Kingdom, and the elect of God.  And also all they who receive this priesthood receive me, saith the Lord; for he that receiveth my servants receiveth Me; And he that receiveth Me receiveth my Father; and He that receiveth my Father receiveth my Father’s Kingdom; therefore all that my Father hath shall be given him. And this is according to the oath and covenant which belongeth to the priesthood. 
Therefore, all those who receive the Priesthood, receive this oath and covenant of my Father, which He cannot break, neither can it be moved. But whoso breaketh this covenant after he hath received it, and altogether turneth therefrom, shall not have forgiveness of sins in this world nor in the world to come. And wo unto all those who come not unto this priesthood which ye have received, which I now confirm upon you who are present this day, by mine own voice out of the heavens; and even I have given the heavenly hosts and mine angels charge concerning you.” End of quote
When men live worthy to obtain the Aaronic and Melchizedek Priesthoods and ‘magnify their calling’, God promises they will be “sanctified by the Spirit unto the renewing of their bodies.” They become heirs of the promises made to Moses, Aaron, and Abraham and ‘the elect of God.’ No greater promise can be given than to receive ‘all that my Father hath shall be given him.’

The United Order is a New and Everlasting Covenant

The United Order is a New and Everlasting Covenant and enables the saints to observe the commandment to be equal in their temporal affairs. This is to be accomplished through the Law of Consecration and Stewardship under the direction of the Priesthood. 

D&C 78:11-14: “Wherefore a commandment I give unto you to prepare and organize yourselves by a bond or everlasting covenant that cannot be broken. And he who breaketh it shall lose his office and standing in the church and shall be delivered over to the buffetings of Satan until the day of redemption. Behold this is the preparation wherewith I prepare you and the foundation, and the ensample which I give unto you, whereby ye may accomplish the commandments which are given you. That through my providence, notwithstanding the tribulation which shall descend upon you, that the church may stand independent above all other creatures beneath the Celestial World. That you may come up unto the crown prepared for you and be made rulers over many kingdoms saith the Lord, the Holy One of Zion who hath established the foundations of Adam-Ondi Ahman.”
D&C 82:11, 15-16: “Therefore, verily I say unto you, that it is expedient for my servants … to be bound together by a bond and covenant that cannot be broken by transgression, except judgment shall immediately follow, in your several stewardships Therefore, I give unto you this commandment, that ye bind yourselves by this covenant, and it shall be done according to the laws of the Lord. Behold, here is wisdom also in me for your good.”
D&C 82:20: “This order I have appointed to be an Everlasting Order unto you, and unto your successors, inasmuch as you sin not.” 
It is a commandment of the Lord for His people to be equal in their temporal affairs. It is part of the fulness of the gospel of Jesus Christ.  Equality will be brought about by the observance of the Law of Consecration which is part of the organization of the United Order. This will need to wait for the redemption of Zion. 
There are consequences if the covenant is broken
D&C 104:4-6: “Therefore, inasmuch as some of my servants have not kept the commandment, but have broken the covenant through covetousness, and with feigned words, I have cursed them with a very sore and grievous curse. For I, the Lord, have decreed in my heart, that inasmuch as any man belonging to the order shall be found a transgressor, or, in other words, shall break the covenant with which ye are bound, he shall be cursed in his life, and shall be trodden down by whom I will; For I, the Lord, am not to be mocked in these things.”

D&C 104:52-53: “The covenants being broken through transgression, by covetousness and feigned words, therefore you are dissolved as a United Order with your brethren…..” 
Marriage for Eternity is a New and Everlasting Covenant

Marriage is A New and Everlasting Covenant

D&C 132:4: “For behold, I reveal unto you a new and an everlasting covenant; and if ye abide not that covenant, then are ye damned; for no one can reject this covenant and be permitted to enter into my glory.” 

D&C 132:7-11: “And verily I say unto you, that the conditions of this law are these: All covenants, contracts, bonds, obligations, oaths, vows, performances, connections, associations, or expectations, that are not made and entered into and sealed by the Holy Spirit of promise, of him who is anointed, both as well for time and for all eternity, and that too most holy, by revelation and commandment through the medium of mine anointed, whom I have appointed on the earth to hold this power (and I have appointed unto my servant Joseph to hold this power in the last days, and there is never but one on the earth at a time on whom this power and the keys of this priesthood are conferred), are of no efficacy, virtue, or force in and after the resurrection from the dead; for all contracts that are not made unto this end have an end when men are dead. Behold, mine house is a house of order, saith the Lord God, and not a house of confusion. Will I accept of an offering, saith the Lord that is not made in my name? Or will I receive at your hands that which I have not appointed? And will I appoint unto you, saith the Lord, except it be by law, even as I and my Father ordained unto you, before the world was?”
If the Sealing ordinance is not performed by the proper priesthood authority that comes from Jesus Christ it will not be valid after this life. 

132:13-14: “And everything that is in the world, whether it be ordained of men, by thrones, or principalities, or powers, or things of name, whatsoever they may be, that are not by me or by my word, saith the Lord, shall be thrown down, and shall not remain after men are dead, neither in nor after the resurrection, saith the Lord your God. For whatsoever things remain are by me; and whatsoever things are not by me shall be shaken and destroyed.”

132:16-17: “Therefore, when they are out of the world, they neither marry nor are given in marriage; but are appointed angels in heaven, which angels are ministering servants, to minister for those who are worthy of a far more, and an exceeding, and an eternal weight of glory. For these angels did not abide my law; therefore, they cannot be enlarged, but remain separately and singly, without exaltation, in their saved condition, to all eternity; and from henceforth are not gods but are angels of God forever and ever.”

The New and Everlasting Covenant of Marriage leads to Great Blessings
132:19-21: “And again, verily I say unto you, if a man marry a wife by my word, which is my law, and by the new and everlasting covenant, and it is sealed unto them by the Holy Spirit of promise, by him who is anointed, unto whom I have appointed this power and the keys of this priesthood; and it shall be said unto them—Ye shall come forth in the first resurrection; and if it be after the first resurrection, in the next resurrection; and shall inherit thrones, kingdoms, principalities, and powers, dominions, all heights and depths—then shall it be written in the Lamb’s Book of Life, that he shall commit no murder whereby to shed innocent blood, and if ye abide in my covenant, and commit no murder whereby to shed innocent blood, it shall be done unto them in all things whatsoever my servant hath put upon them, in time, and through all eternity; and shall be of full force when they are out of the world; and they shall pass by the angels, and the gods, which are set there, to their exaltation and glory in all things, as hath been sealed upon their heads, which glory shall be a fullness and a continuation of the seeds for ever and ever. 
Then shall they be gods, because they have no end; therefore shall they be from everlasting to everlasting, because they continue; then shall they be above all, because all things are subject unto them. Then shall they be gods, because they have all power, and the angels are subject unto them. Verily, verily, I say unto you, except ye abide my law ye cannot attain to this glory.”
Elder Nash explains in the following quote that the blessings received from the covenant of eternal marriage are not dependent on whether the marriage is monogamous of polygamous. The blessings applies to either but only to the latter when authorised by those who hold the priesthood keys. 
 ‘The New and Everlasting Covenant’ Elder Marcus B. Nash Ensign Dec 2015 
By setting forth the law of eternal marriage in the context of a monogamous marriage, the Lord makes plain that the blessings of exaltation, extended to each man and each woman who worthily enters into the covenant of eternal marriage performed by proper priesthood authority, are independent of whether that marriage is plural or monogamous. 
Doctrine and Covenants 132:19 makes it clear that Eternal Life is promised to a monogamous couple who are sealed by the authority of the priesthood and who abide in the covenant﻿—with no additional condition or requirement. Any man and woman who are sealed in this way and who abide within the covenant will be exalted. Historical practice is consistent with the doctrine of eternal marriage as explained here. The ordinance that seals couples for eternity includes identical covenants and blessings for monogamous marriages and for the authorized plural marriages performed in the past. These same covenants and blessings will be made available after this life to the faithful who did not have the opportunity to be sealed in mortality. 
After revealing the law and covenant of eternal marriage between one man and one woman, the Lord taught Joseph Smith that a man can in righteousness marry more than one wife within the covenant of eternal marriage when authorized or commanded by the Lord through His duly ordained prophet (who holds the relevant priesthood keys). The authorization and command to practice plural marriage, given by the Lord to Abraham and other prophets of antiquity, was likewise given to the Prophet Joseph Smith: “I gave unto thee, my servant Joseph, an appointment, and restore all things.” 
On behalf of the First Presidency and in response to the question “Is plural or Celestial marriage essential to a fulness of glory in the world to come?” President Charles W. Penrose (1832–1925) wrote: “Celestial marriage is essential to a fulness of glory in the world to come, as explained in the revelation concerning it; but it is not stated that plural marriage is thus essential.” 
In 1933 the First Presidency declared: “Celestial marriage﻿—that is, marriage for time and eternity﻿—and polygamous or plural marriage are not synonymous terms. Monogamous marriages for time and eternity, solemnized in our temples in accordance with the word of the Lord and the laws of the Church, are Celestial marriages.” END of Quote
Plural Marriage is a New and Everlasting Covenant but only when Authorised.

(First read the above quote by Elder Marcus B Nash.) Plural Marriage when Authorised by the President of the church is also part of the New and Everlasting Covenant. 
Elder Joseph F. Smith who later became President of the church said the following in 1878:

“It is a principle that pertains to Eternal Life, in other words, to Endless Lives, or Eternal Increase. It is a Law of the Gospel pertaining to the Celestial Kingdom, applicable to all gospel dispensations, when commanded and not otherwise……
Some people have supposed that the doctrine of Plural Marriage was a sort of superfluity, or nonessential to the salvation or exaltation of mankind. In other words, some of the Saints have said, and believe, that a man with one wife, sealed to him by the authority of the Priesthood for time and eternity, will receive an exaltation as great and glorious, if he is faithful, as he possibly could with more than one. I want here to enter my solemn protest against this idea, for I know it is false. There is no blessing promised except upon conditions, and no blessing can be obtained by mankind except by faithful compliance with the conditions, or law, upon which the same is promised. 
The marriage of one woman to a man for time and eternity by the sealing power, according to the law of God, is a fulfillment of the Celestial Law of Marriage in part—and is good so far as it goes—and so far as a man abides these conditions of the law, he will receive his reward therefore, and this reward, or blessing, he could not obtain on any other grounds or conditions. But this is only the beginning of the law, not the whole of it. Therefore, whoever has imagined that he could obtain the fullness of the blessings pertaining to this Celestial Law, by complying with only a portion of its conditions, has deceived himself. He cannot do it.” Journal of Discourse 20:25-31 Extracts July 7, 1878
The Washing, Anointing and Endowment Ordinances
The Washing and Anointing ordinances as part of the endowment performed in the Holy Temple are connected with becoming clean from the blood and sins of this generation and thereby making one’s calling and election sure. 
The endowment ordinance is an instruction of how to obtain enhanced power in the priesthood, through obedience, sacrifice, purity, and consecration. 

Brigham Young stated: “Your endowment is, to receive all those ordinances in the house of the Lord, which are necessary for you, after you have departed this life, to enable you to walk back to the presence of the Father, passing the angels who stand as sentinels, being enabled to give them the key words, the signs and tokens, pertaining to the holy Priesthood, and gain your eternal exaltation in spite of earth and hell.” Discourses of Brigham Young, sel. John A. Widtsoe (1941), 416. 
The Effect of Breaking or not Receiving the New and Everlasting Covenant

Each individual Law and ordinance is a “New and Everlasting Covenant in and of itself. When one law is broken it invalidates the whole. Each commandment and ordinance is a vital part of the covenant.  To constantly break one of the commandments makes the covenant “void and of none effect” (D&C 54:4)
D&C 1:14-15: “And the arm of the Lord shall be revealed; and the day cometh that they who will not hear the voice of the Lord, neither the voice of his servants, neither give heed to the words of the prophets and apostles, shall be cut off from among the people; For they have strayed from mine ordinances, and have broken mine Everlasting Covenant.”
James Covell was keeping his covenant until Satan tempted him: 
D&C 40:1-3: Behold, verily I say unto you, that the heart of my servant James Covel was right before me, for he covenanted with me that he would obey my word. And he received the word with gladness, but straightway Satan tempted him; and the fear of persecution and the cares of the world caused him to reject the word. Wherefore he broke my covenant, and it remaineth with me to do with him as seemeth me good.”

D&C 54:4-6: “And as the covenant which they made unto me has been broken, even so it has become void and of none effect. And wo to him by whom this offense cometh, for it had been better for him that he had been drowned in the depth of the sea. But blessed are they who have kept the covenant and observed the commandment, for they shall obtain mercy.” 
D&C 76:98, 101: “And the glory of the Telestial is one……But received not the gospel, neither the testimony of Jesus, neither the prophets, neither the Everlasting Covenant.”
D&C 84:41: “But whoso breaketh this covenant after he hath received it, and altogether turneth therefrom, shall not have forgiveness of sins in this world nor in the world to come.”
D&C 101:39-40: “When men are called unto mine everlasting gospel, and covenant with an Everlasting Covenant, they are accounted as the salt of the earth and the savor of men; They are called to be the savor of men; therefore, if that salt of the earth lose its savor, behold, it is thenceforth good for nothing only to be cast out and trodden under the feet of men.”
Matthew 5:13 “Ye are the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost his savour, wherewith shall it be salted? it is thenceforth good for nothing, but to be cast out, and to be trodden under foot of men.”
D&C 82:10: “I, the Lord, am bound when ye do what I say; but when ye do not what I say, ye have no promise.”
D&C 107:99-100: “Wherefore, now let every man learn his duty, and to act in the office in which he is appointed, in all diligence. He that is slothful shall not be counted worthy to stand, and he that learns not his duty and shows himself not approved shall not be counted worthy to stand. Even so Amen”
D&C 132:4, 6: “For behold, I reveal unto you a New and an Everlasting Covenant; and if ye abide not that covenant, then are ye damned; for no one can reject this covenant and be permitted to enter into my glory…. And as pertaining to the New and Everlasting Covenant, it was instituted for the fulness of my glory; and he that receiveth a fulness thereof must and shall abide the law, or he shall be damned, saith the Lord God.”

D&C 132:27: “The blasphemy against the Holy Ghost, which shall not be forgiven in the world nor out of the world, is in that ye commit murder wherein ye shed innocent blood, and assent unto my death, after ye have received my New and Everlasting Covenant, saith the Lord God; and he that abideth not this law can in nowise enter into my glory, but shall be damned, saith the Lord.”

Isaiah warned of going against the New and Everlasting Covenant
Isaiah 24:5-6: “The earth also is defiled under the inhabitants thereof; because they have transgressed the laws, changed the ordinance, broken the Everlasting Covenant. Therefore hath the curse devoured the earth, and they that dwell therein are desolate: therefore the inhabitants of the earth are burned, and few men left.”

Isaiah also warned Israel not to make a covenant with what leads to death and hell
Isaiah 28:15-18: “Because ye have said , we have made a covenant with death, and with hell are we at agreement; when the overflowing scourge shall pass through it shall not come unto us: for we have made lies our refuge and under falsehood have we hid….Therefore thus saith the Lord God, Behold I lay in Zion for a foundation a stone, a tried stone, a precious corner stone, a sure foundation (the foundation is laid for Zion see D&C 58:6-7,13 )  ….judgment also will I lay to the line, and righteousness to the plummet; and the hail shall sweep away the refuge of lies, and the waters shall overflow the hiding place. And your covenant with death shall be disannulled and your agreement with hell shall not stand; when the overflowing scourge shall pass through, then ye shall be trodden down by it”    

Jeremiah 11:1-5, 9-10: “The word that came to Jeremiah from the Lord, saying, ‘Hear ye the words of this covenant, and speak unto the men of Judah, and to the inhabitants of Jerusalem; And say thou unto them, Thus saith the Lord God of Israel; Cursed be the man that obeyeth not the words of this covenant, which I commanded your fathers in the day that I brought them forth out of the land of Egypt, from the iron furnace, saying, Obey my voice, and do them, according to all which I command you: so shall ye be my people, and I will be your God: That I may perform the oath which I have sworn unto your fathers, to give them a land flowing with milk and honey, as it is this day. Then answered I, and said, So be it, O Lord. 

(9-10) And the Lord said unto me, A conspiracy is found among the men of Judah, and among the inhabitants of Jerusalem. They are turned back to the iniquities of their forefathers, which refused to hear my words; and they went after other gods to serve them. The house of Israel and the house of Judah have broken my covenant which I made with their fathers.”
Talks and Articles on the New and Everlasting Covenant
‘According to the Covenants’ by President Marion G Romney Oct 1975 Gen Con

“My suggestion to you is to ponder and earnestly implement the procedure prescribed by the Lord when he said, “The duty of the president over the office of elders is to preside over ninety-six elders, and to sit in council with them, and to teach them according to the covenants.”

Teach them the covenant. A covenant is a binding and solemn agreement between two or more parties. From the beginning God’s people have been a covenant people. This modern-day commandment to presidents of elders quorums “to teach [their members] according to the covenants” has not been implemented as it should be.

No man who comprehends, believes, and lives according to gospel covenants will be inactive in the Church. When one understands the gospel of Jesus Christ—which is the Lord’s New and Everlasting Covenant—and realizes that he himself accepted it in the spirit world, fought for it in the war in heaven, and entered mortality pursuant to the Lord’s promise that if he here proves faithful, he shall inherit eternal life—anyone who understands that has the needed background to understand the covenants entered into here in mortality.

I am persuaded that failure to appreciate the significance of the “New and Everlasting Covenant” of the gospel is the root-cause for the inactivity of thousands of our Church members.
If you presidents of elders quorums will “teach” your inactive members “according” to the covenant and convert them, you will have little trouble in teaching the covenants entered into in this life. Without such knowledge one has no goal in life, no objective. Therefore, other covenants have no meaning.

Now, the first covenant we enter into here is the covenant of baptism. I know of no better explanation of the baptismal covenant than the one Alma gave when he said,

“Behold, here are the waters of Mormon … and now, as ye are desirous to come into the fold of God, and to be called his people, and are willing to bear one another’s burdens, that they may be light.
“Yea, and are willing to mourn with those that mourn; yea, and comfort those that stand in need of comfort, and to stand as witnesses of God at all times and in all things, and in all places that ye may be in, even until death, that ye may be redeemed of God, and be numbered with those of the first resurrection, that ye may have eternal life—

“Now I say unto you, if this be the desire of your hearts, what have you against being baptized in the name of the Lord, as a witness before him that ye have entered into a covenant with him, that ye will serve him and keep his commandments, that he may pour out his Spirit more abundantly upon you?

“And now when the people had heard these words, they clapped their hands for joy, and exclaimed: This is the desire of our hearts.

“And now it came to pass that Alma took Helam … and went and stood forth in the water, and cried, saying: O Lord, pour out thy Spirit upon thy servant, that he may do this work with holiness of heart.

“And when he had said these words, the Spirit of the Lord was upon him, and he said: Helam, I baptize thee, having authority from the Almighty God, as a testimony that ye have entered into a covenant to serve him until you are dead as to the mortal body; and may the Spirit of the Lord be poured out upon you; and may he grant unto you eternal life, through the redemption of Christ, whom he has prepared from the foundation of the world.”          (Mosiah 18:8–13.)
Sacrament

The Lord considers this covenant, this baptismal covenant, to be of such import that he has charged us to renew it weekly:

“That thou mayest more fully keep thyself unspotted from the world, thou shalt go to the house of prayer and offer up thy sacraments upon my holy day.” (D&C 59:9.)

With the wording of the sacrament prayers in our minds as we partake of the sacrament, we renew our baptismal covenant each week.
Priesthood

In addition to our baptismal covenant, in common with all bearers of the holy priesthood, we have entered into another special, sacred, and most important covenant: The “covenant which belongeth to the priesthood.” (D&C 84:39.) This covenant is recorded in the 84th section of the Doctrine and Covenants as follows:

“Whoso is faithful unto the obtaining these two priesthoods of which I have spoken [he was talking about the holy priesthood and the lesser priesthood], and the magnifying their calling, are sanctified by the Spirit unto the renewing of their bodies.

“They become the sons of Moses and of Aaron and the seed of Abraham, and the church and kingdom, and the elect of God.

“And also all they who receive this priesthood receive me, saith the Lord.
“For he that receiveth my servants receiveth me.
“And he that receiveth me receiveth my Father.
“And he that receiveth my Father receiveth my Father’s kingdom; therefore all that my Father hath shall be given unto him.

“And this is according to the oath and covenant which belongeth to the priesthood.

“Therefore, all those who receive the priesthood, receive this oath and covenant of my Father, which he cannot break, neither can it be moved.

“But whoso breaketh this covenant after he hath received it, and altogether turneth therefrom, shall not have forgiveness of sins in this world nor in the world to come.” (D&C 84:33–41.)

I used to think if that was the penalty, it would have been maybe better for me not to have received the covenant, with that penalty over me, if I break it. And then I read the next verse, and it said, “And wo unto all those who come not unto this priesthood which ye have received.” (D&C 84:42.)

I knew I had only one chance—that was to receive it and honor it. From these scriptures it seems perfectly clear to me that to receive the holy priesthood and not magnify my calling in it, I will fall short of Eternal Life; and that if I fail to receive the holy priesthood, I will likewise fall short. There is but one safe course, and that is to receive it and magnify my calling in it. To me this is the meaning of the Lord’s concluding statement:

“And I now give unto you a commandment to beware concerning yourselves, to give diligent heed to the words of Eternal Life.

“For you shall live [you priesthood bearers, you shall live] by every word that proceedeth forth from the mouth of God.” (D&C 84:43–44.)
Marriage

A fourth and perhaps the climax of the covenants we should teach our brethren, is the new and everlasting covenant of celestial marriage.

he significance of these holy covenants that I have just mentioned is serious. They are of the “solemnities” which the Lord directs us to “treasure … up in [our] hearts and let … rest upon [our] minds.” (D&C 43:34.)

The obligations they entail must be met by all who are to receive the rewards. We are individually responsible and will be held accountable for the way in which we ourselves keep the covenants we enter into…... .”
‘The New and Everlasting Covenant’ Elder Marcus B. Nash Ensign Dec 2015 
As part of His plan, the Father established The New and Everlasting Covenant to enable His sons and daughters to return to His presence and inherit eternal life. In His preface to the Doctrine and Covenants, the Lord said: “Wherefore, I the Lord, knowing the calamity which should come upon the inhabitants of the earth, called upon my servant Joseph Smith, Jun., and spake unto him from heaven, …“That mine everlasting covenant might be established.” 

This covenant, often referred to by the Lord as the “New and Everlasting covenant,” encompasses the fulness of the gospel of Jesus Christ, including all ordinances and covenants necessary for the salvation of mankind. Although establishing the Lord’s new and everlasting covenant on the earth is a primary purpose of the Restoration, some Latter-day Saints do not understand the covenant’s significance and the promise of good things to come for those who abide within it. The purpose of this article is to help each of us better understand and live according to the new and everlasting covenant so that we may inherit eternal life. It will also explain how one of the most important ordinances and covenants of the gospel﻿—eternal marriage﻿—fits within the new and everlasting covenant of the gospel.

The Meaning and Purpose of the New and Everlasting Covenant

A covenant in the gospel sense is a pact, a contract, or an agreement between God and a person (or persons) who receives priesthood ordinances performed by one with priesthood authority and who agrees to abide by the terms and conditions of the associated covenant. These terms and conditions are established by God.
The New and Everlasting covenant “is the sum total of all gospel covenants and obligations” given anciently and again restored to the earth in these latter days. 
This is explained in Doctrine and Covenants 66:2: “Verily I say unto you, blessed are you for receiving mine everlasting covenant, even the fulness of my gospel, sent forth unto the children of men, that they might have life and be made partakers of the glories which are to be revealed in the last days, as it was written by the prophets and apostles in days of old.” Because the covenant has been restored in the last dispensation of time, it is “new,” and because it spans all eternity, it is “everlasting.”

In the scriptures the Lord speaks of both “the” New and Everlasting covenant and “a” new and everlasting covenant. For example, in Doctrine and Covenants 22:1, He refers to baptism as “a new and an everlasting covenant, even that which was from the beginning.” In Doctrine and Covenants 132:4, He likewise refers to eternal marriage as “a new and an everlasting covenant.” When He speaks of “a” new and everlasting covenant, He is speaking of one of the many covenants encompassed by His gospel.

When the Lord speaks generally of “The” New and Everlasting Covenant, He is speaking of the fulness of the gospel of Jesus Christ, which embraces all ordinances and covenants necessary for the salvation and exaltation of mankind. Neither baptism nor eternal marriage is “the” new and everlasting covenant; rather, they are each parts of the whole……. 

The greatest of all the blessings and gifts of God is Eternal Life﻿—which is the life God lives! (D&C 14:7) This gift is given only to those who receive all gospel ordinances and abide by the covenants encompassed within the New and Everlasting Covenant. In the Lord’s words: “The New and Everlasting Covenant … was instituted for the fulness of my glory.” (D&C 132:6) Indeed, those who enter into the new and everlasting covenant and endure to the end “shall come forth in the first resurrection … and shall inherit thrones, kingdoms, principalities, and powers, dominions, all heights and depths.” (D&C 132:19) The Lord emphatically declares that “it shall be done unto them in all things whatsoever my servant hath put upon them, in time, and through all eternity; and shall be of full force when they are out of the world; and they shall pass by the angels, and the gods, which are set there, to their exaltation and glory in all things, as hath been sealed upon their heads, which glory shall be a fulness and a continuation of the seeds forever and ever. Then shall they be gods.”          (D&C 132:19-20)
In summary, those who enter into the New and Everlasting Covenant and endure faithfully to the end will (1) receive the fulness of the glory of God, (2) enjoy the power of godliness in time and eternity, (3) be exalted, (4) enjoy eternal marriage and increase, and (5) become gods. Taken together, these blessings culminate in the gift of eternal life.

We Must Obey Each Covenant within the New and Everlasting Covenant

The Lord unequivocally declared that we receive these supernal blessings only as we obey His laws as set forth in the new and everlasting covenant: 
“The new and everlasting covenant … was instituted for the fulness of my glory; and he that receiveth a fulness thereof must and shall abide the law, or he shall be damned, saith the Lord God.” (D&C 132:6) He also declared, “For all who will have a blessing at my hands shall abide the law which was appointed for that blessing, and the conditions thereof, as were instituted from before the foundation of the world.” (D&C 132:5) In the same section of the Doctrine and Covenants, the Lord echoed this point: “Verily, verily, I say unto you, except ye abide my law ye cannot attain to this glory.” (D&C 132:21) 

The straightforward requirement that we must obey the laws of God in order to receive the glory He offers the faithful applies to all the ordinances and covenants within the new and everlasting covenant……...
The terms of the covenants we as Latter-day Saints agree to live can be grouped into four categories: (1) to take upon us the name of the Saviour to remember Him always, and to follow His example; (2) to keep all His commandments; (3) to willingly serve God’s children as part of His work of salvation, even at personal sacrifice; and (4) to consecrate ourselves and our means to the Lord’s work.

According to God’s law, the gospel (and the glories it offers) is received through specified ordinances administered by the authority of the priesthood. It is through the priesthood ordinances that the power of godliness is manifest in our lives﻿—but only to the extent that we keep the associated covenants. The covenant activates, or gives life to, the ordinance, just as an engine activates a car and enables it to transport its occupants from one place to another. In short, to the degree we thoughtfully and faithfully keep the covenants associated with the ordinances we receive, we will grow in our knowledge of God and experience the “power of godliness” by the grace of God through the Atonement of Christ…….

The supernal blessings available through the new and everlasting covenant are central to the grand purpose of the Father’s plan and the Restoration of the Church of Jesus Christ in these latter days. The “perfect brightness of hope”(2 Nephi 31:20) this glorious covenant inspires in the faithful provides “an anchor to the souls of men, which would make them sure and steadfast, always abounding in good works, being led to glorify God.” (Ether 12:4) For all who abide the terms of the new and everlasting covenant, the reward is joy and peace in this world and eternal life in the next. (D&C 59:23) END 
‘Covenants’  Elder Russell M Nelson Oct 2010 Gen. Conf. (extracts)
“The covenant God made with Abraham and later reaffirmed with Isaac and Jacob is of transcendent significance. It contained several promises, including:

Jesus the Christ would be born through Abraham’s lineage.

Abraham’s posterity would be numerous, entitled to an eternal increase, and also entitled to bear the priesthood. 

Abraham would become a father of many nations. 

Certain lands would be inherited by his posterity.

All nations of the earth would be blessed by his seed.

And that covenant would be everlasting—even through “a thousand generations.”

Some of these promises have been fulfilled; others are still pending. I quote from an early Book of Mormon prophecy: “Our father [Lehi] hath not spoken of our seed alone, but also of all the house of Israel, pointing to the covenant which should be fulfilled in the latter days, which covenant the Lord made to our father Abraham.”
Isn’t that amazing? Some 600 years before Jesus was born in Bethlehem, prophets knew that the Abrahamic covenant would be finally fulfilled only in the latter days. To facilitate that promise, the Lord appeared in these latter days to renew that Abrahamic covenant. To the Prophet Joseph Smith, the Master declared:

“Abraham received promises concerning his seed, and of the fruit of his loins—from whose loins ye are, … my servant Joseph. …“This promise is yours also, because ye are of Abraham.” D&C 132: 30-31
With this renewal, we have received, as did they of old, the holy priesthood and the everlasting gospel. We have the right to receive the fulness of the gospel, enjoy the blessings of the priesthood, and qualify for God’s greatest blessing—that of Eternal Life.
Some of us are the literal seed of Abraham; others are gathered into his family by adoption. The Lord makes no distinction. Together we receive these promised blessings—if we seek the Lord and obey His commandments. But if we don’t, we lose the blessings of the covenant. To assist us, His Church provides patriarchal blessings to give each recipient a vision for his or her future as well as a connection with the past, even a declaration of lineage back to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.......”

“Children of the covenant have the right to receive His doctrine and to know the plan of salvation. They claim it by making covenants of sacred significance. Brigham Young said: “All Latter-day Saints enter the New and Everlasting Covenant when they enter this Church. … They enter the New and Everlasting Covenant to sustain the Kingdom of God.” They keep the covenant by obedience to His commandments.”

When we realize that we are children of the covenant, we know who we are and what God expects of us. His law is written in our hearts. He is our God and we are His people. Committed children of the covenant remain steadfast, even in the midst of adversity. When that doctrine is deeply implanted in our hearts, even the sting of death is soothed and our spiritual stamina is strengthened. 
The greatest compliment that can be earned here in this life is to be known as a covenant keeper. The rewards for a covenant keeper will be realized both here and hereafter.”

Offer and Acceptance (of contract)
Among other things, to form a binding contract under the laws of man, there must be an offer and an acceptance. Generally, a contract is formed when one party makes an offer and the other party accepts the offer.

For some agreements, such as a contract to purchase real estate, the law requires that the offer and the acceptance be in writing. In other situations, the parties need only verbally agree. But for some agreements, the acceptance of an offer is made simply by performance. This is known as unilateral acceptance.
We Must Act

Covenants with our Heavenly Father work in much the same way. To receive the generous blessings He offers, we must act to accept them. There is not a negotiation followed by a signed acceptance. Instead, by our affirmative expressions and by acting in accordance with His will, including receiving essential ordinances, we show our desire and willingness to make covenants with Him. As we then keep our covenants by what we do, we qualify for the abundant blessings He has promised. (Quotes D&C 130:20-21; Matthew 7:21)

In other words, we accept our Heavenly Father’s offered blessing of eternal life in the kingdom of heaven not simply by what we say but also by what we do. And when we covenant with Him, He has assured us, “I, the Lord, am bound when ye do what I say.” He also made clear that if we do not do His will—if we don’t accept His offer—then we have no agreement: “When ye do not what I say, ye have no promise” (D & Covenants 82:10)
