God is Our Father and has the right to instruct His children through commandments and ordinances. He sent His Son Jesus Christ to Redeem His children through the merciful Atonement that they might have Immortality and Eternal Life. The whole Plan of Salvation with its Laws and Ordinances is designed by our Father in Heaven to bring His children back into His Presence. There they may enjoy Eternal Glory in the Celestial Kingdom and be added upon with unlimited opportunities and blessings. Obedience to the laws and ordinances of the gospel of Jesus Christ is required to obtain these blessings.
Obedience is shown by a willingness to sacrifice in obedience to a commandment 

D&C 97:8: “…And are willing to observe their covenants by sacrifice-yea every sacrifice which I the Lord shall command-they are accepted of me.”

Obedience is a representation or emblem of an individual’s faith.

D&C 130:20-21: “There is a law irrevocably decreed in heaven before the foundation of this world upon which all blessings are predicated; and when we obtain any blessing from God, it is by obedience to that law upon which it is predicated.” 
The children of God are to prove themselves by obedience to His commands
Abraham 3:24-25: “And there stood one among them that was like unto God, and he said unto those who were with him: We will go down, for there is space there, and we will take of these materials, and we will make an earth whereon these may dwell; And we will prove them herewith, to see if they will do all things whatsoever the Lord their God shall command them.”

The Law of God and Individual Commandments
The Law of God: 
The Law of God is the Eternal Law of all the inhabitants of Celestial orbs. This includes great principles such as Love, Truth, Justice, Mercy, Grace, Wisdom, Equity, Power, Glory, Obedience, Sacrifice, Consecration, Peace, Compassion, Forgiveness, Longsuffering, Humility, Meekness, Knowledge, Chastity, Holiness, Perfection, Faithfulness, Order, Kindness, Patience, and Joy. Eternal Laws are the Celestial way of Life and are of a  permanent nature.
Keeping the Law of God is essential to become like God and inherit His Kingdom.
D&C 88:20-21: “That bodies who are of the Celestial Kingdom may possess it forever and ever; for, for this intent was it made and created, and for this intent are they sanctified. And they who are not sanctified through the Law which I have given unto you, even the Law of Christ, must inherit another Kingdom even that of a terrestrial kingdom, or that of a telestial kingdom for he who is not able to abide the Law of a Celestial Kingdom cannot abide a Celestial Glory.”
D&C 88:34-35: “And again, verily I say unto you, that which is governed by Law is also preserved by law and perfected and sanctified by the same. That which breaketh a law and abideth not by law, but seeketh to become a law unto itself, and willeth to abide in sin, and altogether abideth in sin, cannot be sanctified by law, neither by mercy, justice, nor judgment. Therefore, they must remain filthy still.” 

D&C 88:36, 38-39: “All kingdoms have a Law given….and unto every kingdom is given a Law; and unto every Law there are certain bounds and conditions. All beings who abide not in those conditions are not justified.” 
Individual Commandments:
 Individual commandments of God are personal or group directions to assist in bringing about the physical and spiritual salvation of man. They will always be based upon the Eternal Law of God. These commandments concern specific details pertaining to a dispensation and the conditions on earth in which His children live such as the Word of Wisdom. They can be specific to an individual or group to accomplish a specified task, i.e. Who is to preach the Gospel, Where are Temples to be built, things to avoid, the giving of funds, and how the church should be administered. 
The terms Law and Commandment are often used interchangeably in the scriptures.
Individual Commandments are the will of God in various situations
D&C 82:8-9: “And again, I say unto you, I give unto you a new commandment, that you may understand my will concerning you; or, in other words, I give unto you directions how you may act before me, that it may turn to you for your salvation.” 
Nephi was given the commandment to retrieve the metal plates from the hands of Laban even to the point of killing him. Why because the plates contained the Law of God. The commandments of God will always lead to the establishment of Eternal law. 
When the Saints disobey a commandment of God they are chastised. When they disobey an Eternal Law they are damned. Disobedience brings forth the condemnation and ‘judgments of God’. Obedience results in the blessings of Heaven
The New and Everlasting Covenant

See the study The New and Everlasting Covenant in the Doctrine and Covenants
Covenants are contracts or formal agreements often in the form of ordinances. The Saints are placed under obligation to obey covenants for which they will receive eternal blessings. Covenants are both a commitment and a blessing.
The New and Everlasting Covenant spoken of in the Doctrine and Covenants is the Fulness of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. The saints are to obey the Fulness of the Gospel of Jesus Christ
D&C 66:2: “Verily I say unto you, blessed are you for receiving mine Everlasting Covenant, even the Fulness of my Gospel, sent forth unto the children of men, that they might have life and be made partakers of the glories which are to be revealed in the last days, as it was written by the prophets and apostles in days of old.” See D&C 133:57; D&C 1:22
The New and Everlasting Covenant comprises all the individual commandments and ordinances of the Gospel. It is made up of individual covenants which are each referred to as a New and Everlasting Covenant. The Lord has said concerning His Everlasting Covenant:
D&C 45:9: “And even so I have sent mine Everlasting Covenant into the world, to be a light to the world, and to be a standard for my people, and for the Gentiles to seek to it, and to be a messenger before my face to prepare the way before me.” 
Obedience to All the Commandments 

James 2:10-11; 17-20: “For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all. For he that said, Do not commit adultery, said also, Do not kill. Now if thou commit no adultery, yet if thou kill, thou art become a transgressor of the law. Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone. Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works shew me thy faith without thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works. Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble. But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead?”

Deuteronomy 26:18: “And the Lord hath avouched thee this day to be his peculiar people, as he hath promised thee, and that thou shouldest keep all his commandments.”

Joshua 1:6-7: “Be strong and of a good courage: for unto this people shalt thou divide for an inheritance the land, which I sware unto their fathers to give them. Only be thou strong and very courageous, that thou mayest observe to do according to all the law, which Moses my servant commanded thee: turn not from it to the right hand or to the left, that thou mayest prosper whithersoever thou goest.”
D&C 6:6: “Now, as you have asked, behold I say unto you keep my commandments, and seek to bring forth and establish the cause of Zion.” (Heaven)

D&C 8:5: “Oh remember these words, and keep my commandments.”

D&C 11:18: “Keep my commandments hold your peace, appeal unto my Spirit.”

D&C 11:20: “Behold, this is your work, to keep my commandments, yea, with all your might, mind and strength.” 
D&C 14:6: “Seek to bring forth and establish my Zion. Keep my commandments in all things.”
D&C 18:46: “And after you have received this if you keep not my commandments you cannot be saved in the Kingdom of my Father.”
D&C 42:2: “Again I say unto you, hearken and hear and obey the law which I shall give unto you.” 

D&C 42:29: “If thou lovest me thou shalt serve me and keep all my commandments.” 

D&C 42:66: “Ye shall observe the laws which ye have received and be faithful.” 

D&C 42:78: “And again, every person who belongeth to this church of Christ shall observe to keep all the commandments and covenants of the church.”
D&C 59:21: “And in nothing doth man offend God, or against none is his wrath kindled, save those who confess not his hand in all things, and obey not his commandments.”
D&C 78:7: “For if you will that I give unto you a place in the Celestial world, you must prepare yourselves by doing the things which I have commanded you and required of you.” 
D&C 84:44-45: “For you shall live by every word that proceedeth forth from the mouth of God. For the Word of the Lord is truth, and whatsoever is truth is light…” 

D&C 98:11: “And I give unto you a commandment, that ye shall forsake all evil and cleave unto all good, that ye shall live by every word which proceedeth forth out of the mouth of God.”

D&C 98:21-22: “Verily I say unto you, that I, the Lord, will chasten them and will do whatsoever I list, if they do not repent and observe all things whatsoever I have said unto them. And again I say unto you, if ye observe to do whatsoever I command you, I, the Lord, will turn away all wrath and indignation from you, and the gates of hell shall not prevail against you.”
D&C 132:10-12: Or will I receive at your hands that which I have not appointed? And will I appoint unto you saith the Lord, except it be by Law even as I and my Father ordained unto you before the world was. I am the Lord thy God; and I give unto you this commandment--that no man shall come unto the Father but by me or by my Word, which is my Law, saith the Lord.”

Matthew 4:3-4: “And when the tempter came to him, he said, ‘If thou be the Son of God, command that these stones be made bread.’ But he answered and said, ‘It is written Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.”
Deuteronomy 27:9-10: “And Moses and the priests the Levites spake unto all Israel, saying, Take heed, and hearken, O Israel; this day thou art become the people of the Lord thy God. Thou shalt therefore obey the voice of the Lord thy God, and do his commandments and his statutes, which I command thee this day.”
Keep the Commandments to Receive the Blessings of Heaven
D&C 130:20-21: “There is a law irrevocably decreed in heaven before the foundation of this world upon which all blessings are predicated; and when we obtain any blessing from God, it is by obedience to that law upon which it is predicated.” 

D&C 82:10: “I, the Lord, am bound when ye do what I say; but when ye do not what I say, ye have no promise.” 
D&C 5:22: “And that you be firm in keeping the commandments wherewith I have commanded you; and if you do this, behold I grant unto you Eternal Life, even if you should be slain.” 
D&C 5:35: “And if thou art faithful in keeping my commandments thou shalt be lifted up at the last day.”
D&C 6:20: “Be faithful and diligent in keeping the commandments of God, and I will encircle thee in the arms of my love.” 
D&C 6:37: “….Keep my commandments and ye shall inherit the Kingdom of Heaven.”

D&C 9:14: “Do this thing which I have commanded you and you shall prosper…” 
D&C 11:9: “Say nothing but repentance unto this generation. Keep my commandments and assist to bring forth my work, according to my commandments, and you shall be blessed.”

D&C 14:6-7: “Seek to bring forth and establish my Zion. Keep my commandments in all things. And if you keep my commandments and endure to the end you shall have Eternal Life, which gift is the greatest of all the gifts of God.”

D&C 21:4-6: “Wherefore, meaning the church, thou shalt give heed unto all his words and commandments which he shall give unto you as he receiveth them, walking in all holiness before me; for his word ye shall receive, as if from mine own mouth, in all patience and faith. For by doing these things the gates of hell shall not prevail against you; yea and the Lord God will disperse the powers of darkness from before you, and cause the heavens to shake for your good, and His name’s glory.”
D&C 25:15: “Keep my commandments continually, and a crown of righteousness thou shalt receive. And except thou do this, where I am you cannot come.”

D&C 30:8: “Wherefore give heed unto these things  and be diligent in keeping my commandments , and you shall be blessed unto Eternal life.”

D&C 35:24: “Keep all the commandments and covenants by which ye are bound; and I will cause the Heavens to shake for your good and Satan shall tremble. And Zion shall rejoice upon the hills and flourish.” 
D&C 58:2: “For verily I say unto you, blessed is he that keepeth my commandments, whether in life or in death; and he that is faithful in tribulation, the reward of the same is greater in the Kingdom of Heaven.” 

D&C 59:23: “But learn that he who doeth the works of righteousness shall receive his reward, even peace in this life, and Eternal Life in the world to come”

D&C 63:20: “Nevertheless, he that endureth in faith and doeth my will, the same shall overcome, and shall receive an inheritance upon the earth when the day of transfiguration shall come.”
D&C 63:23: “But unto him that keepeth my commandments I will give the mysteries of my Kingdom, and the same shall be in him a well of living water, springing up unto Everlasting Life.”

D&C 64:34: “Behold, the Lord requireth the heart and a willing mind; and the willing and obedient shall eat the good of the Land of Zion in these last days.” 
D&C 78:7: “For if you will that I give unto you a place in the Celestial world, you must prepare yourselves by doing the things which I have commanded you and required of you.”

D&C 78:18, 20: “The Kingdom is yours and the blessings thereof are yours, and the riches of Eternity are yours….wherefore do the things which I have commanded you saith your Redeemer….who prepareth all things before He taketh you.” 

D&C 89:18: “And all saints who remember to keep and do these sayings, walking in obedience to the commandments, shall receive health in the navel etc” 
D&C 93:1: “Verily, thus saith the Lord: It shall come to pass that every soul who forsaketh his sins and cometh unto me, and calleth on my name, and obeyeth my voice, and keepeth my commandments, shall see my face and know that I am…..”
D&C 93:20: “For if you keep my commandments you shall receive of his fulness, and be glorified in me as I am in the Father...”

D&C 93:27-28: “And no man receiveth a fulness unless he keepeth his commandments. He that keepeth his commandments receiveth truth and light, until he is glorified in truth and knoweth all things.”

D&C 96:6: “…Unto whom I give a promise of Eternal Life inasmuch as he keepeth my commandments from henceforth.”

D&C 100:16-17: “For I will raise up unto myself a pure people that will serve me in righteousness. And all that call upon the name of the Lord, and keep His commandments, shall be saved. Even so Amen” 
D&C 103:7-8: “And by hearkening to observe all the words which I, the Lord their God, shall speak unto them, they shall never cease to prevail until the kingdoms of the world are subdued under my feet, and the earth is given unto the saints, to possess it forever and ever. But inasmuch as they keep not my commandments, and hearken not to observe all my words, the kingdoms of the world shall prevail against them.” 
D&C 124:55: “….that you may prove yourselves unto me that ye are faithful in all things whatsoever I command you, that I may bless you, and crown you with honour, immortality, and eternal life.”
D&C 132:5: “For all who will have a blessing at my hands shall abide the Law which was appointed for that blessing and the conditions thereof, as were instituted from before the foundation of the earth.” 

D&C 132:11-12: “And will I appoint unto you, saith the Lord, except it be by law, even as I and my Father ordained unto you, before the world was? I am the Lord thy God; and I give unto you this commandment—that no man shall come unto the Father but by me or by my word, which is my law, saith the Lord.”
D&C: 132:21: “Verily, verily, I say unto you, except ye abide my law ye cannot attain to this glory.”
1 Nephi 22:30-31: “Wherefore, my brethren, I would that ye should consider that the things which have been written upon the plates of brass are true; and they testify that a man must be obedient to the commandments of God. …Wherefore, if ye shall be obedient to the commandments, and endure to the end, ye shall be saved at the last day. And thus it is Amen. 
Mosiah 2:41: “And moreover, I would desire that ye should consider on the blessed and happy state of those that keep the commandments of God. For behold, they are blessed in all things, both temporal and spiritual; and if they hold out faithful to the end they are received into heaven, that thereby they may dwell with God in a state of never-ending happiness. O remember, remember that these things are true; for the Lord God hath spoken it.”

Deuteronomy 6:17-18: “Ye shall diligently keep the commandments of the Lord your God, and his testimonies, and his statutes, which he hath commanded thee. And thou shalt do that which is right and good in the sight of the Lord: that it may be well with thee, and that thou mayest go in and possess the good land which the Lord sware unto thy fathers.”
The Savior Set the Example of Obedience

D&C 19:24: “I am Jesus Christ; I came by the will of the Father, and I do His will.” 
John 4:34: “Jesus saith unto them, my meat is to do the will of Him that sent me, and to finish His work.” 
John 5:30: “I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge, and my judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father which hath sent me.” 
John 6:38: “I came not to do mine own will but the will of Him that sent me” 

Matthew 26:39, 42: “And He went a little further, and fell on His face, and prayed, saying, O My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou [wilt]…..He went away again the second time, and prayed, saying, O My Father, if this cup may not pass away from me, except I drink it, thy will be done.”

Hebrews 5:8: “Though He were a Son yet learned He obedience by the things which He suffered. And being made perfect, He became the author of eternal salvation unto all that obey Him.” 
Moses 4:2: “But, behold, my Beloved Son, which was my Beloved and Chosen from the beginning, said unto me--Father, thy will be done, and the Glory be thine forever.”

 D&C 42:29: “If thou lovest me thou shalt serve me and keep all my commandments.” 
John 14:15: “If ye love me, keep my commandments” 
John 14:21, 23-24: “He that hath my commandments and keepeth them , he it is that loveth me; and He that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him and will manifest myself to him……If a man love me, he will keep my words: and My Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him. He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the word which ye hear is not mine but the Father’s which sent me.” 
John 15:10: “If ye keep my commandments ye shall abide in my love; even as I have kept My Father’s Commandments and abide in His love.” 
I John 2:3-5: “And hereby we do know that we know Him if we keep His commandments. He that saith, I know Him, and keepeth not His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in Him. But whoso keepeth His word in him verily is the Love of God perfected: herby know we that we are of Him” see 2 John: 6
1 John 5:3-4: “By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep His commandments. For this is the love of God that we keep His commandments, and His commandments are not grievous” 
Deuteronomy:10:12-13: “And now, Israel, what doth the Lord thy God require of thee, but to fear the Lord thy God, to walk in all his ways, and to love him, and to serve the Lord thy God with all thy heart and with all thy soul, To keep the commandments of the Lord, and his statutes, which I command thee this day for thy good?”

Sometimes the Lord’s People are asked to Obey without realizing why

Moses 5:5-6: “And he gave unto them commandments, that they should worship the Lord their God, and should offer the firstlings of their flocks, for an offering unto the Lord. And Adam was obedient unto the commandments of the Lord. And after many days an angel of the Lord appeared unto Adam, saying: Why dost thou offer sacrifices unto the Lord? And Adam said unto him: I know not, save the Lord commanded me.”
It is through obedience to the commandments that a Testimony is received

John 7:17: “If any man will do His will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself. 
God Assists Those Who are Obedient to His Commands
1 Nephi 3:7: “I will go and do the things which the Lord hath commanded for I know that the Lord giveth no commandments ….save He shall prepare a way for them that they may accomplish the thing which He hath commanded them” 

1 Nephi 17:3: “And thus we see that the commandments of God must be fulfilled. And if it so be that the children of men keep the commandments of God he doth nourish them, and strengthen them, and provide means whereby they can accomplish the thing which he has commanded them; wherefore, he did provide means for us while we did sojourn in the wilderness.”
D&C 14:11: “Thou art called to assist which thing if ye do, and are faithful, ye shall be blessed both spiritually and temporally, and great shall be your reward.” 
Joseph Smith received his Exaltation through his Obedience:

D&C 132:49-50: “For I am the Lord thy God, and will be with thee even unto the end of the world, and through all eternity; for verily I seal upon you your exaltation, and prepare a throne for you in the kingdom of my Father, with Abraham your father. Behold, I have seen your sacrifices, and will forgive all your sins; I have seen your sacrifices in obedience to that which I have told you.” 

Likewise Abraham, Isaac and Jacob did all things they were commanded:

D&C 132:37: “Abraham received concubines, and they bore him children; and it was accounted unto him for righteousness, because they were given unto him, and he abode in my law; as Isaac also and Jacob did none other things than that which they were commanded; and because they did none other things than that which they were commanded, they have entered into their Exaltation, according to the promises, and sit upon Thrones, and are not Angels but are Gods.” 

Deuteronomy 7:9: “Know therefore that the Lord thy God, he is God, the faithful God, which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love him and keep his commandments to a thousand”
Obedience to the Ordinances of the Gospel

Thoughts on Ordinances

Ordinances are set practices required of God to open the door to His blessings. They remind His children of sacred things and what they need to do. The ordinances are essential for salvation in the Kingdom of God. Each ordinance fulfils a specific purpose. Baptism for example is for a complete remission of past sins and opens the gate to the Gift of the Holy Ghost. The sacrament provides a remembrance of the Savior’s sacrifice, a commitment to live the commandments, and provides a continuance of the Holy Ghost. The washings and anointing’s ordinances open the door to become clean from the sins of the world. 

The Aaronic Priesthood “administers in outward ordinances, the letter of the gospel” D&C 107:20 The Melchezidek Priesthood administers in spiritual things. D&C 107:10
On the straight and narrow road to Eternal Life ordinances are signposts which show the way to go. They are designed to keep the saints on the right track.
Ordinances are given if the form of a covenant and promise. (A formal obligation or contract that is binding on both parties) It is a mutual binding agreement.
Ordinances measure progress and faithfulness in the Lord’s Kingdom and open the door to Spiritual Blessings.
Ordinances require authorization by priesthood leadership. The Melchezidek Priesthood administers in spiritual ordinances: “Therefore in the ordinances thereof (Melchezidek Priesthood) the power of Godliness is manifest” D&C 84:20 (see also D&C 107:18)
God requires His children to obey His ordinances

Articles of Faith 3: “We believe that through the Atonement of Christ, all mankind may be saved, by obedience to the laws and ordinances of the Gospel.” 
D&C 52:14-16: “And again, I will give unto you a pattern in all things, that ye may not be deceived; for Satan is abroad in the land, and he goeth forth deceiving the nations-wherefore he that prayeth, whose spirit is contrite (repentant), the same is accepted of me if he obey mine ordinances. He that speaketh whose spirit is contrite; whose language is meek and edifieth, the same is of God if he obey mine ordinances.”
The Result of Not Obeying the Commandments
D&C: 43:9-11: “And thus ye shall become instructed in the law of my church, and be sanctified by that which ye have received…….that inasmuch as ye do this, glory shall be added to the kingdom which ye have received. Inasmuch as ye do it not, it shall be taken even that which ye have received. Purge ye out the iniquity which is among you; sanctify yourselves before me.” 
D&C 56:3-5: “Behold, I, the Lord, command; and he that will not obey shall be cut off in mine own due time, after I have commanded and the commandment is broken. Wherefore I, the Lord, command and revoke, as it seemeth me good; and all this to be answered upon the heads of the rebellious, saith the Lord. Wherefore, I revoke the commandment which was given unto my servants….”
D&C 56:14-15: “Behold, thus saith the Lord unto my people--you have many things to do and to repent of; for behold, your sins have come up unto me, and are not pardoned, because you seek to counsel in your own ways. And your hearts are not satisfied. And ye obey not the truth, but have pleasure in unrighteousness.” 

D&C 58:15: “But if he repent not of his sins which are unbelief and blindness of heart, let him take heed lest he fall.” 
D&C 58:29-32: “But he that doeth not anything until he is commanded, and receiveth a commandment with doubtful heart, and keepeth it with slothfulness, the same is damned. Who am I that made man, saith the Lord that will hold him guiltless that obeys not my commandments? Who am I saith the Lord that have promised and have not fulfilled. I command and men obey not. I revoke and they receive not the blessing. They say in their hearts this is not the work of the Lord for His promises are not fulfilled.” 
D&C 63:13-15: “Nevertheless, I give commandments, and many have turned away from my commandments and have not kept them. There were among you adulterers and adulteresses; some of whom have turned away from you, and others remain with you that hereafter shall be revealed. Let such beware and repent speedily, lest judgment shall come upon them as a snare, and their folly shall be made manifest, and their works shall follow them in the eyes of the people.”
D&C 84:54: “And your minds in times past have been darkened because of unbelief, and because you have treated lightly the things you have received.”

D&C 88:35: “That which breaketh a law and abideth not by law, but seeketh to become a law unto itself, and willeth to abide in sin, and altogether abideth in sin, cannot be sanctified by law, neither by mercy, justice, nor judgment. Therefore, they must remain filthy still.” 
D&C 93:39: “And that wicked one cometh and taketh away light and truth, through disobedience, from the children of men, and because of the tradition of their fathers.” 
D&C 95:12: “If you keep not my commandments, the love of the Father shall not continue with you, therefore you shall walk in darkness” 
D&C 50:2-4, 6-9: “Behold, verily I say unto you, that there are many spirits which are false spirits, which have gone forth in the earth, deceiving the world. And also Satan hath sought to deceive you, that he might overthrow you. Behold, I, the Lord, have looked upon you, and have seen abominations in the church that profess my name......” 

But wo unto them that are deceivers and hypocrites, for, thus saith the Lord, I will bring them to judgment. Behold, verily I say unto you, there are hypocrites among you, who have deceived some, which has given the adversary power; but behold such shall be reclaimed; But the hypocrites shall be detected and shall be cut off, either in life or in death, even as I will; and wo unto them who are cut off from my church, for the same are overcome of the world. Wherefore, let every man beware lest he do that which is not in truth and righteousness before me.” 
The Lord Chastens His People because of  Disobedience

The chastening hand of the Lord follows our unwillingness to obey His commandments:-

D&C 41:1: “Hearken and hear, O ye my people, saith the Lord and your God ye whom I delight to bless with the greatest of all blessings, ye that hear me; and ye that hear me not will I curse, that have professed my name, with the heaviest of all cursings.” 
D&C 101:2, 7-8: “I, the Lord, have suffered the affliction to come upon them, wherewith they have been afflicted, in consequence of their transgressions….. They were slow to hearken unto the voice of the Lord their God; therefore, the Lord their God is slow to hearken unto their prayers, to answer them in the day of their trouble. In the day of their peace they esteemed lightly my counsel; but, in the day of their trouble, of necessity they feel after me.” 
D&C 101:75: “There is even now already in store sufficient, yea, even an abundance, to redeem Zion, and establish her waste places, no more to be thrown down, were the churches, who call themselves after my name, willing to hearken to my voice.”
D&C 103:4-8: “And that those who call themselves after my name might be chastened for a little season with a sore and grievous chastisement, because they did not hearken altogether unto the precepts and commandments which I gave unto them. But verily I say unto you, that I have decreed a decree, which my people shall realize, inasmuch as they hearken from this very hour unto the counsel which I, the Lord their God, shall give unto them. Behold they shall, for I have decreed it, begin to prevail against mine enemies from this very hour. And by hearkening to observe all the words which I, the Lord their God, shall speak unto them, they shall never cease to prevail until the kingdoms of the world are subdued under my feet, and the earth is given unto the saints, to possess it forever and ever. But inasmuch as they keep not my commandments, and hearken not to observe all my words, the kingdoms of the world shall prevail against them.”
D&C 104:3-4: “But inasmuch as they were not faithful they were nigh unto cursing. Therefore, inasmuch as some of my servants have not kept the commandment, but have broken the covenant through covetousness, and with feigned words, I have cursed them with a very sore and grievous curse.” 

D&C 105:2-3, 6: “Behold I say unto you, were it not for the transgressions of my people, speaking concerning the church and not individuals they might have been redeemed even now, but behold they have not learned to be obedient to the things which I required at their hands, but are full of all manner of evil…. And my people must needs be chastened until they learn obedience, if it must needs be by the things which they suffer.” 

D&C 124:47-48: “……And do not do the things that I say, I will not perform the oath which I make unto you, neither fulfil the promises which ye expect at my hands, saith the Lord. For instead of blessings, ye by your own works, bring cursings, wrath, indignation, and judgments upon your own heads, by your follies, and by all your abominations, which you practice before me saith the Lord.” 

To ancient Israel the Prophet Moses declared:

DEUT 11: 26-28: “Behold I set before you this day a blessing and a curse; A blessing if ye obey the commandments of the Lord your God, which I command you this day; And a curse, if ye will not obey the commandments of the lord your God, but turn aside out of the way which I command you this day…” 
Isaiah 1:19-20: “If ye are willing and obedient ye shall eat the good of the land: but if ye refuse and rebel, ye shall be devoured with the sword: for the mouth of the Lord hath spoken it.”

“Living by Every Word that proceeds from the Mouth of God” President Joseph Fielding Smith page 229 ‘Teachings of Presidents of the Church 2014’
God governs the universe by law and we are subject to that law.

“It should be conceded by all people that since the Almighty governs the entire universe by immutable law, man, who is the greatest of all his creations, must himself be subject to such law. The Lord has stated this truth tersely and convincingly in a revelation to the Church:

“All kingdoms have a law given; And there are many kingdoms; for there is no space in the which there is no kingdom; and there is no kingdom in which there is no space, either a greater or a lesser kingdom. And unto every kingdom is given a law; and unto every law there are certain bounds also and conditions. All beings who abide not in those conditions are not justified.” (D&C 88:36–39.)

This truth is self-evident. Thus, it is only reasonable that we should expect the kingdom of God to be governed by law and all who desire to enter there to be subject to the law. “Behold, mine house is a house of order, saith the Lord God, and not a house of confusion.” 132:8

The Lord has given to man a code of laws that we call the gospel of Jesus Christ. Due to lack of inspiration and spiritual guidance, men may differ in relation to these laws and their application, but there can hardly be a dispute in regard to the fact that such laws do exist, and that all who seek entrance into that kingdom are subject to them. 
If we turn from the Lord’s commandments we cannot expect to receive His blessings.

“When we turn from the commandments the Lord has given unto us for our guidance then we do not have a claim upon his blessings.”

“What good does it do for us to petition the Lord, if we have no intention of keeping His commandments? Such praying is hollow mockery and an insult before the throne of grace. How dare we presume to expect a favourable answer if such is the case? “Seek ye the Lord while he may be found, call ye upon him while he is near: Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the Lord, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.” So said Isaiah (Isaiah 55:6–7) 
But is not the Lord always near when we petition Him? Verily no! He has said, “They were slow to hearken unto the voice of the Lord their God; therefore, the Lord their God is slow to hearken unto their prayers, to answer them in the day of their trouble. In the day of their peace they esteemed lightly my counsel; but, in the day of their trouble, of necessity they feel after me” [D&C 101:7–8]. 
If we draw near unto Him, He will draw near unto us, and we will not be forsaken; but if we do not draw near to Him, we have no promise that He will answer us in our rebellion.”
Live by very word that proceeds from the mouth of God
“It is necessary for us to walk in the full light of the truth, not in part of the truth only. I haven’t the privilege of discarding some of the principles of the gospel and believing others, and then feel that I am entitled to the full blessings of salvation and exaltation in the kingdom of God. If we want exaltation, if we want the place which the Lord has prepared for those who are just and true, then we must be willing to walk in the full light of the gospel of Jesus Christ, and keep all the commandments. We cannot say that some of them are small and insignificant and therefore the Lord will not care if we violate them. We are commanded to live by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God [see Deuteronomy 8:3; D&C 98:11 “Why call ye me Lord, Lord,” he says, “and do not the things that I say?” See Luke 6:46.

“The Lord’s laws are eternal, and we have the fullness of his everlasting gospel and are obligated to believe all of his laws and truths and then to walk in conformity with them. There is nothing more important to any individual than keeping the Lord’s commandments. He expects us to cleave unto every true principle, to put first in our lives the things of his kingdom, to press forward with a steadfastness in Christ, and to serve him with all our might, mind, and strength. In the language of the scriptures, let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: “Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.” (Eccles. 12:13)”
As we keep the commandments, the Lord comforts and blesses us and strengthens us to become men and women worthy of exaltation.

“To please [the Lord], we must not only worship him with thanksgiving and praise, but render willing obedience to his commandments. By so doing, he is bound to bestow his blessings; for it is upon this principle (obedience to law) that all things are predicated see D&C 130:20–21”

“The great promise that is made to the members of this Church who are willing to abide by the law and keep the commandments of the Lord is that they shall not only receive a place in the kingdom of God, but that they shall also have the presence of the Father and the Son; and that is not all, for the Lord has promised that all that he hath shall be given unto them see D&C 84:33–39”

“Through obedience to those commandments which are set forth in the Gospel of Jesus Christ, and by continuance therein, we shall receive immortality, glory, eternal life, and dwell in the presence of God the Father and his Son Jesus Christ, where we shall truly know them.” END
