And remember in all things the poor and the needy, the sick and the afflicted, for he that doeth not these things, the same is not my disciple.”
D&C 88:81: “Behold, I sent you out to testify and warn the people, and it becometh every man who hath been warned to warn his neighbor.”

D&C 106:5: “Therefore, gird up your loins, that you may be the children of light, and that day shall not overtake you as a thief.”
Matthew 5:14-16: “Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on a hill cannot be hid.
Neither do men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto all that are in the house. Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.”

3 Nephi 12:15-16: “Behold, do men light a candle and put it under a bushel? Nay, but on a candlestick, and it giveth light to all that are in the house; Therefore let your light so shine before this people, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father who is in heaven.”

1 Corinthians 3:5-7: “Who then is Paul, and who is Apollos, but ministers by whom ye believed, even as the Lord gave to every man? I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase. So then neither is he that planteth anything, neither he that watereth; but God that giveth the increase.”

2 Nephi 2:6-8: “Wherefore, redemption cometh in and through the Holy Messiah; for he is full of grace and truth. Go Into All the World

D&C 1:23: “That the Fullness of my Gospel might be proclaimed by the weak and the simple unto the ends of the world, and before kings and rulers” 

D&C 18:27-28: “….And the Twelve shall be my disciples, and they shall take upon them my name; and the Twelve are they who shall desire to take upon them my name with full purpose of heart. And if they desire to take upon them my name with full purpose of heart, they are called to go into all the world to preach my gospel unto every creature.” 

D&C 19:29: “And thou shalt declare glad tidings, yea, publish it upon the mountains, and upon every high place, and among every people that thou shalt be permitted to see”

D&C 39:15: “And inasmuch as my people shall assemble themselves at the Ohio, I have kept in store a blessing such as is not known among the children of men, and it shall be poured forth upon their heads. And from thence men shall go forth into all nations.”
D&C 58: 47-48: For, behold, they shall push the people together from the ends of the earth. Let them preach by the way, and bear testimony of the truth in all places, and call upon the rich, the high and the low, and the poor to repent. And let them build up churches, inasmuch as the inhabitants of the earth will repent.”

D&C 62:5: “And then you may return to bear record, yea, even altogether, or two by two, as 
seemeth you good, it mattereth not unto me; only be faithful, and declare glad tidings unto the inhabitants of the earth, or among the congregations of the wicked.”
D&C 68:8-9: ‘Go ye into all the world, preach the gospel to every creature, acting in the authority which I have given you, baptizing in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. And he that believeth and is baptized shall be saved, and he that believeth not shall be damned.’”

D&C 84:62: “Therefore, go ye into all the world; and unto whatsoever place ye cannot go ye shall send, that the testimony may go from you into all the world unto every creature.”
D&C 124:106: “And in all his journeyings let him lift up his voice as with the sound of a trump, and warn the inhabitants of the earth to flee the wrath to come.”

Matthew 24:14: “And this gospel of the Kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come.”
Matthew 28:19-20: “Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you away, even unto the end of the world. Amen.” (See Mark 16:15-16)
Acts 1:8: “But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judæa, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.”

Isaiah 49:6: “And he said, It is a light thing that thou shouldest be my servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob, and to restore the preserved of Israel: I will also give thee for a light to the Gentiles, that thou mayest be my salvation unto the end of the earth.”

Acts 13:46-47: “Then Paul and Barnabas waxed bold, and said, ‘It was necessary that the word of God should first have been spoken to you: but seeing ye put it from you, and judge yourselves unworthy of everlasting life, lo, we turn to the Gentiles. The Order in which the Gospel will be Preached to the Nations

D&C 90:9-10: “That through your administration they may receive the word, and through their administration the word may go forth unto the ends of the earth, unto the Gentiles first, and then, behold, and lo, they shall turn unto the Jews. And then cometh the day when the arm of the Lord shall be revealed in power in convincing the nations, the heathen nations, the house of Joseph, of the gospel of their salvation.”
As this scripture indicates the Gospel will first be taken to the Gentiles, then the Jews, and finally the Heathen nations. The Heathen nations will mostly have their opportunity to receive the Gospel after the Second Coming

A Desire is Necessary to be Called to the Work

See the study Priesthood After the Holy Order of God for additional information on the preparation necessary to serve as a missionary and preach the Gospel.” The Lord has repeated in scripture ‘what I say unto one I say unto all’.
D&C 4: “Now behold, a marvelous work is about to come forth among the children of men. Therefore, O ye that embark in the service of God, see that ye serve him with all your heart, might, mind and strength, that ye may stand blameless before God at the last day. 

Therefore, if ye have desires to serve God ye are called to the work; For behold the field is white already to harvest; and lo, he that thrusteth in his sickle with his might, the same layeth up in store that he perisheth not, but bringeth salvation to his soul; 

And faith, hope, charity and love, with an eye single to the glory of God, qualify him for the work. Remember faith, virtue, knowledge, temperance, patience, brotherly kindness, godliness, charity, humility, diligence. Ask, and ye shall receive; knock, and it shall be opened unto you. Amen.”

D&C 11:3-5: “Behold, the field is white already to harvest; therefore, whoso desireth to reap let him thrust in his sickle with his might, and reap while the day lasts, that he may treasure up for his soul everlasting salvation in the kingdom of God. Yea, whosoever will thrust in his sickle and reap, the same is called of God. Therefore, if you will ask of me you shall receive; if you will knock it shall be opened unto you.”

The Elders are to Preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ as their Message.

For details of the message the elders are to declare see the study First Principles and Ordinances-Doctrine of Christ
D&C 19:31:. “And of tenets thou shalt not talk, but thou shalt declare repentance and faith on the Savior and remission of sins by baptism, and by fire, yea, even the Holy Ghost.” 

It matters not where the Elders are called to Serve

D&C 80:3-5: “Wherefore, go ye and preach my gospel, whether to the north or to the south, to the east or to the west, it mattereth not, for ye cannot go amiss. Therefore, declare the things which ye have heard, and verily believe, and know to be true. Behold, this is the will of him who hath called you, your Redeemer, even Jesus Christ.” Amen.
The Elders and Sisters to be Recommended by the Twelve 

D&C 112:21-22: “And again, I say unto you, that whosoever ye shall send in my name, by the voice of your brethren, the Twelve, duly recommended by you, shall have power to open the door of my kingdom unto any nation whithersoever ye shall send them. Inasmuch as they shall humble themselves before me, and abide in my word and hearken to the voice of my Spirit” 

D&C 107:35: “The Twelve being sent out, holding the keys, to open the door by the proclamation of the gospel of Jesus Christ, and first unto the Gentiles and then unto the Jews.”

Families of  those Preaching the Gospel to be Supported if Necessary

D&C 75:24-26: “Behold, I say unto you, that it is the duty of the church to assist in supporting…..the families of those who are called and must needs be sent unto the world to proclaim the gospel unto the world. Wherefore, I, the Lord, give unto you this commandment, that ye obtain places for your families, inasmuch as your brethren are willing to open their hearts. And let all such as can obtain places for their families, and support of the church for them, not fail to go into the world, whether to the east or to the west, or to the north, or to the south.”

And this commandment shall be given unto the elders of my church, that every man which will embrace it with singleness of heart may be ordained and sent forth, even as I have spoken. I am Jesus Christ; the Son of God wherefore gird up your loins…”

D&C 53:3: “Take upon you mine ordination, even that of an elder, to preach faith and repentance and remission of sins, according to my word, and the reception of the Holy Spirit by the laying on of hands.”
D&C 68:7-8: “This is the Word of the Lord unto you my servant -------, and also my servant------, and unto my servant------, and unto my servant ------, and unto all the faithful elders of my church ‘Go ye into all the world, preach the gospel to every creature………..
Prepare by Studying the Gospel

D&C 11:21-27: “Seek not to declare my word, but first seek to obtain my word, and then shall your tongue be loosed: then if you desire you shall have my Spirit and my Word, yea, the Power of God unto the convincing of men. But now hold your peace; study my word which hath gone forth among the children of men, and also study my word which shall come forth among the children of men, or that which is now translating, yea, until you have obtained all which I shall grant unto the children of men in this generation, and then shall all things be added thereto.

Seek the Kingdom of God, and all things shall be added according to that which is just. Build upon my rock, which is my gospel; Deny not the spirit of revelation, nor the spirit of prophecy, for wo unto him that denieth these things; Therefore, treasure up in your heart until the time which is in my wisdom that you shall go forth. Behold, I speak unto all who have good desires, and have thrust in their sickle to reap.” 
D&C 43:34: “Hearken ye to these words. Behold, I am Jesus Christ, the Savior of the world. Treasure these things up in your hearts, and let the solemnities of eternity rest upon your minds.”

D&C 84:84-85: “Therefore, let the morrow take thought for the things of itself. Neither take ye thought beforehand what ye shall say; but treasure up in your minds continually the Words of Life, and it shall be given you in the very hour that portion that shall be meted unto every man”
Alma 17:2: ”….. and they had waxed strong in the knowledge of the truth; for they were men of a sound understanding and they had searched the scriptures diligently, that they might know the word of God.”

The Elders are to Teach One Another Sound Doctrine

D&C 88:118: “And as all have not faith, seek ye diligently and teach one another words of wisdom; yea seek ye out of the best books words of wisdom; yea, seek learning, even by study and also by faith.” 

D&C 38:23: “But, verily I say unto you, teach one another according to the office wherewith I have appointed you”
The Need to be Officially Called

D&C 11:11-18: “For, behold it is I that speak; behold, I am the light which shineth in darkness, and by my power I give these words unto thee. And now, verily, verily, I say unto thee, put your trust in that Spirit which leadeth to do good--yea, to do justly, to walk humbly, to judge righteously; and this is my Spirit. Verily, verily, I say unto you, I will impart unto you of my Spirit, which shall enlighten your mind, which shall fill your soul with joy; And then shall ye know, or by this shall you know, all things whatsoever you desire of me, which are pertaining unto things of righteousness, in faith believing in me that you shall receive. 
Behold, I command you that you need not suppose that you are called to preach until you are called. Wait a little longer, until you shall have my word, my rock, my church, and my gospel, that you may know of a surety my doctrine. And then, behold, according to your desires, yea, even according to your faith shall it be done unto you. Keep my commandments; hold your peace; appeal unto my Spirit.” 
Go to the Temple in Preparation
D&C 97:10, 13-14: “Verily I say unto you, that it is my will that a house should be built unto me…… in the land for a place of thanksgiving for all saints, and for a place of instruction for all those who are called to the work of the ministry in all their several callings and offices; That they may be perfected in the understanding of their ministry, in theory, in principle, and in doctrine, in all things pertaining to the Kingdom of God on the earth, the keys of which kingdom have been conferred upon you.”
The Elders are to go Two by Two

D&C 52:9-10: “And let them journey from thence preaching the word by the way, saying none other things than that which the prophets and apostles have written, and that which is taught them by the Comforter through the prayer of faith. Let them go two by two, and thus let them preach by the way in every congregation, baptizing by water, and the laying on of the hands by the water's side.” (See D&C 52:12-32, 35) 

Learn Duty

D&C 107:99-100: “Wherefore, now let every man learn his duty, and to act in the office into which he is appointed in all diligence. He that is slothful shall not be counted worthy to stand and he that learns not his duty and shows himself not approved shall not be counted worthy to stand. Even so.”

D&C 105:10-11: “That they themselves may be prepared, and that my people may be taught more perfectly, and have experience, and know more perfectly concerning their duty, and the things which I require at their hands. And this cannot be brought to pass until mine elders are endowed with power from on high.”
The Elders not to ‘Idle Away Their Time-‘Open Their Mouths’
D&C 33:8-9: “Open your mouths and they shall be filled, and you shall become even as Nephi of old, who journeyed from Jerusalem in the wilderness. Yea, open your mouths and spare not, and you shall be laden with sheaves upon your backs, for lo, I am with you.” 
D&C 60:2-3: “But with some I am not well pleased, for they will not open their mouths, but they hide the talent which I have given unto them, because of the fear of man. Wo unto such, for mine anger is kindled against them. And it shall come to pass, if they are not more faithful unto me, it shall be taken away, even that which they have.” 
D&C 60:13: “Behold, they have been sent to preach my gospel among the congregations of the wicked; wherefore, I give unto them a commandment, thus: Thou shalt not idle away thy time, neither shalt thou bury thy talent that it may not be known.”
D&C 75:2-3: “Hearken, O ye who have given your names to go forth to proclaim my gospel, and to prune my vineyard. Behold, I say unto you that it is my will that you should go forth and not tarry, neither be idle but labor with your might.”

Therefore, thrust in your sickle with all your soul, and your sins are forgiven you, and you shall be laden with sheaves upon your back, for the labourer is worthy of his hire.”

The Elders are to Call Repentance and Teach Baptism
D&C 6:9: “Say nothing but repentance unto this generation; keep my commandments, and assist to bring forth my work, according to my commandments, and you shall be blessed.” 

D&C 15:6: “And now, behold, I say unto you, that the thing which will be of the most worth unto you will be to declare repentance unto this people, that you may bring souls unto me, that you may rest with them in the kingdom of my Father.” Amen. 

D&C 18:10-21: “Remember the worth of souls is great in the sight of God; for, behold, the Lord your Redeemer suffered death in the flesh; wherefore He suffered the pain of all men, that all men might repent and come unto Him. And He hath risen again from the dead that He might bring all men unto Him, on conditions of repentance. 
And how great is His joy in the soul that repenteth! Wherefore, you are called to cry repentance unto this people. And if it so be that you should labor all your days in crying repentance unto this people, and bring, save it be one soul unto me, how great shall be your joy with Him in the kingdom of my Father! And if you have not faith, hope, and charity, you can do nothing. Contend against no church, save it be the church of the devil. Take upon you the name of Christ, and speak the truth in soberness.”

D&C 18:41-42: “And you must preach unto the world, saying: ‘You must repent and be baptized, in the name of Jesus Christ; For all men must repent and be baptized, and not only men, but women, and children who have arrived at the years of accountability.’” 

D&C 19:21: “And I command you that you preach naught but repentance…..”

D&C 34:5-6: And more blessed are you because you are called of me to preach my gospel- To lift up your voice as with the sound of a trump, both long and loud, and cry repentance unto a crooked and perverse generation, preparing the way of the Lord for His Second Coming”

D&C 42:6-7: “And ye shall go forth in the power of my spirit, preaching my gospel, two by two, in my name, lifting up your voices as with the sound of a trump, declaring my word like unto angels of God. And ye shall go forth baptizing with water, saying, ‘Repent ye repent ye, for the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand.” 

D&C 49:11-14: “Wherefore, I give unto you a commandment that ye go among this people, and say unto them, like unto mine apostle of old, whose name was Peter: ‘Believe on the name of the Lord Jesus, who was on the earth, and is to come, the beginning and the end; Repent and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ, according to the holy commandment, for the remission of sins; And whoso doeth this shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost, by the laying on of the hands of the elders of the church.’” 
D&C 55:2-3: “And then thou shalt be ordained by the hand of my servant Joseph Smith, Jun., to be an elder unto this church, to preach repentance and remission of sins by way of baptism in the name of Jesus Christ, the Son of the living God. And on whomsoever you shall lay your hands, if they are contrite before me, you shall have power to give the Holy Spirit.” 

D&C 63:57-58: “And again, verily I say unto you, those who desire in their hearts, in meekness, to warn sinners to repentance, let them be ordained unto this power. For this is a day of warning, and not a day of many words. For I, the Lord, am not to be mocked in the last days.” 
Power will rest upon the Elders Preaching the Gospel

D&C 39:11-12: “And if thou do this, I have prepared thee for a greater work. ‘Thou shalt preach the Fulness of my Gospel, which I have sent forth in these last days, the covenant which I have sent forth to recover my people, which are of the House of Israel. And it shall come to pass that power shall rest upon thee; thou shalt have great faith, and I will be with thee and go before thy face.”

D&C 50:26-30: “He that is ordained and sent forth, the same is appointed to be the greatest, notwithstanding he is the least and the servant of all. Wherefore, He is possessor of all things; for all things are subject unto him, both in the heaven and on the earth. The life and the light, the Spirit and the Power, sent forth by the will of the Father, through Jesus Christ His son. But no man is possessor of all things except he be purified and cleansed from all sin. And if ye are purified and cleansed from all sin, ye shall ask whatsoever you will in the name of Jesus, and it shall be done.  But know this, it shall be given you what you ask; and as ye are appointed to the head, the spirits shall be subject unto you.”

D&C 71:1: “Behold, thus saith the Lord unto you my servants…….that the time has verily come that it is necessary and expedient in me that you should open your mouths in proclaiming my gospel, the things of the kingdom, expounding the mysteries thereof out of the scriptures, according to that portion of Spirit and power which shall be given unto you, even as I will.” 

D&C 79:1-4: “Verily I say unto you, that it is my will that my servant …. should go again into the eastern countries, from place to place, and from city to city, in the power of the ordination wherewith he has been ordained, proclaiming glad tidings of great joy, even the everlasting gospel. And I will send upon him the Comforter, which shall teach him the truth and the way whither he shall go; and inasmuch as he is faithful, I will crown him again with sheaves. Wherefore, let your heart be glad, my servant …., and fear not, saith your Lord, even Jesus Christ.” (See D&C 80:1-5)
D&C 99:1-3: “----- ---- thou art called to go into the--------from house to house, from city to city, to proclaim mine everlasting gospel unto the inhabitants thereof in the midst of persecution and wickedness. And who receiveth you receiveth me; and you shall have power to declare my word in the demonstration of my Holy Spirit. And who receiveth you as a little child receiveth my Kingdom and blessed are they, for they shall obtain mercy. And whoso rejecteth you shall be rejected of my Father and His house.” 
The Elders are to Witness by the Power of the Holy Ghost

D&C 14:8: “And it shall come to pass, that if you shall ask the Father in my name, in faith believing, you shall receive the Holy Ghost, which giveth utterance, that you may stand as a witness of the things of which you shall both hear and see, and also that you may declare repentance unto this generation.”

D&C 18:32: “….To declare my gospel, according to the power of the Holy Ghost which is in you, and according to the callings and gifts of God unto men.”

D&C 34:10: “Wherefore, lift up your voice and spare not, for the Lord God hath spoken; therefore prophesy, and it shall be given by the power of the Holy Ghost.”

D&C 35:13-14: “Wherefore, I call upon the weak things of the world, those who are unlearned and despised, to thrash the nations by the Power of my Spirit. And their arm shall be my arm, and I will be their shield and their butler: and I will gird up their loins and they shall fight manfully for me: and their enemies shall be under their feet: and I will let fall the sword in their behalf, and by the fire of my indignation will I preserve them.”

D&C 42:14, 16-17: “And the Spirit shall be given unto you by the prayer of faith; and if ye receive not the Spirit ye shall not teach. ….. And as ye shall lift up your voices by the Comforter, ye shall speak and prophesy as seemeth me good; For, behold, the Comforter knoweth all things, and beareth record of the Father and of the Son.”

D&C 43:15-16: “Again I say, hearken ye elders of my church, whom I have appointed: Ye are not sent forth to be taught, but to teach the children of men the things which I have put into your hands by the power of my Spirit; And ye are to be taught from on high. Sanctify yourselves and ye shall be endowed with power that ye may give even as I have spoken.”

D&C 50:13-22: “Wherefore, I the Lord ask you this question-unto what were ye ordained? To preach my gospel by the Spirit, even the Comforter which was sent forth to teach the truth…..verily I say unto you, he that is ordained of me, and sent forth to preach the word of truth by the Comforter, in the Spirit of truth, doth he preach it by the Spirit of Truth or some other way? And if it be by some other way it is not of God. And again he that receiveth the word of truth, doth he receive it by the Spirit of truth or some other way? If it be some other way it is not of God. Therefore why is it that ye cannot understand and know that he that receiveth the word by the Spirit of Truth receiveth it as it is preached by the Spirit of truth? Wherefore he that preacheth and he that receiveth understand one another and both are edified and rejoice together.” 

D&C 68:1-5: “My servant ….. was called by his ordination to proclaim the Everlasting Gospel, by the Spirit of the living God, from people to people, and from land to land, in the congregations of the wicked, in their synagogues, reasoning with and expounding all scriptures unto them. And behold, and lo, this is an ensample unto all those who were ordained unto this priesthood, whose mission is appointed unto them to go forth-- And this is the ensample unto them, that they shall speak as they are moved upon by the Holy Ghost. And whatsoever they shall speak when moved upon by the Holy Ghost shall be scripture, shall be the will of the Lord, shall be the mind of the Lord, shall be the word of the Lord, shall be the voice of the Lord, and the power of God unto salvation. Behold, this is the promise of the Lord unto you, O ye my servants.”

D&C 84:85: Neither take ye thought beforehand what ye shall say; but treasure up in your minds continually the Words of Life, and it shall be given you in the very hour that portion that shall be meted unto every man”
D&C 100:7-8: But a commandment I give unto you that ye shall declare whatsoever thing ye declare in my name, in solemnity of heart, in the spirit of meekness in all things. And I give unto you this promise that inasmuch as ye do this the Holy Ghost shall be shed forth in bearing record unto all things whatsoever ye shall say.”
Preach the Gospel with the Sound of a Trump-The Sound of Rejoicing

D&C 19:37-38: “And speak freely to all; yea, preach, exhort, declare the truth, even with a loud voice, with a sound of rejoicing, crying--Hosanna, hosanna, blessed be the name of the Lord God! Pray always, and I will pour out my Spirit upon you, and great shall be your blessing--yea, even more than if you should obtain treasures of earth and corruptibleness to the extent thereof.” 
D&C 28:16: And thou must open thy mouth at all times, declaring my gospel with the sound of rejoicing. Amen.”
D&C 29:4: “Verily, I say unto you that ye are chosen out of the world to declare my gospel with the sound of rejoicing, as with the voice of a trump.”

D&C 33:2: “For verily, verily, I say unto you that ye are called to lift up your voices as with the sound of a trump, to declare my gospel unto a crooked and perverse generation”

D&C 36:1-3: “Thus saith the Lord God, the Mighty One of Israel: Behold, I say unto you, my servant…that you are blessed, and your sins are forgiven you, and you are called to preach my gospel as with the voice of a trump; and I will lay my hand upon you by the hand of my servant ….. and you shall receive my Spirit, the Holy Ghost, even the Comforter, which shall teach you the peaceable things of the kingdom; And you shall declare it with a loud voice, saying: Hosanna, blessed be the name of the Most High God.”
D&C 60:7: “And in this place let them lift up their voice and declare my word with loud voices, without wrath or doubting.”

D&C 124:106: “And in all his journeyings let him lift up his voice as with the sound of a trump, and warn the inhabitants of the earth to flee the wrath to come.”

Preach the Gospel with a Warning Voice

D&C 1:4 “And the voice of warning shall be unto all people, by the mouths of my disciples, whom I have chosen in these last days.”

D&C 38:41: And let your preaching be the warning voice, every man to his neighbor, in mildness and in meekness.”
D&C 63:57-58: “And again, verily I say unto you, those who desire in their hearts, in meekness, to warn sinners to repentance, let them be ordained unto this power. For this is a day of warning, and not a day of many words. For I, the Lord, am not to be mocked in the last days.”
D&C 88:81-82: “Behold, I sent you out to testify and warn the people, and it becometh every man who hath been warned to warn his neighbor. Therefore, they are left without excuse, and their sins are upon their own heads.”
D&C 88:88-89: “And after your testimony cometh wrath and indignation upon the people.

For after your testimony cometh the testimony of earthquakes, that shall cause groanings in the midst of her, and men shall fall upon the ground and shall not be able to stand.”

D&C 84:117-118: “And verily I say unto you, the rest of my servants, go ye forth as your circumstances shall permit, in your several callings, unto the great and notable cities and villages, reproving the world in righteousness of all their unrighteous and ungodly deeds, setting forth clearly and understandingly the desolation of abomination in the last days. For, with you saith the Lord Almighty, I will rend their kingdoms; I will not only shake the earth, but the starry heavens shall tremble.” 
The Elders are to Teach in Plainness and Simplicity

D&C 133:57: “And for this cause, that men might be made partakers of the glories which were to be revealed, the Lord sent forth the fulness of his gospel, his everlasting covenant, reasoning in plainness and simplicity “
2 Nephi 31:3:  “For my soul delighteth in plainness; for after this manner doth the Lord God work among the children of men. For the Lord God giveth light unto the understanding; for he speaketh unto men according to their language, unto their understanding.”
The Elders to Teach in Mildness, Meekness, Solemnity of Heart

D&C 38:41: “And let your preaching be the warning voice, every man to his neighbour, in mildness and in meekness.”
D&C 52:16: “He that speaketh, whose spirit is contrite, whose language is meek and edifieth, the same is of God if he obey mine ordinances.”
D&C 100:5-8: “Therefore, verily I say unto you, lift up your voices unto this people; speak the thoughts that I shall put into your hearts, and you shall not be confounded before men; For it shall be given you in the very hour, yea, in the very moment, what ye shall say. But a commandment I give unto you that ye shall declare whatsoever thing ye declare in my name, in solemnity of heart, in the spirit of meekness in all things. Be Patient in Affliction

D&C 24:8: “Be patient in afflictions, for thou shalt have many: but, endure them, for lo, I am with thee, even unto the end of thy days.” 

D&C 31:9, 11-12: “Be patient in afflictions, revile not against those that revile. Govern your house in meekness, and be steadfast…..Go your way whithersoever I will, and it shall be given you by the Comforter what you shall do and whither you shall go. Pray always, lest you enter into temptation and lose your reward.” 

D&C 54:10: “And again, be patient in tribulation until I come; and behold, I come quickly, and my reward is with me, and they who have sought me early shall find rest to their souls.”
D&C 66:9: “Lay your hands upon the sick and they shall recover. Return not till I, the Lord, shall send you. Be patient in affliction. Ask, and ye shall receive; knock, and it shall be opened unto you.”  

Alma 17:11: “And the Lord said unto them also: Go forth among the Lamanites, thy brethren, and establish my word; yet ye shall be patient in long-suffering and afflictions that ye may show forth good examples unto them in me, and I will make an instrument of thee in my hands unto the salvation of many souls.” 
Alma 34:41: “But that ye have patience, and bear with those afflictions, with a firm hope that ye shall one day rest from all your afflictions.”
The Great Blessings that Flow from Preaching the Gospel

D&C 6:3: “Behold, the field is white already to harvest; therefore, whoso desireth to reap, let him thrust in his sickle with his might, and reap while the day lasts, that he may treasure up for his soul everlasting salvation in the Kingdom of God.” See D&C 4:4
D&C 18:16: “And now, if your joy will be great with one soul that you have brought unto me into the kingdom of my Father, how great will be your joy if you should bring many souls unto me!” 
D&C 31:5: “Therefore, thrust in your sickle with all your soul, and your sins are forgiven you…”
D&C 61:33-34: “And now, concerning the residue, let them journey and declare the word among the congregations of the wicked, inasmuch as it is given; And inasmuch as they do this they shall rid their garments, and they shall be spotless before me.” See D&C 88:85
D&C 62:3: “Nevertheless, ye are blessed, for the testimony which ye have borne is recorded in Heaven for the angels to look upon; and they rejoice over you, and your sins are forgiven you.”
D&C 75:2-5: “Hearken, O ye who have given your names to go forth to proclaim my gospel, and to prune my vineyard. Behold, I say unto you that it is my will that you should go forth, and not tarry, neither be idle but labour with your might-lifting up your voices as with the sound of a trump, proclaiming the truth according to the revelations and commandments which I have given you. And thus, if ye are faithful ye shall be laden with many sheaves, and crowned with honour, and glory, and immortality, and Eternal Life.” 
D&C 75:15-16: “And again I say unto my servants….take their journey….and proclaim my gospel, even as I have commanded them and he who is faithful shall overcome all things, and shall be lifted up at the last day.” See also v 18-22, 29

D&C 84:80: “And any man that shall go and preach this Gospel of the Kingdom and fail not to continue faithful in all things, shall not be weary in mind, neither darkened, neither in body, limb, nor joint; and a hair of his head shall not fall to the ground unnoticed. And they shall not go hungry, neither athirst.” 
The Elders to Leave a Blessing or Cast off the Dust of their Feet

This action is a testimony that the Elders have done their best in preaching the Gospel to those people and they are therefore free of their ‘blood and sins’. The sins of the people are now upon their own heads.
D&C 24:15: “And in whatsoever place ye shall enter, and they receive you not in my name, ye shall leave a cursing instead of a blessing, by casting off the dust of your feet against them as a testimony, and cleansing your feet by the wayside.”
D&C 60:15: “And shake off the dust of thy feet against those who receive thee not, not in their presence, lest thou provoke them, but in secret; and wash thy feet, as a testimony against them in the Day of Judgment.” 
D&C 75:18-22: “Yea let all those take their journey, as I have commanded them, going from house to house, and from village to village, and from city to city. And in whatsoever house ye enter, and they receive you, leave your blessing upon that house. And in whatsoever house ye enter, and they receive you not, ye shall depart speedily from that house, and shake off the dust of your feet as a testimony against them. 
And you shall be filled with joy and gladness; and know this, that in the day of judgment you shall be judges of that house, and condemn them; And it shall be more tolerable for the heathen in the day of judgment, than for that house; therefore, gird up your loins and be faithful, and ye shall overcome all things, and be lifted up at the last day. Even so Amen” 

D&C 84:87-96: “Behold, I send you out to reprove the world of all their unrighteous deeds, and to teach them of a judgment which is to come. And whoso receiveth you, there I will be also, for I will go before your face. I will be on your right hand and on your left, and My Spirit shall be in your hearts, and mine angels round about you, to bear you up. Whoso receiveth you receiveth me; and the same will feed you, and clothe you, and give you money. And he who feeds you, or clothes you, or gives you money, shall in nowise lose his reward. 
And he that doeth not these things is not my disciple; by this you may know my disciples. He that receiveth you not, go away from him alone by yourselves, and cleanse your feet even with water, pure water, whether in heat or in cold, and bear testimony of it unto your Father which is in heaven, and return not again unto that man. And in whatsoever village or city ye enter, do likewise. Nevertheless, search diligently and spare not; and wo unto that house, or that village or city that rejecteth you, or your words, or your testimony concerning me. Wo I say again, unto that house, or that village or city that rejecteth you, or your words, or your testimony of me; For I, the Almighty, have laid my hands upon the nations, to scourge them for their wickedness.” 
D&C 99:4: “And whoso rejecteth you shall be rejected of my Father and His House; and you shall cleanse your feet in the secret places by the way for a testimony against them.”

Additional Scriptures that Relate to Preaching the Gospel

D&C 24:11-14, 16-19: “In me he shall have glory, and not of himself, whether in weakness or in strength, whether in bonds or free; and at all times, and in all places, he shall open his mouth and declare my gospel as with the voice of a trump, both day and night. And I will give unto him strength such as is not known among men. 
Require not miracles, except I shall command you, except casting out devils, healing the sick, and against poisonous serpents, and against deadly poisons; And these things ye shall not do, except it be required of you by them who desire it, that the scriptures might be fulfilled; for ye shall do according to that which is written. ……. And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall lay their hands upon you by violence, ye shall command to be smitten in my name: and behold I will smite them according to your words, in my own due time. And whosoever shall go to law with thee shall be cursed by the law. 
And thou shalt take no purse nor scrip, neither staves, neither two coats, for the church shall give unto thee in the very hour what thou needest for food and for raiment, and for shoes and for money, and for scrip. For thou art called to prune my vineyard with a mighty pruning, yea, even for the last time; yea, and also all those whom thou hast ordained, and they shall do even according to this pattern. Amen”
D&C 39:19-23: “Wherefore, go forth, crying with a loud voice, saying: ‘The Kingdom of Heaven is at hand; crying: Hosanna! blessed be the name of the Most High God. Go forth baptizing with water, preparing the way before my face for the time of my coming; For the time is at hand; the day or the hour no man knoweth; but it surely shall come. And he that receiveth these things receiveth me; and they shall be gathered unto me in time and in eternity. And again, it shall come to pass that on as many as ye shall baptize with water, ye shall lay your hands, and they shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost, and shall be looking forth for the signs of my coming, and shall know me.”  
D&C 52:33-34, 36-37: “Yea, verily I say, let all these take their journey unto one place, in their several courses, and one man shall not build upon another's foundation, neither journey in another's track. He that is faithful, the same shall be kept and blessed with much fruit…….. Let them labor with their families, declaring none other things than the prophets and apostles, that which they have seen and heard and most assuredly believe, that the prophecies may be fulfilled. In consequence of transgression, let that which was bestowed upon…. be taken from him, and placed upon the head of …..” 
Preaching to the Congregations of the Wicked

D&C 60:8: “And let the residue take their journey from St. Louis, two by two, and preach the word, not in haste, among the congregations of the wicked, until they return to the churches from whence they came.”
D&C 60:13-14: “Behold, they have been sent to preach my gospel among the congregations of the wicked……. thou shalt speedily return, proclaiming my word among the congregations of the wicked, not in haste, neither in wrath nor with strife.” 
D&C 61:30-33: “My servants…...shall not open their mouths in the congregations of the wicked until they arrive at Cincinnati; And in that place they shall lift up their voices unto God against that people, yea, unto him whose anger is kindled against their wickedness, a people who are well-nigh ripened for destruction. And from thence let them journey for the congregations of their brethren, for their labors even now are wanted more abundantly among them than among the congregations of the wicked. And now, concerning the residue let them journey and declare the word among the congregations of the wicked, inasmuch as it is given.” 

D&C 62:5: “And then you may return to bear record, yea, even altogether, or two by two, as 
seemeth you good, it mattereth not unto me; only be faithful, and declare glad tidings unto the inhabitants of the earth, or among the congregations of the wicked.”
D&C 66:7 “Go unto the eastern lands, bear testimony in every place, unto every people and in their synagogues, reasoning with the people.”

D&C 68:1: My servant ….. was called by his ordination to proclaim the everlasting gospel, by the Spirit of the living God, from people to people, and from land to land, in the congregations of the wicked, in their synagogues, reasoning with and expounding all scriptures unto them.”
Preaching for the Last Time

D&C 43:20-28: “Lift up your voices and spare not. Call upon the nations to repent, both old and young, both bond and free, saying: ‘Prepare yourselves for the Great Day of the Lord; For if I, who am a man, do lift up my voice and call upon you to repent, and ye hate me, what will ye say when the day cometh when the thunders shall utter their voices from the ends of the earth, speaking to the ears of all that live, saying--Repent, and prepare for the Great Day of the Lord?’ 
Yea, and again, when the lightnings shall streak forth from the east unto the west, and shall utter forth their voices unto all that live, and make the ears of all tingle that hear, saying these words—‘Repent ye, for the Great Day of the Lord is come’? And again, the Lord shall utter his voice out of Heaven, saying: ‘Hearken, O ye nations of the earth, and hear the words of that God who made you. O, ye nations of the earth, how often would I have gathered you together as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, but ye would not! How oft have I called upon you by the mouth of my servants, and by the ministering of angels, and by mine own voice, and by the voice of thunderings, and by the voice of lightnings, and by the voice of tempests, and by the voice of earthquakes, and great hailstorms, and by the voice of famines and pestilences of every kind, and by the great sound of a trump, and by the voice of judgment, and by the voice of mercy all the day long, and by the voice of glory and honor and the riches of eternal life, and would have saved you with an everlasting salvation, but ye would not! 

Behold, the day has come, when the cup of the wrath of mine indignation is full. Behold, verily I say unto you, that these are the words of the Lord your God. Wherefore, labor ye, labor ye in my vineyard for the last time--for the last time call upon the inhabitants of the earth.” 

D&C 88:84-85: “Therefore, tarry ye, and labor diligently, that you may be perfected in your ministry to go forth among the Gentiles for the last time, as many as the mouth of the Lord shall name, to bind up the law and seal up the testimony, and to prepare the saints for the hour of judgment which is to come; That their souls may escape the wrath of God, the desolation of abomination which awaits the wicked, both in this world and in the world to come. Verily, I say unto you, let those who are not the first elders continue in the vineyard until the mouth of the Lord shall call them, for their time is not yet come; their garments are not clean from the blood of this generation.”

Sister Grimm and the opening of the Gospel Message in the Philippines

President Gordon B. Hinckley, “‘Whosoever Will Save His Life’,” Ensign, Aug 1982
“In the Philippines today we have more than 55,000 members of the Church. We have sixteen strong stakes and four missions. It is one of the more productive proselyting areas in the world. When the history of the work in the Philippines is written, it must include the story of Sister Maxine Grimm, a girl from Tooele, Utah, who served with the Red Cross in the Pacific campaign of the Second World War. She married an American army officer, and after the war they established their home in Manila. She did much to teach the gospel to others; she pleaded that missionaries be sent. Her husband had legal work done and did many other things to make it possible for the missionaries to come. It would have been much easier for them to have simply gone along their way, making money and enjoying the fruits of it; but Sister Grimm was unceasing in her efforts and in her pleas. 

At the time, I had responsibility for the work in Asia and I carried her pleas to the First Presidency, who, in 1961, authorized the extension of formal missionary work to that land. In May 1961 we held a meeting in the Philippines to begin the work. We had no place to meet and received permission from the American Embassy to do so at the American Military Cemetery on the outskirts of Manila. 

There, where are solemnly remembered the sacrifices of more than 50,000 men who gave their lives in the cause of freedom, we gathered together at 6:30 in the morning. Sister Grimm played a little portable organ she had carried through the campaigns of the Pacific War, and we sang the songs of Zion in a strange land. We bore testimony together and invoked the blessings of heaven on what we were to begin there. Present was one native Filipino member of the Church. 

That was the beginning of something marvelous, the commencement of a miracle. The rest is history, discouraging at times and glorious at others. I was there for the area conference held several years ago with President Spencer W. Kimball and others. Some 18,000 members of the Church were assembled in the great Aranetta Coliseum, the largest indoor meeting place in the Republic. 

I wept as I thought of the earlier years, and I remembered with appreciation the woman who largely forgot her own interests as she relentlessly pursued her dream of the day when the Church would be strong in the land in which she then lived, bringing happiness of a kind previously unknown to thousands of wonderful people.” END
Never Give Up-Samuel Smith the First Missionary

“In April 1830, Samuel Smith began traveling to neighboring towns in New York to preach the gospel and introduce people to the Book of Mormon. He had little success, though he did sell a copy of the book to a man named Phinehas Young. In June 1830, Samuel was set apart by the Prophet Joseph to take a missionary journey to the east. He walked 25 miles the first day and stopped at many houses, but the people treated him unkindly and would not listen. The next day he left a copy of the Book of Mormon with John P. Greene, a Methodist minister. John Greene’s wife, Rhoda, was Phinehas Young’s sister.

Facing rejection from almost everyone he contacted, Samuel felt that his mission had not been very successful. However, the books he left with Phinehas Young and John P. Greene led to their conversion and the conversion of many others. For example, Phinehas Young and Rhoda Greene had a brother named Brigham, who was converted and later became the second President of the Church. Brigham Young’s friend Heber C. Kimball also joined the Church. He later served in the First Presidency. Both Brigham Young and Heber C.
